Dairy Show Termed Success By 
Breeders and County Farmers

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Hungarian Partridges Thrive 
In Sections Near Hereford

Old Lady Who Lives in a Zoo

“ In the Panhandle, particular­
ly In the Canadian River Coun­
try, the nesting ground has been 
built to order (or Hungarian Par­
tridges," writes Eltlnge F. War­
ner, publisher of FIELD Si 
STREAM, in the current Issue of 
that popular sportsman's maga­
zine A wire from Oene Howe, 
of Amarillo, quoted in Mr. War­
ner's article, says that numer­
ous large coveys have been raised 
from the original planting of 130 
pairs o f these speedy game birds 
shipped in from Canada last 
March and April.

The partridge planting pro­
ject was conceived In 1942, while 
Elt Warner, Tom Main of Alber­
ta. Oene Howe of Texas and Lou 
Calder of Florida were enjoying 
a successful hunt near Brooks, 
Alberta. Hungarian partridges, 
plentiful in that area, furnished 
a big part of the sport. "We'd put 
up 20 or 30 coveys a day,” War­
ner writes, and goes on to relate 
how they then and there plan­
ned to start the popular game 
birds ir. Texas, where along with 
other Southwestern States, the 
climate and nesting conditions 
are ideal. Warner and his hunt­
ing pals talked to every one they 
could find who knew anything 
about Hungarians, particularly 
Fred Green of Calgary, who im­
ported the first Huns to Alberta 
35 years ago. They read every­
thing they could scrape together 
on the life and habits of the 
little foreigner, and among other 
things discovered that the hen 
lays her eggs in a small depress­
ion such as a hoof-print, or any­
thing similar; that unless the 
soil is sandy and drains off ra­
pidly, the water in these depress- 
ons rots the eggs. That is why 
the Hungarian partridge has not 
done well in many parts of the 
United States. But in the Pan­
handle, and in similar areas of 
New Mexico, conditions are ideal.

On every ranch where the 
Huns were released the owners 
have agreed to take care of them 
and see that the coveys get a 
fair chance to multiply, and to 
furnish the game commission 
with periodical reports on how 
the birds are doing. A FIELD Si

STREAM "game protective as­
sociation” was organized, pledg­
ed to take care of the little band.

Murrell L. Buckner, Chairman 
of the Texas Game, Fish Si Oys 
ter Commission, and Oene Howe, 
a member of the commission, 
arranged for the distribution 
areas and supervised the plant­
ing. "We are in hopes,” Mr War­
ner says, "that three years from 
now there will be a short open 
season on Hungarians in the 
Southwestern states.’ ’ He points 
out that the Huns are great mi­
grants, and believes that the 
Texas stock will in time overflow 
into neighboring areas of simi­
lar climate and conditions. Just 
as the birds migrated from their 
>riginal planting all the way 

J from Western Alberta through 
Quebec and Ontario, until new 
there are literally millons of 
these birds in Canada and our 
own Northwest.
