Spray Pecan Trees
This next week the pecan leav­

es should be oiA about 1-3 grown 
and at this stage of growth the 
leaves should absorb zinc at a 
very fast rate.

Pecans in this country must 

have sine applicntkm.s or they 

will have rosette or die-back, as 
it is .sometimes called and term­
inal bud growth will not make 
much growth this year if this is

not taken care of nmv-

When applying the zinc sulfate 

at the rate of 3 tablespoon.'^ per 

3 galloms of water, also add a lit­

tle sevin at the rate of 2 table­

spoons per 3 gallons of water to 

keep down insect damage in the 

early growth stage of spring.

This zinc can be put into the 

spray mixture anytime you spray 
for insects.

Now is also the time to spray 
peach trees for Brown Rot and 
Scab—also for apricots. Contact 
my office for full details but the 
time to do it is right now.
