School Budget Reflects Inflation
In budget hearings held last 

nvmth. Rankin S<hools reve.ile<l 
planmsl eX|)enditilia's for the uis 
(•oming term that refler-t the 
ever in<aeasing costs of doing 
busines.s—even for a .scIkhiI. In 
their 1971-7.J budgi't. exiKigisl to 
be formally adoptinl at their re­
gular me«*fing in August, t h e 
Board of Trustees will adopt a 
total outlay figure approximat­
ely ele\a-n |>ena*nt up from tliat 
of last year.

Total exjiendituns projKised in 
the new temi are SS.")!,079.00. as 
compareil with $757,417.00 for 
the last term. Tliis represents 
an overall increase of .$93.fir>2. 
A hefty |virtion of the increase; 
however, is offset by a surpliLs 
of S71.345 from last year’s o|x>r- 
atioas. which is Ixung plowerl

extra water for Rankin a n d  
MrCamey. In talking to County 
Judge Moore this week, he said 
that the work is already under­
way. And that’s good news.

However, there is .some bad 
news. too. If Jack Anderson, the 
newspaper writer who claims to 
know more government secrets 
than there are secrets, Is right; 
there is now a bill in Congress 
that would require states to re­
gulate the qality of all munici­
pal water systems. In o t h e r  
words, there’s a good rhancv 
that should this bill be pas.sed 
and Texas did crack down on 
the quality of water used in all 
towns and cities, then we would 
probably havp to close down all 
of Upton County.

Water that would pa.ss f h e 
test of “ good water’ ’ is not 
likely to he found in these parts, 
nor in a lot of other piirls of 
West Texas. All of which means 
that some sort of filtering and 
purification s.vstem would have 
to be installed in addition to the 
expense of finding and develop­
ing a new water system.

Of c'ourse Congress is not like­
ly to pass this sort o f law — not 
at this time. Their current big 
“ thing”  is playing politics and 
cutting up one another while 
doing very little aixtut trying to 
run the country. But when you 
get right down to the nitty-

gritty, Congress doesn’t run the 
country anyway—it’s run by the 
professional beaucrats and that 
bunch may decide at any time 
to hand down a “ guideline” that 
does require some sort of con­
trol over the quality of water in 
ase.

With that happy little thought 
in mind, it might not be a bad 
idea — if we’re to get a new 
water system—to to ahead and 
put in the prop(‘r filtering equ- ' 
ipment to clean it up. This can 
be done. Remember when the 
tests were run here .several 
years ago? I ’m told that Plains 
went ahead and put in such a 
system and that it’s working 
out quite well.

Further, there is another re­
port, this one attributed to the 
University of Texas —  controll­
ers of the land on which the 
county is searching for water— 
to the effect that the water .sands 
under that particular portion of 
the .site are already contamin­
ated. supposedly from oil field 
operations. So what do you do 
if you find plenty of water but 
it’s not fit to ase in its pres­
ent condition? Again, it would 
seem appropriate to think of a 
filtering system for any new 
water project. It would be g-Tod 
to have row  and it may well be 
required later (ih—f>r made ne- 
ces-sary as the field is pumped.

we have today, and a depression 
such as the one that was real 
in the 30's.
