Newburg, W. Va., which shook the build-

copsternation and alarm among the rela-
tives and friends of the miners emploved
there. Immediately following the sound
of the explosion a flame of fire srose far
ahove the mouth of the shaft, and timber
and debris of all kinds was strewn around.
Great excitement ensued and crowds of
people hurried to the spot.

The shaft in which the explosion oc-
curred was sunk about two years ago and
has reached a depth of 350 feet. From
the base of the shaft the main heading runs
out ahout half a mile from where the nar-
row rooms divege from either side. The
theory advanced as to the cause of
the explosion is that fire-damp
had accumulated in one of these
rooms, and was accidentally
ignited by a miner’s lamp, but nothing
positive has yvet heen learned.
of the explosion blocked the air so close
that no one dared venture in the main
heading to ascertain the fate of the
imprisoned men until an air passage could
be established. This work is heing
pushed rapidly.

Up to midnight no bodies have been re-
covered. It is supposed that thirty-seven |
men are imprisoned. The prevailing
opinion is that all are dead, although a
few express the hope that 2ome of them
may escape the effects of the explosion
and have been able to reach a place free
from the fatal black damp, which always
follows an explosion of this kind.

_ The scenes at the shait are heart-rend-
ing. Fathers, nothers, wives and chil-
lil\'!'l linger in groups with pallid faces
auxiously awaiting some tidings from
t{)eur loved ones which will either bring
them hope or end their suspense.
