Those who decide to vote Just 
for the president, vice-presi­
dent, l  .S. senators and con­
gressman have 30 mare days 
to register for a special re­
ceipt.

We're Inclined to agree with 
(.overror John C onnally, who 
said that fa lltre of Texans to 
pay the poll tax will give them 
just "half a vote" in the 1464 
elections. The best waytoavold 
confusion will be to go ahead 
and pirchase your poll tax re­
ceipt, If you haven't already.

How to spend the family food 
dollar Is admittedly an Import­
ant phase of family relations.

E ven In deciding on the pur­
chase of prepared food, the va­
rious controversies should not 
cause us to be diverted from 
the Important Issue: "How Much 
Nutrition la Purchased for I ach 
Dollar Expended?"

Family relations are en­
hanced by Good health. A home­
maker Is well repaid for the 
constant recurrence of plan­
ning, purchasing, preparing, 
and serving three meals a day 
— when she sees a well— nour­
ished family, free from constant 
Infections and disorders, trace­
able to poor nutrition.

He do hear a lot about vita- 
mlns — good nutrition and In 
almost every group of women, 
food Is almost nearly always a 
subject for discussion- it either 
has to do with reducing diets 
or what the family likes or dis­
likes. Food Is Indeed a very 
Important part of our lives and 
needs important consideration 
by the one most responsible for 
the families health - and that 
Is Mrs. Homemaker. Over­
weight people are poorly nour­
ished and are health hazards 
Just as the ones that are under­
weight. In each case poor food 
habits and poor choice of food 
are responsible for most all of 
those that fall In this group.

To get the most vitamins for 
your vegetable dollar remem­
ber these tips from food econ­
omist in research.

You get several times as 
much vitamin A value from 
bright-orange and mature car­
rots as from pale colored one.

Choose deep-orange varie­
ties of sweet potatoes for high­
er vitamin A value.

The deep-green leaves of 
leafy vegetables are richer In 
nutrients, vitamin A and C than 
light-green leaves.

Turnip greens, kale, and col- 
lards are a very good source 
of riboflavin as well as vitamin 
A & C.

Vitamin A & C are needed 
regularly for growth and healthy 
body tissue, say our food econ­
omist.

Only Mrs. Homemaker can 
guide her family In wise selec­
tion of food for fitness and good 
health. She may need to start 
with herself - a change In atti­
tude toward food as well as 
change In food habits.

Good nutrition does not guar­
antee good health but good health 
Is not possible without good nu­
trition.

The I xtenslon office has good 
reliable Information on foods 
and nutrition. Come by or call 
my office 481-3619 for further 
Information.

Annual inspection of nearly 
one million weighing devices, 
measuring units, and pre­
packed commodities is under­
way by the lexas Department 
of Agriculture for 1964, accord­
ing to Agriculture Commis­
sioner John C. White, Fvery 
conceivable object from gaso­
line pumps to boxes of bird 
seed is Involved in the work.

"Th e percentage of de­
liberate fraud in commercial 
device* is surplslngly low," 
Commissioner White pointed 
out. "Most violations Involve 
old equipment or worn scales 
which get out of tolerance 
easily. We condemn and force 
about 10,000 devices Into the 
Junk yard each year.”

White noted an Interentlng 
fact about gasoline pumps. 
"Most old pumps which drift 
out of adjustment have a 
tendency to give more gasoline 
to the buyer than is registered. 
Chances are 6 out of 10 that 
the motorist is getting an over 
measure of gas from a malad­
justed pump. The other 40 per 
cent of Inaccurate pumps are 
delivering a short supply. The 
percentage of inaccurate pumps 
is less than 6 per cent, how­
ever.”

Violations on pre-packed 
meats in the grocery store 
are the most frequent, White 
pointed out. Meat shrinks in 
weight, and packagers often fall 
to make enough allowance for 
tills factor. Housewives are 
urged to have their meat pack­
ages re-weighed at the check­
out counter.

