Three things are usually In­
spected by prospective citizens 
before they move to a com­
munity; schools, churches and 
hospital facilities. In all three 
of these areas, Frlona scores 
A-plus,

Frlona schools now need take 
a back seat to no one, with the 
completion of the 1,25 million 
dollar school building program, 
giving the school system a phy­
sical plant which can adequately 
take care of the youngsters. 

• • • •
Perhaps even more Important 

than the physical plant Is the fact 
that In the Frlona school system 
Is a feeling bred by the teachers 
making the students want to ex­
cell.

Recent accomplishments by 
students on all levels, particu­
larly In the district and regional 
literary and band contests, 
proves that In Frlona we have 
more than Just a good school 
plant.

• • • •
As for churches, the city Is 

well represented, with new 
modern buildings for most of 
the denominations represented 
here. Here again, we're pleased 
with some good personnel, as 
well as some dedicated church 
workers to assure that their 
programs will go forward.

In addition, the three largest 
churches are able to provide 
parsonages which are as nice 
as any which churches In cldes 
the size of Amarillo or Lubbock 
have for their pastors.

• • • •

Frlona’ s hospital facilities 
are as new and modern as any 
city of comparable size. Parm­
er County Community Hospital 
Is the pride of the entire area, 
being completely financed by 
private means, with no govern­
ment funds provided.

The staff of the hospital In­
cludes five medical doctors, 
and here again the city Is for­
tunate In having men with their 
hlgh-callbre ability practicing 
medicine here,

Frlonans are also fortunate to 
have fine dental facilities and 
personnel, as well as an optom­
etrist, so that all needs may be 
taken care of locally.

• • • •
There are many other things 

which can be Included In a ”  Frl­
ona Brags" list.

One of these would have to be 
the country club, with as fine 
a nine-hole course as you'll 
find anywhere. The country club 
members, and the women's 
group, have a fine meeting place 
In their clubhouse.

Adjacent to Frlona Country 
Club Is Frlona’ s Dive -  Inn 
swimming pool, the only Indoor 
swimming pool In the area, and 
the only one we know of In a 
town Frlona's size.

Then there Is the bowling 
alley, which again Is not found 
In many towns the size of Frl­
ona. Bowlers In our size town 
often have to drive to a larger 
town In order to bowl.

» • • •
Frlona has a lot to offer In the 

way of social activities. There 
are four federated women’s 
clubs, taking care of every age 
group. There are also other 
women’ s groups and auxil­
iaries.

There are corresponding 
men's organizations, such as 
Lions, Jaycees, Masons and 
Oddfellows. The wdloen’ s club 
house Is a meeting center for 
the various clubs, although oth­
er groups have their own lodges, 
such as the Masons and Odd­
fellows.

• • • •
Frlona Is fortunate In having 

a volunteer fire department with 
all the pride and skill of a full­
time department. Here again, 
the firemen are as well equipped 
as those In towns many times the 
size of Frlona.

• • • •
Then. Frlona can be proud of 

the fact that It Is growing, since 
i960, the last federal census, 
the town has grown from 2,040, 
to an estimated 3,149 early last 
year, an Increase of over 50 per 
cent.
