COWBOY

JohnK. Mi Um,  (tockman and 
farmer, bought land weft of Su­
dan in 1920 but due to family 
illncfi, he and wife and infant 
daughter, Evelyn, did not move 
here until Feb. 21, 4 9 2 3 .' •

An adobe' house with walls 
fourtaen inches thick was their 
first dewlling in this new fron­
tier. The house was built by M i­
lam who uskd wheat straw and 
red cU y with water to make a -  
dobe bricks in  molds. The struc­
ture had dirt (>iastered walls and 
was much waumcr than some of 
the earlier dom iciles built of 
green lumber. They lived in the 
adobe bouse thirteen years before 
plastciisig the walls; then later 
added to and modernised it; and 
it still stands on the Milam farm.

Unlike most land prospectors 
coming to this new Country b e­
ing brokan out for fatm land, M i­
lam , who spent hit youth Wotk— 
ing on his father's ranch, the U« 
Bar in H all County, Texas and 
other ranches inclsKUag the t* - 
mout XTT outfit la  Texas, and 
the DiamosKi A la  New M exico , 
came to tfiit ssew area looking for 
grassland for Us ca ttle .

With the land he bought and 
soma he la ter leased of the H ada- 
way land, he then sMpped Us 
eighty head of W U tc-face 'ca tda

here in April, 1922. His brand 
wasJK with a bar addea later for 
cattle  owned by his d a  p g h t e r ,  
Evelyp, then an Infant, but, had 
been given several head by her 
Dad and kinsman.

TRAIL WAGON
After the cattle  were settled 

Milam returned to Hall County 
to farm the remainder of the year' 
and inD ecem berof 1922, Milam 
loaded two wagons, (Using otte 
as a trail wagon) with farm im ­
plements, and eigh^ head of work 
stock, plus Us saddle hone, and 
drove through, taking 10 days to 
make the trip from M ernpU s, 
Texas to Sudan.

People were vesy nice and a c ­
comodating to fend thp stock and 
le t Um stay overnight. After ar­
riving here he went to  work build­
ing the adobe house. In February 
he returned to Memphis to sUp 
the house-bold goods, assd bring 
Us wife and bidsy daughter.

Making the trip with them was 
another early Sudan fam ily, the 
Sebrlnga. Mr. Scbrlng rode in 
the i m m i g r a n t  car with the

b o u s e h o L d  goods ami farm 
animals, and Mrs. Scbrlng and 
daughter cam e through in the car 
with the Milams. (An im m igrant 
esu was g box car used for sUp- 
ping household goods, farm im -  ‘ 
plem cnts and anim als to the new

Settlement).
MRS. MILAM SCHOOLTEACHER

At the tim e dS their m an lag e , 
Mrs. Milam (the former Bessie 
Lae Harper, daubster of Mr. atal 
Mrs. R. B. Harper) wsus a school 
teacher and m w in g  the tidy sum 
of $85.00 a month. W h i l e  a 
tingle last aha taught school *on 
one of the large ranches, the J . 
A. la  Donley County And also 
Uught in Hall County. She was 
favored with the local ranch boys 
of transportation was by horse­
back.

The courtsUp of John M ilam 
and Bessie Lee Harper would read

John Milam was born in  Hall

Early area ranclyet remembered 
by the' Milams were the Ralls 
Ranch, RaulBrotfaers and Johnny 
McMurry.
