We have followed the pro­
gress of the four-lanlng of this 
particular highway, then, with 
considerable Interest, since we 
use It quite often.

First It was the short length 
of the road In Hockley County 
which was four-laned between 
Anton and Roundup, some 12 
years or so back, which began 
the lengthy project.

Later, a nine -  mile span 
southeast of Muleshoe In Bai­
ley County was four -  laned.

Lamb County, last of the 
counties Involved In the hlgh- 
way to vote bonds, for roacL 
wldenlng, got Into the act with 
8,2 miles of four-laned road 
from Littlefield southeast to 
Anton.

Next, the portion of the road 
from the Lubbock County line 
connected with the old-four- 
lane but undivided highway 
which runs from Shallowater 
to Lubbock.

Then the latest portion to be 
widened, the loop around L it­
tlefield, has Just recently been 
completed. All that remains 
to be widened between Mule­
shoe and Lubbock la a 20-mile 
stretch from the new loop to this 
side of Sudan, and portions of 
this road are now staked off.

We're also heartened with the 

reports that "K ille r  84" — the 
portion of the highway west of 
Muleshoe, Is about to pass all 
of Its red tape and will be In­
cluded In an upcoming con­
struction program.

some over a year ago with the 
Idea of Including a space In­
side for at least an Indoor judg­
ing arena.

There should be also enough 
room for bleacher seats, and 
also, office space shall be pro­
vided. To date, we have about 
5 2000.00 In pledges and cash to 
start a building (barely enough 
to pour a floor.)

The building we have In mind 
shall be all steel. 40 X 100 ft. 
w ith provision for extension on 
one end and pole type sheds on 
each side for livestock shelter. 
Estimated cost for this build­
ing Is about $10,000.00. We 
don't feel like a show barn only 
justifies this coat, therefore a 
community building Is sug­
gested, le - banquets, parties, 
meetings, etc. with activities 
throughout the year for every­
one; farmers, youth, organiza­
tions, and clubs.

The Jaycee's have six acres 
of land, almost paid for. south­
west of town on Highway NO, 
on which a building Is to be 
built. Money for the building 
will not be used to pay for the 
land or for any other purpose, 
and In the event a building Is 
not built, all donations will be 
returned to the donar. To fur­
nish water, we plan to ask the 
city to run a line out. If 5 or 
more meters can be Installed, 
not just one for a building.

We cannot do this alone. We 
must have help from other or­
ganizations and Indvlduals, 
county-wide.
