PRC5PER HARVESTING ESSENTIAL 
FOR QUALITY COTTCW

With so much emphasis at pre­
sent on the production of quality 
cotton, farmers in Lamb County 
should examine closely their har­
vesting operations, says Buddy 
Logsdon county agricultural agent

The agent lists the following 
pointers as key factors for a pro­
per harvesti

1. Lint moisture should be 
down to about eight per cen t. 
This point it reached when the 
ralativa humidity in tha field it
