Greenbug infeatation* in 
1972 have raiised xome grain/ 
■orghum growers  in the 
Southweet to loee their entire 
crop. USDA officials report.

On the other hand, sorghum 
growers in the southern plains 
were more fortunate b^ause 
winds and thunder showers 
knocked greenbugs off the 
planU in July, holding crop 
damage to a minimum.

VOTING REMINDER

New Texas voters, the 18-year- 
olds as well as those who have 
not previously voted in a gen­
eral election, are being remind­
ed that they can vote Novem­
ber 7, no matter in which pri­
mary they voted.

Party workers have been in­
structed that state law for more 
than SO years has held that a 
person may vote as he pleases 
in the general election. Case 
law back to 1920 and an attor­

ney general's opinion o f 1940 
holds there is no legal obliga­
tion to support candidates nom­
inated in the primary.

A 1952 opinion which specifi­
cally held the primary imposes 
no obligation in the presiden­
tial campaign because those 
candidates are not nominated on 
the primary ballot. This opinion 
was handed dow n by Price Daniel 
who then was attorney general 
and later became U. S. Senator 
and Governor and now is an as­
sociate justice o f the Supreme 
Court.

It said, in part, that "this 
pledge (to support nominees of 

the primary) related only to state 
and local candidates who were 
nominated in the primaries. It 
does not relate to presidential 

and vice presidential candidates 
since they were not candidates

A Christian 
Vote Bloc?

In two weeks you vote. But 
just who do you think you* 
are, trying to influence your 
government?

Doesn’t the Bible say, "Let 
every person be in subjection 
to the governing powers, for 
there is no authority except 
from God and those which 
exist are established by 
God"?

Some people shun political 
activity because they think 
that’s tampering with God’s 
domain. Could it be?

God opposes anarchy; every 
government—no matter how 
corrupt or immoral—derives 
its authority ultimately from 
God. Simply said, then, to 
(disobey a govermental law is 
ito disobey God because gov- 
lernmental authority operates 
las an extension of God’s au­
thority.

Properly considered, break­
ing ’’unimportant’’ laws like 
the speed and litter laws is 

, sin. Contempt for authority is 
* morally and spiritually, as 

well as legally, wrong.
But what about voting? 

Two things;
First, governmental sover­

eignty and authority, under 
the United States Constitu­
tion, rest with the individual 

'  citizens, not with the bureau- 
racy or the elected officials. 
Congressmen are called "Rep­
resentatives" because they 
stand in the place of their 
constituents, the people with 
the final say-ao.

Voting, in this light, is a 
moral and spiritual duty. 
“Blessed is the nation whose 
God 1s the Lord," the Bible 
says, and the only force that 
can make us such a nation 
is the votes of the people.

Second, even if the govern­
ment were not democratic, 
the Bible requires that be­
lievers work for social justice 
for all men. If the govern­
ment is morally in error we 
must not make that error 
personal by obeying the gov­
ernment in its wrong policy. 
Conflict results, but that is 
better than injustice, 

ChrlaHans Should Act 
’The people who know God 

should be out trying to smt 
their relationship to work for 
the benefit of their neighbors 
and communities.

Let’s be very practical, for 
one example. •

It’s been almost 58 years 
since the Scopes “monkey 
trial" in Dayton, Tennessee, 
drew public ridicule on the 
creation of the world as 
taught by the Bible. On No­
vember 9 and 10 public hear-| 
ings will be held in California 
to consider adopting science 
text-books that accept the 
possibility that the world 
might have been created by 
design by a divine Being. 
Presently, only evolution is 
taught.

Should Christians do some-' 
thing here? Certainly. And 
new text-books are adopted 
periodically in your area, too. 
Why not investigate?

Or find something else. Not 
citizen has any more authori­
ty than you do. Use it.

All of us believers must be­
gin thinking of our govern­
ment in spiritual terms. It 
operates in God’s stead. We 
must participate. By being in­
formed. By making our ideas 
known to officials. By, first 
of all, loving.
