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PROBABLY no newspaper of its 
size in the country does a better 
job of covering sports in its circ - 
ulation area than the Lubbock 
Avalanche-Journal. The A-J 
covers 19 counties, which in­
cludes a heck of a lot of foot­
ball teams arxl basketball teams 
from no telling how many 
schools. We are perfectly a- 
wareof the feeling of njany fans 
of these schools that their own 
hometown favorites don't get 
enough publicity in the A-J. 
This is a more or less normal 
reaction ("Nobody's kids are as 
good as ours, so we oughta get 
more coverage than anybody 
else. . . "), but we still think the 
A-J does a remarkably fine job 
of covering such a huge geo­
graphical area.

So now that we've thrown them 
a couple of bouquets, we're go­
ing to hit them with a couple of 
brickbats One has to do with 
headlines, the other with Dirk 
West.

There's a continuing debate 
going on about whether Dirk 
West does the Aggies an injus­
tice by the way he lampoons 
them. Most of West's Aggie 
cartoons have been funny to ev­
erybody, including Aggies. 
Some have stirred resentment 
among ACM graduates. Since 
I'm not an Aggie, it really 
doesn't matter that much to me, 
but I think he sometimes goes 
too far. The most recent ex­
ample wa^just after the Tech 
game, which the Aggies almost 
won, and West's cartoon said 
something about the Aggies 
stinking. This seems in poor 
taste to me, but in defense of 
West, it's tough sometimes to 
know where to draw the line 
without offending someone I 
know I have done it in print a 
few timet, without really mean­
ing to. And I still think that 
West is the funniest sports car­
toonist anywhere.

So far at headlines are con­
cerned, tome one who it writing 
heads (as we call them in the 
trade) for the sports pages at the 
A-J is straining to hard to be 
clever in the headliitct that the 
straining it far too obvious, with 
the result that the reader gets a 
little weary of trying to figure 
out what the headline writer it 
driving at. For example, con­
sider these headlines from a 
tingle issue of the A-J (Monday 
morning):

Decorating Tips

STRIPPIHC OLD FINISHES
For antique lovers, the most satisfying "fin d ” is  often 

the one that gives the feeling that you and you alone can 
appreciate the true beauty of the piece you’ve discovered. 
It’s the old oak chest or mahogany table that has been re­
finished and repainted until no trace of the original 
wood's beauty shows through, but you know it 's  there.

The beauty of such hardwood furniture is its durability. 
It can stand up through a lot of use, and basically still 
be in good shape. In fact, i t 's  one of the things that 
makes hardwood furniture such a good buy for the con­
sumer. But with time and
use, the surface can become 
unsightly.

Make no mistake, strip­
ping the finish off can be a 
pretty messy Job. There’s 
no "miracle cure” for it. 
But knowing what to use 
with the various finishes 
should help.

To remove shellac, a sim­
ple washing with denatured 
alcohol should do the ttick. 
Just brush it on. and when 
the solid shellac dissolves, 
brush it out evenly How­
ever, shellac from the Vic­
torian era will ball up under 
pure alcohol, and you'll 
need a solution of one part 
lacquer thinner to every four 
parts of alcohol.

For varnish, first try a 
half-and-half mixture of 
lacquer thinner and dena­
tured alcohol Do about two 
square feet of the piece at 
a time. Pour the solution 
on. scrub it in with 00 steel 
wool, stroking with , the 
grain of the wood. As the 
varnish dissolves, wipe it 
up with rags. Afterward, go 
over the whole piece once

more with a cloth wet with 
the solution, to even off the 
separate areas you've work­
ed on.

On hard-to-budge varnish, 
use a water-rinse, psste^, 
paint remover, or use uri-' 
diluted ammonia, which is 
perfectly safe for your hard­
woods. Rub the ammonia on 
with 0 or 00-grade steel 
wool, and rinse or wipe off 
with water and a stiff brush 
or rag. <

Ammonia is also what you 
need against the old milk- 
based paints. For ordinary 
paint, a commercial liquid 
or paste paint remover is 
effective.

Don't let yourself be dis­
couraged by the Job to be 
done. Your reward will be 
the pleasure of exposing the 
beautiful pattern of the orig­
inal hardwood hidde.n under­
neath.

Texas farmers are ahead of harvest of the 1972 crops 
compared to 1971, the Texas Crop and Livestock Reporting 
Service notes.

Cotton harvest is a third complete now; last year at this 
time, harvest was less than a fourth completed. Harvest will 
be underway in the High Plains as soon as weather conditions 
permit.

C o rn  harvest throughout the state is virtually 
completed. Less than five percent of the crop has yet to be 
gathered.

Grain sorghum harvest is two-thirds finished. Both 
drylartd arnf irrigated grain sorghum yields are reported as 
excellent in the High Plains region. Soybean harvest is a third 
complete. Harvest of the second cutting of rice is makirtg 
good progress, while peanut harvest is three-fourths finished.

Wheat planting for the state is more than 85 percent 
completed. Irrigated wheat is making good progress.

Pecan harvest is gainirtg momentum and should be at its 
peak by the end of the week.

M O D ER A TE to heavy rains are increasing range ar>d 
pasture prospects. Fair to good grazing is available in most 
areas on native pastures. Livestock condition for the state is 
rated good to excellent.

S A L E S  of cattle, calves and sheep irKreased throughout 
the state during September, while sales of goats arxl hogs 
were down. Cattle and calves marketed through Texas 
auctions numbered 705.000, this is five percent above a year 
ago.

Sheep sales were two percent above a year ago. Hogs 
sold totaled 45,000 which is 32 percent below a year ago.

EG G  production in Texas totaled 199,000,000 during 
September, down six percent from a year ago and seven 
percent below last month.

The 11.1 million layers averaged 59.6 eggs daily per 100 
hens. This was below the national average of 61.2 eggs daily 
per 100 hens.

Hatch of egg-type chickens was up two percent from a 
year ago, the total turkey poult hatch was down 30 percent 
from a year ago.

A NEW record rrumber of people visited the Food ar>d 
Fiber Pavilion durirtg the recent State Fair of Texas. Almost 
1,500,000 persons went through the Pavilion. Plans are 
already underway for the 1973 version of the Food arKf Fiber 
Pavilion. Tffh pavilion is operated by the Texas Department 
of Agriculture marketir>g division

C O O LE R  weather has slowed to some extent the 
screwworm infestations throughout the northern part of the 
state, but a freeze deep into South Texas will be needed to 
halt the worst reoccurence of the pest in more than a decade.

More than 85,000 cases of screwworms have been 
reported to the screwworm fly factory at Mission this year. 
Officials with the program are continuing to urge producers 
to submit samples to the fly lab for verification.

SP R A YIN G  of Mirex treated bait over Fort- Bend 
County to control imported fire ants is about half completed, 
delayed somewhat by bad weather. The program was begun 
earlier in October under sponsorship of the county, state, arxl 
federal governments but fog and rain have delayed the foor 
twin engine planes flying out of Hobby airport from making 
the runs over Fort Bend County.
