F E D E R A L  A ID  IS  URGED FOR 
B U S IN ES S  HURT BY P O L IC Y  

Covernm ent assistan ce  
should be broadened fo r  
•workers, firms and communi­
ties harmed or seriously 
threatened by increased im­
ports, Senator Robert Taft, 
J r .  told a National Associa­
tion of Manufacturers meet­
ing in Washington, D.C.

**Americans whose Jobe or 
businesses are threatened 
due to import competition ‘ 
should not have to l ^ r  the 
full coat of a free trade policy 
intended to benefit all Ameri- 
egna,” the Ohio Republican 
■aid.

His proposed measure, the 
Trade Adjustment A ssist­
ance Act of 1973, the Senator 
said, provides "a  better ap­
proach than imposing across- 
the-board tariff increases or 
Import quotas, because such 
m easu res would lead to 
higher prices and invite a 
trade war that would coat 
American Jobe in export-re­
lated iadnstries.*’

SenatriT Taft said the bill 
prpvldr^ speedier relief, in 
the torai of low-interest 
loans, tax credits and grants, 
to help hard-pressed compa­
nies t^ in g  to shift into dif­
ferent markets. It also pro­
vides for the first time federal 
adjustment assistance for 
communities whose indus­
tries are damaged by im­
ports.
