Outsiders In 
Schoolyards

Fddic. a high school diopoul, 
liked lo hang around his old alma 
mater, felling into various kinds 
of mischief. One day he was 
picked up by police on a charge 
of "loitering on school grimnds " 

To Eddie, this was foul play. 
After all, wasn't the schoolyard a 
public place-free for all?

Bui the court found him guilty 
as charged As one judge put it: 

"Public school premises are not 
free to any and everyone, like a 
public street or public park. Piih- 
iic schiHil premises arc dedicated 
lo the use of persons eligible lo 
attend the schools, their officers, 
leachcis. and employees."

A niimher of communities, 
icerj of troublemakers, have 
passed special anii-loiieimg l«ws 
placing schoolyards off limits lo 
those having no legitimate busi­
ness there. And most courts have 
upheld the validity of these lawv

On the other hand, courts base 
also taken a4oleiaa^siew of what 
is "legitimate htisiness " One case 
involved a* 17-year-old tniy. .ii- 
rested afici dark on the play­
ground of a (unior high ŝ ImmiI 
At a court hearing, he esplaiirctl 
that he had been wailing lo take 
his younger sister home fiom a 
class parly.
