REQUIREMENT CHANGES

The 1974-75 edition of the
Texas Election Code does not
reflect the latest order of the
Federal Court issued in the case
of Whatley v. Clark, et al
which enjoins the enforcemem
f durational residency_require
ments in excess of 30 day

This means that persons who
have resided in the State and
locality for 30 days and have
boenregistered for 30 days prior
to the clection in which they
wish to vote are eligible to vote
in State and local election
Persons entering the State may
register to vote immediately

upon their arrival, The cutoff

you should read Article 5. 18(a)
sub-division 1. 2, and 3. You
will find this Article on page
80 of the new 1974-75 Texas
Election Code.
