The plight Ilf U.S. cullun farnwrt, cgifghl belseMn low and 
(Icclmiiig price* on one hand and high and riaing production 
cotit on tlie Ollier, dumifuted diacuaaiona of the Producer 
Steering Commiltec (PSC) o f the National Cotton Council at a 
meeting November 21.

Gathered in Dallas from the 14 top cotton producing lUtea, 
the 19 committee member* expreaaed concern that a aigpifl- 
cant number of coltun producer* aero** the Belt may be uruble 
to obtain production loaiu in I97S . The committee tentatively 
agreed to a*k the Secretary of Agriculture to take Hve action* 
pointed toward allevialiiig the aituation.

Higli Plain* committee member Don Anderaon of Slaton 
emphaaired that llie PSC daciakm* were only tentative, and are 
expected to be finalized at another meeting in New Orleans on 
January 7. The ultimate PSC recommendations will be presented 
to the Nalnmal Cotton Council Annual Meeting in Phoenix on 
Kebfuary 3 and 4.

Tlie current thinking o f the PSC a* reported by Anderaon, 
together with comment, include* the following:

( I ) That the Commodity Credit Corporation loan be 
finalized by November I of the year preceding the 
beginning of the crop year. For I97S , USOA ha* an­
nounced a “preliminary” loan of 34.27 cent* per 
pound, basis Middling Inch cotton at average U.S. 
location, and has reserved the right to review this level 
and possibly change it prior to the beginning of the 
marketing year on August I ,  1975.
That the loan period span 28 month* unleu the Spot 
Market price of cotton rise* to 130% of the loan price. 
The current loan extend* Cor 10 months from the first 
day of the month in which the loan is nude, but the 
Secretary ha* authority to extend loan* for a rruximum 
of another 18 month*.
T lut the reule price for CCC owned stock* be no leu 
than 130% of the current loan plus carrying chargra. 
Currently, (TCC stock* may be sold at 115 per cent of 
the loan plus carrying charge*.
That the 3-year average price o f Anwrican cotton on 
the world market for purpose* of determining the loan 
level be based on U S . Spot Market average*. USD A 
now figure* the 3-year average price from quotation* 
on the Brenwn, Ouka and L ^ rp ool nurket*.
That USDA support the development o f a program 
under which, with government assistance, famurs, 
buyers, and exporters would be insured or protected 
against default by parties to crop or ules contract*.

AlsodiK'ussed in the committee meeting was the administra­
tion of diuster provisiuns in the current law, and plans were 
made for a subcommittee of the PSC to be appointed and work 
with USDA toward tmpruvenunt*.

Anderson is a past president and member of the Executive 
Committee of Lubbock-based Plairu Cotton Growers, Inc., 
High Plains cotton producer organization which is also working 
for improveritents in the 1975 cotton program. He w u ac­
companied at the meeting by current PCG President Don 
Marble of South Plams, and Donald Johnson, PCC Executive 
Vice President.
