| “The recemt large influx of
thrips into seedling cotton
has cawsed concern om the
part of growers. Thrips are
encountered every year but
only occasiomally are they a
problem. Good winter and
spring moisture and large ac-
reages of wheat mean heav-
ier thrips pressure than usual,
However, the 1975 situation
is somewhat different from
normal years, Buddy C. Logs-
don, County Extension Agent,
says.
"The maindifference is that
a large portion of our cotton
is currently in the seedling
stage. Generally, by June 6,
most of our cotton is in the
four to six-leaf stage. Since
we haven't had any real cot-
ton growing weather till the
last few days, the cotton has

Cotton is now
in its most susceptible stage
with all factors in favor of
the pest, " Logsdon explains.
Many growers have done
their own experimenting
treating 2 portion of a field
and leaving another portion
untreated, When they have
harvested these two blocks
they have most often found
no yield increase in the

untreated portion, Logsdon
adds.

Most emtomologists on the
High Plains say that thrip in-
festattoms sufficient to cawse
yield reductioss are 3§ rare
event. This year may be the
exception.

The most severely affected
fields observed have been
those close to wheat. How -
ever, each field should be
evaluated individually amnd
the decision made after con
sidering the extent of damage.
“Plant damage and insect
numbers are the madjor con
sideration in determining the
need for control measures, "
he says.

With good cotton growing
weather and the eight to 10
days afforded by the insgcti-
cide protection, the plants
should have reached the poipt
where they can twlerate sub
stantial thrips numbers with
out needing treatment.

Qn cotton that has reached
the four-leaf stage or older,
treatment is recommended
on the basis of plant injury.
If bud growth is being re
tarded and the lower leaves
are wilted and turmning black,
treatment is probably war
ranted.

“Bud damage brings about
retarded plant growth and this
brings up another considera 5
tion, " Logsdon adds. "We
