in the history of Morton occured 
early Tuesday morning, when a fire 
of undetermined ojigin, totally de­
stroyed the primary school building.

Morton’s valiant firemen received 
' the call about 7 a. m, but ŵ ere un­
able to cope with the blaze because 
of a shortage of fire hose and lack 
of fire plugs at the building, until 

)dour good neighbors from Levelland

responded to the call for help by 
sending their fire fighting equip­
ment, men and an extension of nose 
to reach the scene of the holocaust 
with water.

The primary school building was 
constructed in at an estimated 
cost of about $50,000. The building 
and furnishings was said to be val­
ued at about $66,000 and books at 
$2,000 The loss in time and effort

on the part of teachers and pupils 
is unestimable.

The school consisted of 13 class 
rooms, office, lavatories, boiler and 
supply rooms. 11 teachei-s and one 
part time music teacher. Pupils en­
rolled were from the first through the 
fifth grade and numbered 330. Prof.

Faced with a backlog of 140, 
000 unpaid servicemen's readjust­
ment allmvance claims, the Tex­
as Unemployment Compensation 
Commission after Monday, March 
25, will begin taking veteran 
claims once every two wet-ks In­
stead of once a week.

Reason ; the Texas Commission 
can not obtain additional ma­
chines and equipment to handle 
Increa.sed number of claims fil­
ed w-oekly. Payments to the un­
employment recently discharged 
veterans will be speedd by the 
change-over. Also, the Commis­
sion is seeking to reduce admin­
istrative expenses of this rapidly

growing program, which now 
lias more than 110,000 veterans 
actively- claiming allowances.

Overall amount of the entitle­
ments under Title V, of the G. I. 
Bill of Rights -- a maximum of 
52 weekly payments of $20 each 
—will not he affected. However, 
under the new procedure, unem­
ployed veterans will report every 
14 days instead of seven days 
and they wtH claim two weekly 
payments Instead of one. Self- 
employment claim-taking pro­
cedures will remain unchanged.

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Some real progress Is being 
made toward reducing Govern­
ment spending and recapturing 
funds appropriated before V-J 
day but not actulally spent. This 
week the House passed a bill 
providing for a recovery of six 
and one . half billion dollars in 
unexpended Government funds 
in the hands of the Army and 
Navy and other Government 
agencies. This brings the total 
sum of money recivered since 
the end of hostilities of fifiy- 
seven billion dollars, a sun. 
greater by almost one-third than 
vce have ever collected in Fed­
eral ta.xes in a single year.

We have not taken back from 
the Army and Navy certain un 
expended funds required for 
rounding out the construction ot 
base's in the far Pacific, but we 
have called for a cleaner policj 
and no duplication of effort in 
the construction of these base's. 
After the pe'ace treaty is official­
ly agreed to, it might be diffi­
cult to comple'te fortifications 
without the charge being mai 
by certain foreign powers th< t 
we were making aggressive 
threats against th<*m.

There wil be further receverie's 
of funds from the War and Na\ y 
De'partments and other agencies 
following additional investiga­
tions which arc now in progre.ss.

Immunization Is

As Preventative

The reports which Senator Con- 
nally and senator Vandenberg 
have made to the Senate follow­
ing their return from the first 
meeting of the United Nations 
Organization in London have 
been well received here. They 
talked not of war but of peace. 
Their emphasis was upon belter 
understanding among the Na­
tions. They spoke of tolerance 
and mutual r^pect, while advo­
cating a firm and definite Amer­
ican policy.

The Senate has not permitted 
partisan piolicies to play a part 
in efforts which are being made 
to promote the success of the 
UNO. This significant fact was 
made clear by the report of Sen­
ator V'endenberg, the Republican 
leader in the Senate in foreign 
affairs matters. We cannot af­
ford to fritter away a victory 
which was won at so great a 
cost.

The question of whether to 
piermlt the Navy to use 90 .\meri- 
can ships in an atomic bomb 
test in the Pacific was not an 
easy one for the House to de­
cide. However.upon the insistence 
of the Nav>% the House voted to 
piermit the test.

Undoubtedly, it is very im- 
piortant co our sec-urify to have 
accurate knowledge at an early 
date as to ju.st what an atomic 
bomb will do to Naval ships. 
Naval officers pwint out that 
there is little compari.son betw een 
the relatively fragile and in­
flammable Japanese cities and 
heavily armored ships of the 
Nav>-. The Navy Insists also that 
a few modern ships be used in 
the test if necessary knowledge 
is to be gained. The argument 
was made that in the event of 
a future war the les.sons learned 
from the tests result in saving 
millions of dollars and thou­
sands of American lives.

According to Dr Cox th.» aces that 
are best lor immunization of chil­
dren are: for diphtheria and tetanus 
9 to 12 months; Schick test, 6 
months later, re-immunize if im­
munity has not been established: 
smallpox. 6 to 12 months, re-vac- 
cination at o to 12 years; whoon'ng 
cough, 6 to 12 month.s. Tetanus or 
lockjaw is not common, however 
when it does occur It is usually fa­
tal. The tetanus germ gets Into cuts, 
scratches, abrasions and particularly 
deep wounds, so that it has always 
been an Impiortant problem of pub­
lic health as well as military medt- 
clne.

