What I am trying to bring to
your attention is the fact that our
agricultural magazines and
newspapers are working in co-
peration with the Extension Ser-
vice of A and M College helping
to get over to our farmers the
good work A and M is doing for
agricultural. Credit is given and
laid at the feet of our papers for
the good they are doing. Mind
you, the A and M College is mak-
ing great strides in forwarding
the cause of agriculture, Statis-
tics show that out of the 1500
Master Farmers in the United
States, they being diversified
farmers, 100 percent of them
stood the acid test of that awful
depression.

After having learned my les-
sons in the contests of these two
programs sponsored by these
great papers I had a desire to
grow cotton in volume of acres.
I made my swing into the South
Plains and purchased large tracts
of fertile soil out of some of those
large ranches there, breaking
them out bringing them both in-
to a high state of cultivation and
planting it to cotton to the ex-
tent that one year I produced
2700 bales. Knowing the history
of that country, as I produced I
built warehouses to store away
my surplus against droughts and
depressions. I kept building un-
til now I have the capacity for
storing 2500 bales of cotton and
10 million pounds of grain. This
storage carried me through the
depression days and through one
of the worst drouths in the his-
tory of that country. I still have a
surplus of 600 bales of cotton
though we missed two cotton
by not getting moisture in
time to plant it. We have in pros-
pect a record breaking feed crop

Construction Of Gathering System And
Sewerage Disposal Plant Completed

The construction of the gather-
ing system and sewage disposal
plant for the city of Morton has
been complete® and the city
hereby gives permission to the
property owners to make the ne-
cessary connections to the city
sewer system.

The contractor for the city of
Morton, W. G. Cullum and Com-
pany, has agreed to lay as many
house connections as they have
pipe on hand at the rate of 50c
per foot. Arrangements and pay-
ment for house connections will
be made through Mr. Whitman,
City Secretary, and Mr, Whitman
will, in turn, notify the contrac-
tor as to what service lines are
to be constructed.

The contractor only agrees to
lay such service lines to houses

where the property owner has
removed all fences, shrubbery, or
debris that might be in the way
of a trenching machine, and the
contractor will only lay such
lines as can be excavated by
trenching machines. Since the
machine will only go within five
or six feet of a building, the pro-
perty owners will have plumbers
or do the work themselves and
tie into the service lines from the
houses. It is understood that the
contractor will backfill the tren-
ches, but will not be responsible
for any sodding, or shrubbery, or
grass damaged by the construec-
tion of the service line.

The contractor must complete
the services within one week as
the equipment is badly needed
on other work.
