Q. H h st  eauMt enlarged bocks in 
my 18- week otd turkeys?

A. This is probably due to an in­
fection which produces a disease 
known as synovitis. It is more com­
mon in toms than In hens. The 
swelling may extend down the 
.shanks and Into the foot. Diseased 
birds should be Isolated quickly for 
two reasons: (1> to mlolmise the 
possibility of transmission, and (2) 
to give the affected birds a chance 
to recover and survive. The healthy 
ones should be moved to clean range. 
Separate the sexea U poaalble.

Q. W hy arc proteins and minerals 
particularly important in the food- 
ing of bred cwoa?

A. Zwes often produce 10% or 
more of their body weight In grease 
wool and from t% to 16% of their 
body weight in the form of lamb 
during gesUtkm. Since both of these 
products are high In protein and 
minerals, these two nutrients are 
highly important in sheep feeding.

Q. Shoald dairy heifers be bred 
according to ago or according to 
body aiac?

A. Experiments at the Ralston 
Purina Company’s Research Farm 
show that body size should deter­
mine ahen heUers should be bred. 
After many years o f work on this, 
the Ralston Purina recommenda­
tions, by breeds, are as follows:

Jerseys....................500 lbs.
Guernseys...............550 lbs.
Holsteins .. ............750 lbs.
Brown SwIm ..........750 lbs..
Ayrshlres ............... 850 lbs.

q. How much water is used in 
producing IM  pounds o f pork?

A. Water for hogs is essential and 
should be available at all times. In 
producing 100 pounds of pork, about 
550 pounds of water are consumed. 
The brood sow, particularly, needs 
an abundance of water.

Q. W hat is the cause o f “spotted 
livers” In rsbbita?

A. “Spotted livers” indicate that 
the rabbits have or have bad coc- 
cldlosls.

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Lumber Dealers And Manufacturers 
Cautioned On Observing Lumber Law

With the re establishment of 
OPA, the Lumberman’s Associa­
tion of Texas, through Gene Eb- 
ersoie, executive vice-president, 
has cautioned all lumber dealers, 
manufacturers, truckers, and re 
tallers to cooperate fully with 
federal authorities by observing 
the statutes of the law and aid­
ing in the elimination of the 
lumber black market.

According to Marshall T. Mc­
Culloch, OPA. Enforcement t.\ 
torney for the Houston region, 
numerous cases have been un­
covered recently where lumber 
dealers have failed to maintain 
proper records, a direct violation 
of the law. Failure to comply 
with this provision subjects the 
offender to a maximum fine ot 
$5,000, or imprisonment for as 
much as two years, or both.

•“Cases of this nature”, said 
McCulloch, "have come before 
this office with regularity in the 
past few weeks. We're sparing 
no efforts to prosecute to the very 
limit of the law.”

Such feeble excuses as "1 in­
tended to keep books but Just 
never did”—"1 know 1 should but 
Just haven’t gotten around to it” 
—” I’ve never bothered to keep 
records”—” I know I’m supposed 
to. but It’s just too much trouble” 
prompted McCullough to chuckle,

Black market dealers have also 
felt the sting of McCullough’s 
widespread efforts to eliminate, 
through heavj’ prosecution, the 
alarming growth of black market 
dealings in lumber A recent ex­
ample cited was the case of R. II. 
Jowell, a small mill operator at 
Groveton, Texas. Jowell, appre 
hended selling lumlier above the] 
ceiling price, was tried in Hous-; 
ton before U. S. District Court 
Judge A. B. Hannay. Pleading 
guilty, he was fined $3500 and 
sentenced to serve nine months 
in the penitentiarv’. The peniten-1 
tiary sentence was suspended for- 
three years because of Jowell’s; 
bad health.

Survivors Of Vets 
To Benefit From 
Social Security Act
Many survivors of World W'ar 

II veterans who have died since 
leaving the service will benefit 
from one of the provisions of the 
Social Security Act Amendments 
of 1946, Elliott W’, Adams, man­
ager of the Lubbock Social Se­
curity Administration field of­
fice said today.

Mr. Adams explained that the 
new section of the act provides 
for the payment of monthly 
benefits to qualified survivors of 
veterans who die within 3 years 
of their discharge and whose de 
pendents are not qualified to re 
ceive compensation or pensions 
from the Veterans Administra 
tion.

