Hofhelnz said the Astro- 
world would be a "fam ily  own­
ed "  venture and that the owners 
would Include his two sons, 
Fred and Roy, Jr., daughter 
Dene (M rs. Scott Mann) and his 
five grandchildren.

"Astrow orld  coupled with the 
Astrodome and Astroliall w ill 
provide the greatest complex of 
fam ily enjoyment, sports enter­
tainment and convention and 
show facilities In the world ," 
said Hofhelnz,

"T h is  elaborate complex Is 
destined to become the world's 
greatest tourist attraction, 
bringing untold millions of dol­
lars Into the Houston area eco­
nomy.

• • • •

In addition to the high quality 
and fun-filled amusements and 
the unique rides, Astroworld 
w ill also provide the most ex­
tensive "outdoor”  alr-condl- 
tlonlng system ever attempt­
e d ,"  Hofhelnz related.

A total of 2,000 tons of cen­
tral alr-conditloning w ill cool 
all shade areas, including all 
buildings, waiting areas, picnic 
umbrellas and many of the 
rides. This alr-conditloned 
tonnage Is four times that of any 
other outdoor amusement park.

The underground chilled wa­
ter system Is also the largest 
In the world.

The entertainment area will 
emcompass 56 acres In Its Ini­
tial phase but could be ex­
panded to 116 acres during en­
suing development.

The entire 240 acres In As­
trodome parking lot w ill be used 
to park more than 30,000 cars.

• • • •
There w ill be one fixed ad­

mission price for adults and a 
lesser price for children. The 
admission ticket w ill Include 
entrance to the park, all rides, 
shows, and other features. As­
troworld w ill be open dally 
throughout the Summer and on 
most weekends during the re ­
mainder of the year.

Astroworld, which w ill ac­
commodate 20,000 people per 
hour on rides and attractions. 
Is depicted for fun and edu­
cation throughout the 11 pri­
mary sections.

One of the major chores In 

presenting Astroworld In the 
best possible fashion has been 
the landscaping task. There 
was just one mess ley shrub on 
the track when the construction 
began. When completed there 
w ill be more than 10,000 trees 
and thousands of other plants, 
flowers, and nursery Items.

Due tu the low land and drain­
age problem, It was necessary 
to bring 600,000 cubic yards of 
dirt to the property.

There w ill be seven acres of 
rsclrcu la 'rd well water In the 
park for use In the Lost World 
Ride, the l agoon, and other 
areas.

Stan Mcllvalnle, former ex­

ecutive with Six Flags Over 
Texas and a former pro­
fessional baseball executive, 
w ill be general manager of As­
troworld, employing a staff of 
1,200 of which 1,000 are ex­
pected to be college students 
from Houston area colleges.

Park personnel w ill be dress-

Thawing Turkeys At

Room Temps
Thawing frozen turkeys at 

room temperature Is now safe 
and practlcaly, says Cricket 
B. Taylor, county home de­
monstration agent.

The secret Is to thaw the 
turkey In s closed paper bag. 
The bag keeps the tempera­
ture low enough to protect 
quality, the agent says, and 
this method Is more con­
venient than thawing In a re ­
frigerator or under tap water.

Many processors hesitate to 
recommend room-tempera­
ture thawing, M rs. Taylor 
points out. Although this has 
been a c ommon practice, the 
outside surface of the bird can 
be exposed long enough and at 
temperatures high enough for 
bacteria to multiply.

Refrigerator thawing avoids 
this danger. But, research 
baa shown that If the bird Is 
kept In Its plastic wrap and 
placed In a paper bag at room 
temperature, the atmosphere

Now Okay9
Inside the bag Is only slightly 
warmer than the atmosphere 
of the refrigerator. Thus, the 
bird can be thawed completely 
without exposing the surface 
to temperature higher than 35 
degrees F „  the agent points 
out.

1 arge birds, 20 to 25 
pounds, should thaw for lb hour* 
sm aller birds, 8 to 12 pounds, 
should thaw for 12 hours.

Cook the turkey within one 
to three hours after thawing, 
M rs. Taylor recommends.

The Ford, a conventional 
sized car which offers practi­
cally every feature obtainable 
In the Industry, Is presented in 
21 models for 1968, the great­
est choice In its 64-year his­
tory.
