74 
who died about noon Saturda> 
in Clyde, were conducted at 4.00

Rev. Aldred A. Brian of Brown­
field, former pastor, officiated, 
a.ssisted by Rev. Russell Clubh, 
Clyde pastor. Burial was in the 
Clyde cemetery under the direc­
tion of Patterson Funeral home 
there.

Mr. Evans' death occurred af­
ter he suffered a stroke at his 
home Thursday, He had been in 
ill health the past eight years.

Born March 15, 1873, in Tar­
rant county, Mr. Evans was mar­
ried to the former Miss Mary Ell- 

izabeth Emory in Aug. 1893. The 
couple celebrated their fifty-third 
wedding anniversary in Aug., 
1946.

Mr. Evans hel p e d organiz'* 
Hockley county in Feb., 1921 an-1 
served as the county's first judg’  
while living in Levelland. While 
there, he was also a hardware 
dealer and one time served as 
postmaster of Ropesville.

William E. Evans the oldest 
son of Mr. and Mrs. Evans, w as 
the first and only soldier of Wor­
ld War I, from Hockley county to 
enter service for his country. He 
was killed in Europe and the 
American Legion Post in Level- 
land is named after him.

A monument on the northeast 
corner of the Hockley county 
square bears an inscription con­
cerning the only soldier to enter 
the first world war from Hockley 
county, as there were less than 
thirty-six people there at that 
time.

Because of i l l  health, Mr. 
Evans moved to the Rio Grande 
Valley in 1938 and from there to 
Sulphur, Okla., before moving to 
Clyde two years ago.

Mrs. Evans, who survives, also 
is 74-years-old and is now in ill j 
health, remaining under constant 
care of a physician.

Other survivors are a daughter, 
Mrs. T. J. Nettles of Brownfield; j 
five sons, W. B. and Lloyd Evans | 
of Morton; Roland Evans, Mea­
dow; R. J. Evans. Newcastl**, i

To Judge by the prodigious im­
posts proposed on oil, gas and 
sulphur in pending bills, those 
Industries are view ^ as Old San­
ta Claus in p«'rson, a sugar-angel 
with an inexhaustible treasury 
from which the m ost lavish ex­
travagances can be supplied at 
no cost to the general public.

Contract for con.struction rf a 
new stw'l and concrete stadium 
to seat about 15,700 persons at 
Texas Technological Collcpt has 
been awarded the Oldt-Micwest 
company of Dallas, it has t-cen 
announced by the Texas Tech 
Foundation, established by tho 
board of directors to si^-;vis<? 
the new structure.

A work order for S2.50,0*’>0 has 
ixN'n issued by the foundation, 
and other orders will be forth­
coming as quickly as maTfrials 
arc released by the Civilian Pro­
duction Administration. Th€ con­
tract do«'s not include plumbing 
and electrical work.

The new stadium will f»e lo­
cated northwest of the present 
playing field and under the con­
tract must be completed by Octo- 
b«*r 1, a few days previous to 
Tech’s opening home football 
game with West Texas State 
Teachers College in the fall Erec­
tion of the stands, playing field, 
dressing rooms and offices, as 
well as necessary grading are in­
cluded.

The stadium will be used for 
athletic contests of both Texas 
Tech and Lubbock High school. 
Lacking release of needed electri­
cal facilities by the CPA.

is an appealing one, but it does­
n’t work. Economic laws have a 
way of effectuating the constitu­
tional mandate that taxes shall 
be equal and uniform, even when 
legislators fail to uphold it. Tax­
es are imposed on amusements, 
beverages, utilities and what not 
—and they are passed on to the 
ultimate consumer. Another idea 
is to tax products that go out of 
the State, while exempting those 
in intrastate commerce. That 
might be all right, but the courts 
have ruled against it in princi­
ple.

Such part of increased produc­
tion taxes as the natural resource 
industries would have to bear 
would be felt as an added burden 
by the hundreds of thousands of 
Texans employed in those indus­
tries, and by the hundreds of 
thousands who are shareholders 
in the companies and royalty 
owners, large and small.

Already the natural resoutccs 
contribute the lion’s share of the 
cost of Sote, as well as local, 
government. T h o s e  indu.stries 
went through the war with little 
increase in prices of their pro­
ducts, while costs of materials, 
operations and wages have zoom­
ed. A stiff additional tax on them 
would afford them a very con­
venient occasion for placing stiff 
increases on the prices of their 
products, and there is no doubt 
that they would do it.

Let tne lawmakers earnestly 
consider these facts. And if they 
will devote less attention to find­
ing new taxes to support prodigal 
appropriations, and m o r e  to 
kfeping expenditures within pre­
sent revenues, they will better 
serve the people. For the tax bur­
den already is high enough for 
arl.

AUSTIN—Two bills are now 
b«>fore the Texas Legislature as­
suring a minimum salary of $2.- 
000 annually but the dlfferencx»s 
they provide in administrative 
polici(‘s challenge the attention 
and study of not only all school 
teachers but of all citizens, for 
under one, the so-called $55 per 
capita measure, the state will 
launch itself into a program of 
confusion a n d  discrimination 
which few persons understand 
because the terms of the bill 
have b«*«*n given little publicity, 
and many memb«*r8 of the Leg­
islature, not having had time to 
compare the two bills, have been 
pr**ssured for the $55 per capita 
hill. This measure already has 
passed the house, authored by 
Reprewntative Dallas Blanken­
ship of Dallas.

The Tej^as Research Bureau in 
making an intensive survey of 
the $55 per capita bill, announces 
that 10 Texas counties will re­
ceive $4,893,000 more than they 
require should this measure be 
enacted. In Dallas county, where 
Hepri'sentative Blankenship hails 

I from, its schools would receive I $691.436 more than it asks or 
: needs. Harris county, or Houston, 
w'ould receive the huge amount 

I of $1,315,596 more than needed. 
Excess amounts for the other 
counties are: Bexar, $880,677; El 
Paso, $400,860; Tarrant, $1.58,919; 
Jef ferson,  $398,989: Hidalgo. 
$400,720; Nueces. $292,714; Cam­
eron, $252,411; Potter, $101,172.

But look at the shortages some 
Texas counties would have to un­
dergo under the Blankenship $55 
per capita bill, and all these fig­
ures can be confirmed. Over in 
Bowleg county, Texarkana, where 
H. W. Stillwell, former President 
of the Texas State Teachers As­
sociation lives, his schools would 
be cut $86,952. so the minimum 
of $2,000 could not be met. It is 
very Interesting to look at Wich­
ita county, home of Charles Ten­
nyson, now representing the tea­
chers association lobby here and 
who is seeking passage of the 
Blankenship bill. Well, Wichita 
county, should the latter bill pass 
will receive an excess of $85,331.
