Financially the cotton crop in-
surance program has always
been a losing proposition for the
government, ranging from a net
loss of over 4 million dollars in
1942 to an estimated loss of 38
million dollars for the crop year
of 1946,

As stated, not more than an
average of 11 percent of the na-
tion’s cotton farms have ever
been insured for any one crop
year. However, the Texas cover-
age in 1946 was 28 percent and
the West Texas coverage was
much heavier.

West Texas cotton producers
will collect proportionately far
more money out of the cotton
crop insurance program than any
other section of the cotton belt,
and therefore, have a big stake
in the outcome of the difficulty
over the 1946 insurance pay-
ments. The 19th Congressional
District has collected, or will col-
lect a net of several million doi-
lars. The coverage ranges from
95 percent of the cotton fnrms.in
several of the counties 10 no in-
surance at all in two counties.
