Insofar as is now known, there 
will be no acreage control pro­
gram on grain sorghum in 1950 
and producers who comply with 
the cotton acreage program can. 
if they desire, plant an unlimit­
ed amount of land in grain 
sorghum.

on his cotton at 90 percent of 
parity, and he will be eligible to 
receive conservation assistance 
payments from the PMA.

A cotton farmer who plants 
more land to cotton than his 
acreage allotment must pay a 
penalty ammounting to one half 
parity price on any excess cotton 
which he sells. Current parity 
price is about 30 cents whicn 
would mean a penalty of about 
15 cents a pound on excess cotton 
if marketing quotas were in e f­
fect on this year's crop. Parity 
changes, and so the marketing 
oenalty will change from month 
to month.

Under the law, excess cotton 
subject to a penalty is that cot­
ton produced from the acres in 
excess of the allotment. The 
amount of cotton subject to pen­
alty will be determined by mul­
tiplying the number of over­
planted acres by the normal cot­
ton yield of the farm.

In addition, cotton produced on 
a farm where the cotton allot­
ment was overplanted will not 
be eligible for a government cot­
ton loan. Nor can the farm re­
ceive PMA conservation assist- 
lance payments.

The 
Cochran County Farm Bureau 
had its first active organization 
in 1947. at which time Cravy 
began to b«*come acutely inter­
ested in Farm organization work 
and its related service program.

“The more informed I become 
on the Farm Bureau program 
and what it has to offer the 
farmers of Texas and the nation, 
the more convinced I am that a 
strong organization from th e  
gr.a.ss roots up, such as Farm 
Bureau, is the farmer’s only sal­
vation. Only through organiza­
tion can the farmer protect his 
own interests and it is his rc- 
sfxmslbillty to the nation to do 
just that.”

Services have a definite place 
in the Farm Bureau program, 
Cravy continued. Farmers are 
business men, just as the merch­
ant. doctor, lawy e r. Farmers 
have their Income problems just 
as do the business men in the 
country towns and the cities. The 
ifuture po.ssihilities in carr>1ng I the Farm Bureau services to the 
farmers present a challenge to 
me. Cravy stated. "I will be 
working with people I under­
stand and like and I will derive 
a great deal of personal sati.sfac- 
fion in feeling that I am render- 

jlng a definite service to those 
|t>eople.”

to be the solution for financing 
the Texas Eleemosynary Institu­
tions. according to State Senator 
Kilmer B. Corbin.

Corbin said that when the 
legislature convenes for the spec­
ial session, one of five proposed 
solutions may be followed:

1. The recalling of the gener­

In atidition. our obligation to 
veterans and their families con­
tinues to lequire approximately 
filt«H>n million dollars of the
h iidgef.

I'hange In the limited buying 
power ot the American dollar. It 
re<|ulres more dollars to provide 
the same itegree of service.
