In our young career, we've 
not seen a race which at this 
stage of the game as so much 
a •'toss-up'* as this three­
pronged race for the White 
House shapes up to be.

It Is muddled and confused 
even more because of the third 
party's stronger role In the 
current race.

We see a lot of "W a lla ce " 

stickers on cars and pickups 
around Friona. Indeed, we saw 
evidence of tremendous sup­
port for the former Alabama 
governor on our trip to Arkan­
sas last week.

We tend to agree with L ife 
Magazine editorial of last week, 
which said that If voters Indeed 
wanted a change In national 
politics, they’ d probably spend 
their vote more wisely in N ix­
on's direction.

Wallace is more of a protest 
candidate than anything else. 
True, he says a lot of things 
which many people In our area 
agree with. However, he says 
a lot of other things which 
makes you shudder to think of 
putting him In the W hle House.

R e a l i s t i c a l l y ,  Wallace 
doesn't stand a chance of lead­
ing the ballot on November 5. 
The only thing which voters for 
Wallace can hope to do — and 
very well could do — is to 
throw the election Into the 
House of Representatives, 
should neither major candi­
dates get a majority of e lec­
toral votes In the election.

However, this might backfire 
on those same voters, since a 
potential Democratic congress 
Isn’ t likely to vote for Wallace. 
They 're more apt to vote for 
their standard-bearer, Hubert 
Humphrey.

So, Humphrey could very well 
come in second — or even 
third -  in the November 5 
election, and still get the pre­
sident’ s seat.

Thus, we would think that 
those voters who are crying 
out for a change had better 
think twice before they waste 
their votes In a "p ro tes t" man­
ner.

Building Slackens A Bit 
During September Locally

I have Just finished reading an article that 1 consider to be 
extremely biased and Intentionally slanted to degrade the south­
eastern states of our L nited States.

Postmaster Wright Williams 
reminded postal customers to­
day that higher parcel post and 
catalog rates w ill go into ef­
fect Saturday (October 19).

The rate Increase w ill av­
erage 10.S per cent and Inmost 
cases w ill mean an additional 
ten cents postage per parcel.

The higher rates were ap­
proved by the Interstate Com­
merce Commission In July.

Under the new rates the min­
imum charge for local parcel 
delivery w ill go from 40 to 
50 cents. The minimum charge 
for parcels destined outside 
the local delivery area will be 
raised from 50 cents to 60 
cents.

Almost all parcels that are 
charged up to $1.10 under pre­
sent rates w ill go up 10 rents. 
This accounts for more than 

0 per cent o l all parcel post. 
Postmaster Williams pointed 
out.

There w ill be s 15-cent hike 
on most parcels now charged 
between $1.10 and $4, and a 20- 
cent Increase on parcels now 
charged over $4.

Parcel post rates are based 
on the weight of the package 
and the distance It Is mailed.

Higher rates for the deliv­
ery of packages and catalogs 
are required to bring revenue 
from this type of mall within 
four per cent of operating,

costs, as required by law, 
Postmaster Williams explain­
ed. The higher rates are de­
signed to jhh  partela anil ■ sta- 
logs, which are fourth-class 
mall, on a break-even basis.

Additional revenue Is needed 
from parcel post and catalogs 
to offset higher costs resulting 
from pay Increases approved 
last year for postal employees.

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FR IO N A  WINS, 41-16 TOTALS G IVEN

Chiefs Snap Back With 
Historic Win Over Owls

Chiefs, Perea May Set New Score, Yards Mark

Getting back Into the thick of 
District 3-AA 's title chase 
came In record fashion last 
Friday for the Frlona High 
School Chieftains. The C h iefs 
41-16 win was the first ever 
for Frlona on Hale (  enter's 
field, and was the largest win 
margin ever over the Owls.

The teams have met only 
seven times and last Friday's 
win was only Frlona's second. 
It was the first In three tries 
since the two teams have been 
district opponents.

It was Hale Center's home­
coming, and it rained a l i t t le -  
combinations which district 
teams are finding to backfire 
this season, as far as winning 
games are concerned. Four of 
the first six district games have 
been homecoming affairs, and 
all four of the hosts have lost 
at their homecoming games.

Hale Center, which had an 
Identical 3-1 record to F r l­
ona's prior to the game found 
they had their hands full, as the 
Chiefs ran up a 35-8 lead In 
the third quarter, and coasted 
to their fourth season win In 
five starts.

The third time they had the 
ball, the Chiefs drove 71 yards 
for the go-ahead touchdown. 
Lowery Harper and Tony 
Perea, who gained 346 yards 
between them for the game, 
sparked the drive. Perea got 
die TD  from the H , and John­
ny Barker's kick made It 7-0 
with 1:09 left In the opening

period.
The teams exchanged excel­

lent punts during the season 
period, and midway of the 
stanza, Perea fielded a Hale 
Center punt at the Chieftain 
eight and returned It to the 17, 
and from here the team drove 
83 yards In only 10 plays.

