It was In 1582, at the
adoption of the Gregorian ealendar
that January 1 became the accepted
New Year's day of all Catholie coun
tries.

In furnishing a room which has
| elther one very large closet or two
closets, an Idea may be borrowed from
the small modern apartment. Many
of these apartments consist chlefly of
a large day-time living room which 1s
turned Into a bedroom at night by ex-
tending a davenport and opening a
closet door, revealing a dressing nook
within, A closet of this kind must
have room for a chiffonier or chest
of drawers with a mirror, and places

SCHOOL LUNCHES

Sameness About Material
Carried Daily.

(Prepared by the United States Department
of Agriculture.)

There 18 apt to be a discouraging
sameness about the lunches the chil-
dren carry to school. Why not make
sandwiches of different kMds of bread
once In a while? Use whole wheat,
rye, or steamed brown bread some-
times In place of the usual white
bread: or ralsin, nut, or date bread,
all of which are good with cheese fill-
ing or no filling at all. Or orange
bread, made with chopped cooked
orange peel. For a change omit sand-
wiches and include biscuits, rolis, or
corn bread, or oantmeal or bran muf-
fins. A plece of cheese, hard-cooked
egg, or a chicken drumstick may take
the place of sandwich filling. The cen-
ter of A roll may be hollowed out and
filled with chopped meat or cooked fish
seasoned with mayonnaise. A small
bag of crisp potato chips Is liked oe-
castonally, and, not too often, a plece
of |I'I kle

Salad filllngs, Including a leaf of
ettuce and any preferred dressing,
always help to make ordinary sand-
wiches more molst. Bacon and lettuce,
ground peanuts mixed with eream,
cooked meat cake In thin flat slices
are other good fllings suggested by
the burenu of home economlics to vary
the sliced cold meat that appears so
frequently.,

Be sure to season all sandwiches
with sufficlent salt, and keep a small
salt shaker with the lunch basket, Cut
the bread evenly, but not too thin, and
spread It carefully on both sides so
that the butter forms a coating that
prevents the filling from soaking
through., Don't get the edges smenared
with butter. Butter should be creamed
Lefore It is spread on bread for sand-
wiches, but it should not be melted, ag
that makes It soak Into the bread.

Make Pineapple Sauce
for Cottage Pudding

A new combination to many people
Is & cottage pudding with a hot pine-
apple sance poured over It. Any pres
ferred recipe for cottage pudding may
be used. The baking should be timed
g0 that the dessert will be just done
when It 1s time to serve it. The sauce
can be kept hot In the double boller,
As this sance 18 made from canned
pineapple, this Is an excellent cold
wenther dessert, The bureau of home
economlics has tested the proportions
glven below:

crushed pineapple. Mix the corn-
starch and the sugar and add it to the
Julece. Cook this mixture In the upper
part of a double boller over the direct
until the sauce thickens. Stir
constantly. Place the upper part of
the boller over the lower part, cover,
and cook the sauce for ten minutes,

Remove from the fire, and add the
butter, salt, and pineapple, and mix
well.
