Leonard Groves urged all local 
residents today who will be eligible 
to vote in this year's elections lo 
obtain their poll tax before the 
Jan. 31 deadline.

In some counties the number 
of persons qualifying lo vote is be­
low normal. Some attribute this lo 
the fact that there is some con­
fusion on the part of many Tex­
ans as to whether a poll tax must 
be paid this year because of the 
recent lawsuit attacking this re­
quirement.

Groves called attention to the 
fact that the Judges of the Federal 
EXstrict Court hearing the case in­
volving the validity of the Texas 
poll tax law, have recommended 
lhat Texas voters comply with 
the present law, because the law­
suit is not likely lo bi- finally 
decided before .lamiary 31, which 
is the deadline for poll tax pay­
ment.

and exemption certifitules lo qua­
lify for voting in elections held 
between Febniary 1, 1966. and 
January 31, 1967.

1. In order to vote in any pri­
mary, general or special election 
for the nomination or election of 
any State or local offices, or to 
vote in any election on a question 
or proposition, persons not exempt 
from payment of the poll tax must 
do so by January 31, 1966.

2. Persons over 60 years of age

on January I. 1965. are exempt 
from paying the poll tax in this 
county.

3. Persons who were under 21 
on January I. 1966, but who will 
be 21 years of age by the dectHm 
date, or who were not residents 
of Texas on January I. 196,'i. but 
will be so by election date are not 
subject lo the payment » l  the poll 
tax. However, they must obtain an 
exemption certificate This certifi­
cate can be obtained at any time

Government criticized
Many newspapers over the state

Big job fOr ofneers 
The year 1966, when historically 

record^, may prove to be one of 
the most significant in the annals 
of law enforcement. Whether the 
references will reflect a service in 
keeping with the highest traditions 
of our profession depends primari­
ly on the efforts of each enforce­
ment officer.

Events of the pest year give 
some indication of the monumental 
tasks facing us in the months 
ahead. While IMS was a year of 
growth and progress, events fur­
ther pointed up in the fullest extent 
to the professional concepts of its 
duties.

As a guardian of Justice and or­
der, the police officer cannot dic­
tate the terms or Circumstances 
under which he must meet his 
obligations. Although law enforce­
ment is not responsible for the 
social or political conditions which 
ferment unrest, civil disobedience, 
and violence, the officer is not fre 
to rationalize or to hedge in the 
execution of his duty. There are 
those who charge ‘ ‘policy brutali­
ty " to detract from their misdeeds, 
to {^in publicity and sympathy for 
their cause*, and to discredit all 
peace officers. Even so. the police­
man is sworn to remain courage­
ously calm and to exercise self- 
restraint in the face of scorn and 
ridicule He cannot afford to be 
goaded into actions which lend 
credence to such allegations.

Teacher prestige 
We have read e most interesting 

article lately, written by a veter­
an teacher, which it presented aa 
a formula by which schools might 
do a better job of getting and 
keeping teaihers 

The problem of getting and keep­
ing good teachers has always b e ^  
with us. and with the great ex- 
pansmn in the scholastic popula­
tion, the need for teachers w as 
never greater.

In Texas, in order to get and 
keep giMid teachers, we had a pay 
raise which went into effect last 
year, but this veteran teacher be­
gins his article by discounting the 
theory that more money is all that 
would be needed to attract super­
ior people to the teathing profes­
sion

The reason most such people 
don't want to be teachers, he says, 
la that "it is an automatic demo­
tion. socially speaking." If this 
startles you, read on.

The article says that a satisfied 
teacher has to feel that he is sue- 
ces.sful. not only in the matter of 
turning out well prepared children 
fur the next grade, but also in the 
matter of a nice home, good car, 
money to travel, good clothes, etc.

And the teacher, being only hu­
man, requires a bright "im age” — 
the enjoyment in the eyes of the 
community, the students and oth­
er teachers o f at least a sembl­
ance of importance.

It may never occur to most peo­
ple, but, as this teacher points out, 
members of his profession are al­
lowed few of the prestige symbols 
of other jobs — an office, a phone, 
a name on the door. Successful 
people in other professions have 
respect, privilege, recognition and 
some privacy.

We don’t know this veteran 
teacher. He is quoted in the Ft. 
Worth Star Telegram as a man 
wh3 has something worth listening 
to by the people who foot the bills 
for the public schools and school 
teacher salaries.

This teacher, like a great many 
more teachers, has been listening 
to the members of his profession 
Instead o f getting outside it for a 
look around. He will find that 
school teachers most certainly do 
not suffer ‘ ‘an automatic demotion, 
socially speaking“

And he will find that the school 
teachers that deserve It also have 
an “ image”  that c-ommands res­
pect With the current salary sche­
dule. today’s school teacher is 
able to enjoy a great many com­
forts of life and the teachers that 
we know are well clothed, well 
Jed. and live in comfortable hom­
es.

The trouble with trvo many school 
teachers is that they complain 
about their low pay in terms of 
ramparing it with the income of 
doctors, dentists, lawyers and 
bankers instead of clothing mer-

Stale IVmocralic Executive C-im- 
miitee Chairman Will D. Davis 
issued reminders that federal jud­
ges who will rule on it have ad­
vised Texans to pay their poll tax­
es. since they will reach no de­
cision before January 31.

Carr noted these requirements 
for voter eligibiliiy in IMt;

Those who want to vote in all 
primary, general or special elec- 
lim i for nomination of candidates 
(including state and local), or on 
bond issues, constitutional amend­
ments and other propositions — 
and who hold no exemptions — 
must pny the *175 poll tax no 
later than the end at the month.

Persons oser 10 must obtain 
exemption certificates by Janu­
ary 31.

Those turning 21 years of age 
can secure exemption certificates 
np to 30 days prior to an election, 
as can new residrnts just complet­
ing their residential eligibiliiy by 
election date.

Free poll tax receipts are avail­
able through January 31 lo qualify 
v-3iers lo cast halkgs for federal 
officers (U  S. senator and con­
gressman only this year).

Apparently. 1W4 will see lots of 
politiral action — and the voter 
without a poll tax will be on the 
outside looking in.

that of teachers. We don’t all 
make top incomes.

There are plenty of people in 
every community with college de­
grees who do not find these pieces 
of paper a magic passport to easy 
street. Teachers who whine and tell 
each other how poor they are some­
times actually get to believing it 
and there's nothing worse than a 
person in any field that saturates 
himself with self pity.

The teaching profession is an 
honorable one. a rewarding one 
and in this community at least, a 
highly respected one. One of our 
leading bakers in Perryton says 
that he has never lost a dollar on a 
loan to a school teacher and this 
fact alone ought to make school 
teacher’s standing soar high as 
the moon.

School teachers can do some­
thing themselves to boost the pres­
tige of their job. if they are wor­
ried about it. They can do so not 
only by better preparing themsel­
ves in their field and striving con­
stantly to keep abreast of new 
developments and techniques. They 
can stand up for improved curri­
cula. reasonable classroom loads 
and sensible methods.

But they will achieve respect 
when they respect themselves; will 
wme <fay realize that they have 
"im age" in the eyes of youngsters 
that the rest of us wil! never ex­
perience. Teachers ought to be 
glad that they can teach. It ’ s a 
skill not given to everybody.