"Our most alert Investi­
gators should be the consumers 
themselves," said WTilte. 
"Taking a printed weight for 
granted Is t  big robber of the 
household budget dollar,"

Commissioner White also 
urged Texans to always look 
for the familiar green and white 
circular decal bearing his 
signature on all scales and 
pumps. The date of the last 
inspection by a lexas Depart­
ment of Agriculture fleldman 
Is indicated on the seal. If 
no seal is present. It should 
be reported to the Iiepartment 
in Austin, he said.

White further added that any 
violation or suspected violation 
of the Texas W eights and Meas­
ures Law should be brought 
to hts attention for Immediate 
action.

Stilbestrol Gives Good 
Results When Used

A campaign to preserve the 
state's cotton acreage history 
and strong opposition to a pro­
posed voluntary diversion o 1 
cotton acreage came from the 
Texas CottonOInners* Associa­
tion hoard of directors Tuesday 
In Corpus (  hrlstl.

At the organization's closlnj 
session of the annual Directors 
and Allied Industry meeting, the 
group adopted a 12-point legis­
lative position which favored 
any legislative program pro­
viding for a reasonable Income 
to the grower but which would 
not force the market to pay 
any supplemental Income.

Association president C. L, 
Walker. Jr., Temple, and leg­
islative committee chairman 
Burris C. Jackson of Hills­
boro said the resolution par­
ticularly opposed an. program 
which would attract cotton Into 
government stocks.

Directors voiced Immediate 
conc ern over the state's release 
and reapportloium-nt program 
for cotton acreage. The ginners' 
organization favored the pres­
ent law and opposed the recently 
proposed voluntary diversion 
plan which would pay growers 
for not planting cotton. Jackson 
told directors the diversion plan 
had no chance of passage In time 
for the 1964 crop— are not re­
leasing unwanted acreage. In

some Instances, cotton farmers 
who have already released 
acreage are asking for the acre­
age back from their county 
Agricultural Stabilization and 
Conservation committees.

This development threatens 
to hurt the economy of every 
community, county and region 
of the state. Jackson said.

The ginners* organization 
resolution also opposed any cot­
ton program without a minimum 
acreage of 16,310,000 acres — 
the present minimum.

The directors reaffirmed 
their earlier stand favor­
ing a one price system for do­
mestic and foreign mills and 
asked that no limitations lie 
placed on government payments 
to cotton growers. The resolu­
tion also asked for quotas to re­
main In acres and not Inpounds 
or bales.

Another section favored the 
handling of cotton through 
normal trade channels since 
"w e believe In the principles 
of less government control In­
stead of more government con­
trol; and a free marketing sys- 

"
Basically, the ginners* docu­

ment pledged support to any cot­
ton program which will permit 
cotton to move to consumers at 
a free market price and thus 
reduce the stocks on hand. This

Cotton Exports Up For First Quarter
Dnlted States cotton exports 

are up. J.F. Kirby, economist­
marketing and policy for the 
Texas Agricultural 1 xtenslon 
Service, says exports of the 
fleecy staple for the first 
quarter of the current cotton 
year more than doubled those 
of a year ago.

Exports of all types of cot­
ton amounted to 1.019,000 run­
ning bales for the August 
through October period. This 
volume was 34 per cent greater 
than the average for the same 
period In the preceding five 
years. This, points out Kirby, 
Is good news for Texas pro­
ducers since a good percent of 
their crop Is exported.

The specialist says that Japan 
was the top buyer during the

first quarter. It took 22 per 
cent of the total or 221,000 
bales. Total shipments to Eur­
ope amounted to 481,000 bales, 
an Increase of 290,000 over the 
same period a year ago.

U. S. exports of cotton 1 Inters, 
mostly chemical qualities, to­
taled 81,000 bales for the three- 
month period. West Germany 
Imported about 65 per cent of 
this total — an Increase of 
45 per cent over a vear ago.