Other ways to fight dlseas? are 
through good sanitation measures 
The provision of safe water sup­
plies. the pasteurization of milk, the 
supervision of food and other pre­
cautions have in many communities 
reduced typhoid fever to a minimum, 
l.solation and quarantine have thei'- 
place and are extremely valuable.

Use of all fly control measures 
beginning now so that the fly pop­
ulation may be reduced to a mini­
mum with the approach of warm 
weather Is urged by Dr. Frank P 
Miller of Brownfield, Director of the 
Four-County health unit.

All Levelland citizens having cow« 
or livestock on their premises are 
urged to thoroughly clean all 
manure from the lots and surround­
ing area and to dust all cow lots, 
chicken lots, and livestock pens with 
DDT. which Is available at all d ug 
stores and some grocery and hard­
ware stores. All outdoor privies 
should be relocated over a fly-tight 
pit," Dr. Miller warned.

"The 10 or 15 per cent DDT dusi 
applied at the rate of one pound to 
400 square feet at Intervals of about 
two weeks may prove effective aid 
to the control of a fly nuisance. Ay 
a further control all dairy barns, 
livestock buildings, etc., may be

sprayed with a solution of DDT for 
killing adult files.

"Since fly control Is believed by 
public health officials to be of pri­
mary importance in the control of 
Infantile paralysis, dysentery and 
other filth born diseases It is of 
special importance In this area tha. 
because of the .sand and molsrure 
soli content that more than the 
usual precaution will be necessary 
to prevent the breeding of flies 'n 
large numbers. Polio reached this 
area at the end of last fly seasi n 
and every available precaution to 
prevent its spread during the com­
ing season should be undertaken 
by all citizens.

It is just as tragic when people 
fall to take time to check up on 
their health. Elach year many lives 
are lost because people take chances 
with health.
There are some diseases which have 
no specific outward symptoms In 
their early stages, yet they arc 
deadly diseases and, if unchecked 
will cause death.

Nevertheless 
there Is a way to checkup on tuber­
culosis before It has had time to 
cause grave injury.

’The way to keep ahead of tuber­
culosis Is to have periodic chest X- 
ray examinations.

X-ray pictures of the lungs will 
reveal the presence of tuberculosis 

I while It is still In its early stages. 
I before outward symptoms appear 

and when it can be treated effect­
ively. For tuberculosis, as serious a 
disease as it is, can be checked in 
its early stages before the lung has 
been badly damaged. The less da­
mage done at the time of discovery 
and the beginning of treatment, 
the greater are the chances of re­
covery.

It does not take long to have 
a chest X-ray. The X-ray itself ac­
tually takes only a few seconds. A 
few minutes taken out of a day

How would you
CHART YOUR COURSE?

Pictured here are the records of four "life lines" of our busi* 
ness—four things which largely control the dcctiny of any business, 
wrhether it be a farm, a factory ur a store. They are Wages, Mate­
rials Costs, Prices, and Profits. Suppose these were pictures of 
what is going on in your own affairs. How would you chart your 
future course from these facts?
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What about wages?
Wages have risen steadily for 6ve 
years. Before the strike which be­
gan on January 21 in ten of our 
plants and which has choked off 
nearly all farm machinery produc­
tion, earnings of employes of the^  
plants averaged $ 1 .1 5 ', an hour, 
not including any overtime. The 
Union demanded a 34 cents per 
hour increase and a Government 
board has now recommended a 
general increase of 18 cents an 
Hour, which would make averaga 
earnings $1.33'.J an hour. Weekly 
average woulu be $53.40.

What about materials?
No one seems to know how high 
materials costs will go. The Gov­
ernment has increas^ steel prices 
as much as $12.00 a ton, with an 
average increase for all grades of 
8.2% . Steel is the most important 
material we buy, but prices on 
other materials are also increasing.

What about prices?
There has been no general increase 
in our prices since they were frozen 
by the Government in early 1942. 
Since then a few small increases 
have been allowed where particu­
lar machines were substantially 
changed in design.

What about profits?
Risk is part of the American pro6t 
and loss system, so we do not, of 
course, ask either our customers 
or the Government to guarantee 
that we can be certain of profits 
each year. The chart tells the 
story of our profits during the war. 
Although H arvester produced 
more goods than ever before, it 
had no desire to get rich out of war, 
so our rate of profit has steadily 
gone. down. What our 1946 profit 
will be is extremely uncertain.

What is the next step?
As you can see, our present situ­
ation is that with frozen prices 
and declining profits, we are asked 
to pay higher materials costa and 
to make the biggest wage increase 
in the history of the Company. 
Can we do this?

Wages and materials consume 
all but a few cents of every dollar 
we take in. I f  our prices continue 
frozen, and cost of wages and