In the case of such veterans 
who died before the enactment of 
the new amendment, the« mea­
sure provides for monthly bene­
fits retroactive to the date of the 
veteran's death if the survivors 
file their benefit claims with the 
nearest office of the Social Se­
curity Administ r a t i o n  before 
midnight February 10, 1947. Of 
course, monthly benefits other 
than retroactive are payable on 
claims filed at any time by qual­
ified persons.

In cases where survivors of 
veterans who qualify under the 
new amendment already have 
filed claim for monthly benefits 
earned by the veteran under th'' 
old-age and survivors insurance 
program of the Social Security 
Administration, i t  is  possible 
that the provisions of the new 
measure w i l l  provide greater 
benefits than those earned by the 
veteran. These survivors are in­
cluded in the immediate poten­
tial beneficiaires, Mr. Adams 
said, and should apply to the 
field office of the Social Security 
Administration.

The same applies, Mr. Adams 
added, to survivors who have fil­
ed claim for lump sum benefits 
under the old-age and survivors 
insurance program on a qualified 

atrcoiirrt. Thc" new a- 
: mendment may make them elig­
ible for monthly benefit pay­
ment. or It may Increase the a- 
mount of the lump-sum benefit.

■ In the latter case, they will re- 
‘ ceive the difference between the 
I lump sum they received and the 
I larger amount they are eligible 
1 for under the amendment, if they 
i apply at the office of the Social 
S^urity Administration.

! “ As in the case of all other 
j  persons qualified for social se­
curity bi'nefits, families of de­
ceased veterans to whom this 

1 new section of the law has Im- 
I mediate application should come 
' to our office to file their benefit 
I claims as soon as possible,” Mr. 
Adams said.

Contract Signed 
With Texas State 
Pharmaceutical 
Association
T h e  Vetcran.s administration 

has signed a contract with the 
Texas State Pharmaceutical as­
sociation to provide "home town” 
prescription service to veterans 
with service-connected disabili­
ties. the VA announced.

Under the contract, authorized 
druggists will submit their bills 
to the state association which in 
turn will N' reimbursed by the 
Veterans administration. Dr. Oza 
J. La Barge, Chief, Medical Of­
ficer, West Texas VA regional of­
fice, Lubbock, Texas said.

Dr. La Barge said the VA has 
been furnished, by the state as­
sociation. with a list of local 
pharmacists authorized to fill 
prescriptions for veterans. Desig­
nated physicians are, in turn, 
being sent a list of the author­
ized pharmacists. The service is 
available only to veterans with 
service-connected disabilities, he 
emphasized.

TTie program is designed to re­
duce the reported delays which 
arose when all prescriptions from 
fee-basis physicians had to be 
mailed to the nearest VA office 
and then sent to the veterans b> 
mall. Dr. La Barge said.

Under the new project, eligible 
veterans simply take the pre­
scription to their neighborhood 
drug store and the Veterans ad­
ministration pays the bill.

AUSTIN—With the approach of 
fall and thi* attendant seasonal 
changes of weather, common 
• •olds b«*oome much more preval­
ent anti widespread in the state.

Dr. (;»“o. W. Cox, State Health 
iOffic-er, has issued a warning a- 
. gainst the careli‘ss treatment of 
any respiratory illnes.s since they 
can and frequently do result in 
the dreaded complication, pneu­
monia. He emphasized the fact 
that pneumonia usually strikes 
with little or no warning, follow­
ing a simple cold, an attack of 
influenza or some other respira­
tory infection.

“ .A cold or any other Infection 
of the breathing passage, especi­
ally if accompanied by fever, de­
mands the immediate attention 
of a doctor,” the State Health 
Officer said. ’To  try to fight such 
a d'sease without bed rest and 
by means of self-medication may 
endanger life unnecessarily.”

According to Dr. Cox, preven­
tion is beter than cure and in 
order to avoid colds, influenza, 
and pneumonia he advised build- 
ing up normal physical resist­
ance by sufficient ventilation, 
adequate nourishing food, out­
door exercise and sufficient sleep 
and rest. “However,” he added, 
” if, in spite of such care, a res­
piratory .illness developes, the 
family doctor should be called 
immediately.”

The fact that pneumonia is de­
finitely a communicable disease 
is often overlooked. Dr. Cox stat­
ed. hut this should be borne in 
mind so that the danger pf pass­
ing the disease from one person 
to another can be eliminated.