Isidore Cordova had a big 
chunk of the yardage, getting 
32 of them in two big romps 
over right guard. Perea raced 
27 yards off left tackle to the 
Hale Center one, and then 
plunged the final yard. He add­
ed two points with a run, and 
Frlona led by 15-0 with 3;54 
left In the first half.

And, although there were less 
than four minutes to play, there 
was to be a lot more scoring 
before halftime.

On Hale ( enter's third of­
fensive play following the kick­
off, Perea picked off an Owl 
pass at the home team's 32- 
yard-line, and romped Into the 
end zone for his third touch­
down of the evening. Barker's 
kick gave Frlona a 22-0 lead 
with 2:28 left In the half.

The Owls then put together 
their longest sustained drive of 
the night, using up less than two 
minutes of the clock. Hale Cen­
ter completed two passes for 39 
yards and twice had nice gains 
by the quarterback on the run- 
pass option.

Bert Ferguson of the Owls 
executed this play for 13 yards 
to the Chieftain one to set up

Hale ( enter's first score, and 
then went over for the six 
points. Ferguson also circled 
left end for two points, and left 
Hale Center trailing 22-8 
at halftime. The score came 
with 32 ticks left on the clock.

The teams started slowly In 
the third period. Just as they 
had at the start of the game. 
However, Ferguson fumbled at 
the Owls’ 35 and Perea pounc­
ed on the ball to give Frlona 
momentum.

Barker dashed 14 yards to the 
Owls’ 21, and on the very next 
play, Harper went all the way to 
score, over right tackle. Bar­
ker's kick was again good, and 
Frlona led, 29-8 with 2:46 left 
in the third quarter.

The Owls couldn’ t move, and 
punted to the Frlona 14-yard 
line. From here, the Chiefs 
went 86 yards to score In only 
four plays. Because of a pen­
alty, Frlona actually gained 101 
yards In the four plays, with 
Perea getting 92 of them In 
three consecutive plays.

The Frlona Flash romped 17 
yards on the first plsy, but a 
clipping penalty brought the ball 
back to the Frlona 25. This 
only challenged Perea, who 
swept 60 yards around left end 
to the Hale Center 15, and then 
made the remaining 15 yards 
off tackle to push Frlona's lead 
to 35-8.

to the Hale Center 13. Two 
plays later, Barker scored on 
a left end sweep from nine 
yards out. Joe Boggess first 
kicked the point, but the Chiefs 
were penalized back to the 18, 
and Boggess' 35-yard attempt 
was barely wide to the left, 
leaving the final score at 41- 
16.

The Chiefs got back Into their 
big statistical game, running up 
443 total yards. Perea had ov­
er half of the total, with 230 
yarda rushing, coming close to 
the 237 yards he gained against 
Farwell for a school one-game 
total.

Perea averaged 8.8 yards per 
carry. Harper had 116 yards, 
and a 6.4 yard average.

The 1968 football season la 
half over, and If the second 
half la anywhere close to the 
first half, the Frlona High 
School chieftains will set some 
new offensive records.

The Chiefs, who are averag­
ing 33.4 points per game, and 
352 yards rushing per outing, 
bid to become the scorlngest 
and rushlng-est team In FEE 
history.

By scoring 166 points at mid­
season, the Chiefs have out- 
scored the 1965 and 1966 teams

for the entire season, and are 
Just a point less than 1967*» en­
tire output.

The highest-scoring team In 
FHS history was Raymond 
Cook's 1951 eleven, which 
scored 273 points In nine 
games, a 30.3-polnts,per-game 
average.

Frlona’ s yards rushing for 
the first five games, 1758 yards 
(slmost exactly one m ile) is 
Just 228 yards less than the 
Chieftains of 1967 gained, and

that team finished with a 7-3 
record.

Tony Perea, Frlona's crash­
ing fullback, has dead aim on
the school scoring and rushing 
r e c o r d s .  Unless disaster 
strikes, Tony Is a sure bet to 
break Doug Dodd's rushing rec­
ord, and If he holds at his cur­
rent pace, the scoring mark 
could also fall.

Perea has the fantastic to­
tal of 888 yards gained rush­
ing, an average of 178 per 
game. His total Is Just 296 
yards short of the 1184 yards 
which Dodd gained In 1964. In 
his first five games, Perea has 
scored 58 points, which Is two

over half of lx>dd's total of 114, 
alao In 1964.

Eleven players have gotten 
In on the scoring act, and a *  -
ond-place scorer Johnny Bar­
ker, with 32 points, Is having a 
good year. Both he and Perea 
are among the district's lead­
ing scorers.

Barker Is also the second- 
leading rusher, with 376 yards 
and a 4.9 yard-per-carry av­
erage. The top four rushers 
for Frlona all are averaging 
better than four yards per car­
ry.

Perea, the team leader, has 
gained over half of the team's 
entire yards rushing total.