The U. S., during the three- 
month period, Imported 46.000 
bales of Unters, mostly felting 
quality, for an Increase of 7? 
per cent over vear earlier fig­
ures. Mexico supplied Just 
under 50 per cent of these llnt- 
ers while smaller amounts were 
Imported from Brazil, El Sal­
vador and I SSR.

Walker said the deadline for 
release and request of acre­
age Is I ehruarv 4 In the south­
ern half of the state and there- 
apportlonment deadline Is 
February 25. Releases and re­
quests must he made by March 
4 In the nothern zone of Texas 
with final reapportionment set 
on March 25. planting of cotton 
will start In the Rio Grande 
Valley around February 10, 
Walker said. He urged ginners 
to contact farmers and encour­
age them to go ahead with re­
lease of unwanted cotton acre­
age.

Should acreage he held, 75% 
must be planted to retain full 
history credit. Should farmers 
hold acreage and not plant It, 
they will lose their cotton his­
tory for future allotment pur­
poses, Walker said. This will 
bring about a similar loss In 
county and state allotments.

Treating feeder cattle with 
stltbestro! from birth until they
are slaughtered may lie practi­
cal If the animals belong to the 
same owner during the entire 
period, says l ei D. Thompson, 
animal husbandman with the 
Texas Agricultural 1 xtenslon 
Service.

The beef cattle specialist 
says that Increased gains have 
resulted from the use of hor­
mones during the nursing, graz­
ing, and feedlot stages. How­
ever. he points out that there 
are some disadvantages If the 
animals are not owned during 
the whole period by the same 
owner. (  alves on test In Texas 
have shown higher weaning 
weights when Implanted with 
stilbestrol but this extra weight 
might be undesirable from a 
price per pound standpoint If the 
animals were sold as stocker 
or feeder calves.

According to Texas research 
hormone Implanting of animals 
that were tmplanted during the 
nursing, grazing and feeding 
periods gained 663 pounds dur­
ing a 461-day period. Those 
receiving only two Implants

gained 657 pounds, those with 
only one implant gained *16
pounds, and animals with no 
Implants gained 595 pounds dur­
ing the period, says Thompson.

It. therefore, appears ad­
vantageous to Implant steers 
during, all three phases If the 
animals are under the same 
ownership, concludes Thomp­
son.

It is a pretty good guess that 
feeding is responsible— cows 
are not receiving enough nutri­
ents to meet all of their needs,

he explains.
Forayee normally make up 

a large part of the dairy cow's 
ration. In these times of limited 
forege supply and high forage 
prices, a much higher amount 
of the concentrate (grain) mix 
may be fed to preserve the 
forage supply and, at the same 
time, cut down on the cost 
of feeding. However, to keep 
the cow's rumen functioning 
properly and thereby guard 
against off-feed conditions and 
low mllk-lat test, a minimum 
of one pound of hay or hay 
equivalent should he fed daily 
per 100 pounds of body weight. 
Furthermore, the amount of 
grain fed should be increased 
slowly and should never exceed 
the amount the cow can safely 
handle.

How to spend the family food 
dollar Is admittedly an Import­
ant phase of family relations.

Fven In deciding on the pur­
chase of prepared food, the va­
rious controversies should not 
cause us to be diverted from 
the important Issue: "How Much 
Nutrition Is Purchased for F sch 
Dollar Expended?"

Family relations are en­
hanced by Good health. A home­
maker Is well repaid for the 
constant recurrence of plan­
ning. purchasing, preparing, 
and serving three meals a day 
— when she sees a well— nour­
ished family, free from constant 
Infections and disorders, trace­
able to poor nutrition.

We do hear a lot about vita­
mins — good nutrition and In 
almost every group of women, 
food Is almost nearly always a 
subject for discussion - It either 
has to do with reducing diets 
or what the family likes or dis­
likes. Food Is Indeed a very 
Important part of our lives and 
needs Important consideration 
by the one most responsible for 
the families health - and that 
Is Mrs. Homemaker. Over­
weight people are poorly nour­
ished and are health hazards 
just as the ones that are under­
weight. In each case poor food 
habits and poor choice of food 
are responsible for most all of 
those that fall In this group.

To get the most vitamins for 
your vegetable dollar remem­
ber these tips from food econ­
omist In research.

You get several times as 
much vitamin A value from 
bright-orange and mature car­
rots as from pale colored one.

Choose deep-orange varie­
ties of sweet potatoes for high­
er vitamin A value.

The deep-green leaves of 
leafy vegetables are richer In 
nutrients, vitamin A and C than 
light-green leaves.

Turnip greens, kale, and col- 
lards are a very good source 
of riboflavin as well as vitamin 
A & C ,

Vitamin A fc C are needed 
regularly for growth and healthy 
body tissue, say our food econ­
omist.

Only Mrs, Homemaker can 
guide her family In wise selec­
tion of food for fitness and good 
health. She may need to start 
with herself - a change In atti­
tude toward food as well as 
change In food habits.

Good nutrition does not guar­
antee good health but good health 
Is not possible without good nu­
trition.

Annual inspection of nearly 
one million weighing devices, 
measuring units, and pre­
packed commodities is under­
way by the Iexa* Department 
of Agriculture for N64, accord­
ing to Agriculture C'emmis- 
sloner John C. White. Every 
conceivable object from gaso­
line pumps to boxes of bird 
seed is Involved in the work.

" Ih e  percentage of de­
liberate fraud In commercial 
device* is surpisingly low," 
Commissioner White pointed 
out. "Most violations Involve 
old equipment or worn scales 
which get out of tolerance 
easily. We condemn and force 
about 10,000 devices Into the 
Junk yard esch year."

White noted an Interesting 
fact about gasoline pumps. 
"Most old pumps which drift 
out of adjustment have a 
tendency to give more gasoline 
to the buyer than is registered. 
Chances are 6 out of 10 that 
the motorist is getting an over 
measure of gas from a malad­
justed pump. The other 40 per 
cent of Inaccurate pumps are 
delivering a short supply. The 
percentage of inaccuratepumps 
is less than 6 per cent, how­
ever."

Violations on pre-packed 
meats in the grocery store 
are the most frequent. White 
pointed out. Meat shrinks In 
weight, and packagers often fall 
to make enough allowance for 
this factor. Housewives are 
urged to have their meet pack­
ages re-weighed tt the check­
out counter.

"Our most alert Investi­
gators should be the consumers 
themselves," said White. 
"Taking a printed weight for 
granted is a big robber of the 
household budget dollar."

Commissioner White also 
urged Texans to always look 
for the familiar green and white 
circular decal bearing his 
signature on all scales and 
pumps. The date of the last 
inspection by a I exas Depart­
ment of Agriculture ftelJman 
Is indicated on the seal. If 
no seal is present, it should 
he reported to the Department 
in Austin, he said.

White further added that any 
violation or suspected violation 
of the Texas Weights and Meas­
ures Law should be brought 
to his attention for Immediate 
action.

Stilbestrol Gives Good 
Results When Used

A campaign to preserve the 
state's cotton acreage hlstorv 
and strong opposition to a pro­
posed voluntary diversion of 
cotton acreage came from the 
Texas CottonGlnners* Associa­
tion board of directors Tuesday 
In Corpus f hrlstl.

At the organization's closlnj 
session of the annual Director 
and Allied Industry meeting, the 
group adopted a 12-point legis­
lative position which favored 
any legislative program pro­
viding for a reasonable Income 
to the grower Exit which would 
not force the market to pay 
any supplemental Income.

Association president C, L, 
Walker, Jr.. Temple, and leg­
islative committee chairman 
Burris C, Jackson of Hills­
boro said the resolution par­
ticularly opposed anv progran 
which would attract cotton Into 
government stocks.

Directors voiced Immediate 
conc ern over the state's release 
and reapportionment program 
for cotton acreage. The ginners' 
organization favored the pre s- 
ent law and opposed the recently 
proposed voluntary diversion 
plan which would pay growers 
for not planting cotton. Jackson 
told directors the diversion plan 
had no chance of passage In time 
for the 1964 crop -- are not re­
leasing unwanted acreage. In

some Instances, cotton farmers 
who have already released 
acreage are asking for the acre­
age back from their county 
Agricultural Stabilization and 
C onservatlon committees.

This development threatens 
to hurt the economy of every 
community, county and region 
of the state, Jackson said.

The ginners' organization 
resolution also opposed any cot­
ton program without a minimum 
acreage of 16,310,000 acres — 
the present minimum.

The directors reaffirmed 
their earlier stand favor­
ing a one price system for do­
mestic and foreign mills and 
asked that no limitations tie 
placed on government payments 
to cotton growers. The resolu­
tion also asked for quotas to re­
main In acres and not Inpounds 
or bales.

Another section favored the 
handling of cotton through 
normal trade channels since 
"w e believe In the principles 
of less government control In­
stead of more government con­
trol; and a free marketing sys­
tem ."

Basically, the ginners* docu­
ment pledged support to any cot­
ton program which will permit 
cotton to move to consumers at 
a free market price and thus 
reduce the stocks on hand.This

Lnlted States cotton exports 
are up. J,F. Kirby, economist- 
marketing an! policy for the 
Texas Agricultural Extension 
Service, says exports of the 
fleecy staple for the first 
quarter of the current cotton 
year more than doubled those 
of a year ago.

Fxports of all types of cot­
ton amounted to 1.019,000 run­
ning bales for the August 
through October period. This 
volume was 34 per cent greater 
than the average for the same 
period In the preceding five 
years. This, points out Kirby, 
is good news for Texas pro­
ducers since a good percent of 
their crop Is exported.

'ca ttle  In relation to the price 
of fed cattle, according to the 
latest Summary published i»y 
the i attle Feeders Division of 
the Texas and Southwestern 
(  attle Raisers Association.

Lloyd Par gam • of Fort 
Worth, director of the c attle 
F eeders Division, said at year’ s 
and the price of 9fln to 1,100 
pound choice steers in C hlcago 
waa down 16.25 per hurvfred 
compared to prices a year ear­
lier. Price* on 500 to 500 
pound good feeder steers at 
Omaha were Town {1,70 per 
hundred during the tame per­
iod. ( attle prices followed , 
downwar 1 trend nearly all >n*r.

Total domestic production of 
beef reached an estimated 16,- 
470 million pounds Tiring WM, 
and this total was swelled by 
record beef imports. Per capita 
consumption of beef was 95 
pounds Tiring the year, an all 
time high.

In 1964, domestic beef pro­
duction is expected to be slightly 
above 1961 levels and shipm ents 
of foreign beef to the l nlted 
ststea could exceed the recrcd 
1961 tonnage. Feed costs are 
expected to average near 1963 
levels and feeder cattle below 
1961 levels.

"With the supply of beef 
available in 1*64 estimated 
above 1963, we can not expect 
fed cattle prices to return to 
1*62 levels,”  Pergsn-a explain­
ed. "However, with a continued 
strong demand we might ex­

"Texas* 1963 grain produc­
tion, hampered somewhat by the 
drouth, fell short of the five- 
year average on most kinds 
with the notable exception of 
rice,”  Agriculture Commis­
sioner White said this week.

At mid-summer of 1963, 
gram stored In Texas regis­
tered warehouses totaled some 

s 'e ls  of barley, 
corn, mllo, oats and wheat. Rice 
storage figures were not avail­
able, But with normal disap­
pearance, not loo much of a 
storage increase is expected 
from the total of 127,456,000 
bust els produce !. Rice, classi­
fied separately, yielded some

18,394,000 cwt. which tops con­
siderably the five year average 
of 12,135,000 cwt.

Ample storage capacity was 
available to handle the 1963 
crop, after the usual harvest 
overload. Total capacity of 
warehouses registered with 
Commissioner White’ s office la 
691,169,682 bushels and about 
ona-thlrd of this space was 
ready to receivethe 1961 grains 
at the season's start.

Despite much discussion of 
surplus grams, Texas ware- 
houaes have an average of only 
about a year’ s supply of most 
commodities on hand. This la

Winter will Fie gone before you 
know it and planting seasonwlll
be here. As we get ready and 
make plans for putting In our 
crops, lets consider some of 
the new herbicides, or weed 
chemicals that will be available 
for use this year.

There la a wide range of 
chemicals for use on cotton, and 
If we can figure out Flow to use 
them right, It sFiould save us a 
great deal on labor.

FTopaslne has been approved 
by the Food and Drug for all 
types of sorghum and so far 
looks like It Is going to do a 
good job of controlling weeds 
and watergrass In sorghum.

Chemicals are a crest deal 
cheaper than hand labor If they 
are used right and are effec­
tive.

I will have a county wide 
meeting In March on Weed Con­
trol chemicals, but In the mean 
time, talk to vour farm dealers 
and J r y to learn much about 
these new weed control chem­
icals.

The Agricultural Chemicals 
C onference will Fie held inLuN- 
bock, ->n the 12, 13. and 14 
of February on the Texas Tech 
campus.

Herbicides, fertilization of 
crops, entomological develop­
ments and numerous other 
items will lie discussed, so 
keep this date in mind.

World k Being 
Changed By Man

For a dynamic society such as 
ours to survive It must be able 
to maintain Its labor force, says 
Reagan Brown, sociologist with 
the Texas Agricultural I xten- 
slon Service.

To accomplish this It must 
replace persons who die or 
become unable to work, and 
teach young people to fill a 
useful place In society, he says.

The Lnlted States la doing 
well In the replacement of per­
sonnel, with a rate of 1.8 per 
cent a year, according to Brown. 
This rate Is high for an In­
dustrial nation but a significant 
factor In this picture is the 
age distribution of these re­
placements.

The sociologist points out 
that over half of the Increase 
In the nation’ s population be­
tween i960 and 1970 will occur 
among people Under 18 years of 
age or over 65. The number 
of people between the ages of 
35 and 44 will decline slightly 
as will their proportion to the 
whole, says Brown. This means 
there will be more dependents 
to care for and fewer people 
of the productive ages to care 
for them.

In the task of teaching voting 
people to be useful citizens, 
our nation Is not faring so well, 
explains Brown. Today It Is dif­
ficult to earn a good living with 
only an elementarv education. 
Many young hoys and girls with 
limited training, especially 
those of lower I.Q.*s, mav never 
learn to do useful work, he says.

Not only la the young person 
of low ability heing neglected, 
but the exceptionally gifted 
youth Is not getting proper 
training either, says Brown. 
Just as the slow student needs 
special attention, so does the 
gifted student.

To be able to produce a new 
"crop ”  of useful, well educated 
people to meet the labor de­
mands of our society we must 
place greater emphasis on both 
groups, he says.

And evenmorelm- 
portant than this, the pressure 
that is being generated to in­
crease the minimum wage to 
$1.50 or $2.00 is not to be for­
gotten. The net result, of 
course, would be increased un­
employment because of the in­
ability of many employers to 
pay such minimum rate*. Farm 
Bureau Is opposing all of the 
above proposals. If you oppose 
them, your strength will be 
multiplied by your support of 
Farm Bureau through mem­
bership If you are not a mem­
ber.

In the field of cotton, Farm 
Bureau la endeavoring to get 
back to the program of opera­
tion in effect through I960 which 
had reduced surplus of cotton to 
a normal amount while promis­
ing more acreage to meet the 
demand of the textile market.
