Boy Scouts have active outdoor, 
civic program in local Troop 601

Cochran County has quite an ex­
tensive Scouting program, which 
may be called to the attention 
of area reshtcnls during Boy Scout 
Week here, Feb. 7-13.

Forty-eight boya were listed on 
the ro.ster of local Boy Scout 
Troop 601 at the close of the year. 
The adult leaders are Leon Hamil­
ton, Scoutmaster; M. L. Crone, as­
sistant Scoutmaster; Bill Crone, 
assistant Scoutmaster; Don All­
sup, inslitutinnal representative; 
J, C. Reynolds, committee chair­
man; and Jess Clayton, commit­
tee.

Leon Hamilton said, ” We hold 
about three campouts in prepara­
tion for our big campout in June

at Tres Ritos, N.M.”
Murry Crone added, ” We camp 

at George White Ranch, Yellow 
House Canyon, Camp Post, Camp 
Haynes ne«r Silverton, and many 
other places in Texas and New 
Mexico.”

Hamiltoo continued, “ At the 
campouts we teach camping, cook­
ing, hiking, first aid, swimming, 
citizenship and many other skills 
and arts.”

Hamilton said that the local 
campouts help the boys to learn to 
take care of themselves, so that 
when they go to the camp at Tres 
Ritos in the New Mexico moun­
tains, they will have the proper 
clothing with them, know how to

prepare meals, know first aid, and 
know how to set up and handle 
Scouting equipment. The Bov 
Scouts from this area stay a week 
each June in the New Mexico 
mountains, and Hamilton points 
out. "pretty much on their own.”  

The local Troop has quite a bit 
of i<quipment of iUs own. Accord­
ing to Crone, the Troop has com­
plete camping equipment for its 
members including mountain sur­
vival tents. Crone added, "Each 
boy does have his own individual 
equipment. We encourage each boy 
to earn the money to buy uni­
forms, equipment and camping 
fees.”

able home on East Hayes, 
be room from her husbaod.

In 19,54 Mrs. Kennedy siiffered a 
stroke in Morton, and was told hy 
the diK'tors that she would never 
be able to walk or talk again.

" I  remember,”  interrupted Mr. 
Kennedy, "the doctors tiling me 
that she would be an invalid the 
rest of her days.”

Kennedy said that he tixik his 
wife to LubMx'k to see a special­
ist there. "The specialist told the 
both of us that she had a 50-30 
chance with heart surgery, and she 
had no chance without it.”  Ken­
nedy paused, ” Or in other words, 
she would be an invalid the rest 
of her life without it."

Mrs. Kennedy said at that time 
heart research had been in pro­
gress only about five years, ami 
that relatively Uttle was known 
about heart surgery. She amilcd.

"Now, the operation 1 had in 19,54 
wouldn't involve nearly as many 
risks or dangers, because of Uie 
heart n'.search that has been 
done.”

She added, " I f  I bad had niy 
stroke five years earlier there 
would have ben no opt*ralion 
available or any hope at all." She 
looked down at her hands folded In 
her lap, “ that’s how new heart 
surgery was then.”

Mrs. Kennedy suffered from 
what doctors call mitral stenosis, 
or the closing of the mitral heart 
valve.

In non-technical terms, the hu­
man heart is four-chambered, 
each side having an auricle cham­
ber and a ventricle.

The mitral valve Is the cardiac 
valve guarding the chamber open­

ing M'lwcen the left auricle and 
the left vertirlc. It allows the bkvxl 
to flow from the auricle to the 
vrnirirle, and prevents it from 
returning to th e  left auricle 
.igain.

According to Mrs. Kennedy, the 
mitral valve is supposed io M‘ ap­
proximately two inches in diamet­
er. Mrs. Kennedy said that after 
her stroke, her mitral valve clos­
ed to about three-eights of an inch 
In diamter, preventing the blood 
flowing freely from the left auricle 
to the fcft ventrirle.

June il. 1954, Mrs. Kennedy un­
derwent surgery at Baylor Hospital 
in Dallas. She was on the operat­
ing table more than three hours. 
A team of five doctors, superx-tsed 
by Dr Warren Duckett, ^rform- 
«d the delicate (urgery.

After the surgery. Mrs. Kennedy 
stayed in tho Bavlor Hospital l>> 
das-x. She commented. "I can te 
member the doetor coming in with 
a group of young interns crowding 
around him " She atkled, "He 
would come oxer, pat me on th«' 
arm, and tell me not to let all the 
(x-oplc botlier me . . . that 1 was 
making medical history."

Even though the surgery was 
deemed a success, Mrs, Kennedy 
had several different complications 
set in later, which she ■ had to 
overcome. Again she smiled, "Pos­
sibly I wouldn't have had the com­
plications, if heart research was 
then what it is now.”

One complicalion was that her 
heart was out of rhythm or wasn't 
beating la the normal pattern. 
Thu the dcctors learned to irgu*

late hy medication Shortly after 
retunting to Morton from the Itos 
piial. blood infection set in as a 
result of the operation. Mrs Ken 
nedy was given cnonnous amounts 
of pc'iiicillm.

Mi-s. Kennedy said, ” 1110 ili« t<»r 
calltxi Dallas and ashed them (or 
instnictKins. They t ild him to give 
me llrese giant doses of penicil­
lin.”  She paused, ” He told me 1 
hud a right to refuse that much 
pencillin, because he had never 
heard of anyone taking that much 
before" She smiled, ''But, 1 told 
him to go ahead.”

At the time of her stroke. Mrs. 
Kennedy had been teaching the 
fifth gratk'. In 1954, after her aur- 
gery. the doctors wtmld not l<*t her 
return to ber old position so she 
west back to cellega to ‘ keep her

mind aetive.”
In 1956 she relumed to full-time 

leaching m the Morton School sys- 
tr-in She has been teaching in 
nx  hran County for a total of 18 
>cars.

Mrs. Kennedy said, ” 1 fe«| gawd 
now and I’m doing line. I do hewe 
checkups and need some help with 
my house-work.”  Then she prondijr 
added. “ I haven't mlascd a dey’a 
school all year.”

Lieutenant Governor Preston 
Smith of Lubbock formally became 
a candidate for re-election this 
week by paving his filing fee to 
the State 6emocratic Executive 
Committee.

He said his only campaign 
pledge at this time was "to con­
tinue working for the good of all 
Texas, impartially and diligently."

Smith was elected lieutenant 
governor in 1962, the winner over 
an original field of five candidates 
who had entered the Democratic 
primary. Two years later he won 
re-election, losing only two c-oun-

The Cochran County Livestock 
Committee met with Dr. D D 
Hubbard. Area Livestoek Specia­
list, and Homer E. Thompson. 
County Agent. Jan. 25 at Morton. 
Those present were J. L. Schooler, 
Chairman; Gage Knox. Frank B<*n- 
nett, E. C Hale. J. W McDermelt, 
Ran Holloman and Harvie Pixil.

One demonstration was set up 
on the .1 I. Schooler farm where 
J. L. will feed a few cows on only 
cotton burrs, gin trash and alfalfa 
hay. These cows will be fed dally, 
all the burrs and gin trash they 
will clean up and one day a week 
the cows will be fed about 20 
pounds of alfalfa hay each. This 
method of feeding has proven suc­
cessful in other places.

Another discussion by the Com­
mittee centered on feeding urea 
to beef cattle. Dr. Hubbard agreed 
to work out a suitable formula of 
molas.ses. urea, and phosphoric ac­
id for J. W McDermett to try on 
his herd. Mr McDermelt is now 
grazing young heifers and steers 
On stalks in a field north of town. 
Molasses and minerals are being 
supplied to these cattle on stalks. 
Records are being kept on this 
demonstration.

natural ground line.

Now pi ■■ I this sue terrace on 
the dark lines on the illustration A 
and you have the layout of a paral- 
lal lem cc sykiem. Nnv imagine 
the area jket'ieen the terraces vir­
tually tewl. with sn even number 
of “througlis" V .h four, six 
and/or eight row equipment. 
This is the li!!ik of the modern 
parallel terr ,■ system as con- 
traMOd to the look of a convention­
al ttrraci system as in illustra­
tion B.

Soon, Just such a parallel ter­
race system will be installed and 
a reality in Ciichran County. The 
C. C. Slaughter Karms. managed 
by Lloyd C. Miller and farmed by 
Don Hill, has entered into a Great 
Plains contract to build the ter­
races represi ited by the illustra­
tion A.

Until some five years ago, a 
parallel terrace system, such as 
this, was linhe.-trd of. Neither en­
gineers nor contractors knew how 
to design, layout or install such 
a system. With the increased use 
of larger and more efficient 
farm eqalpine it, the need became 
so great that engineers stepped up 
work on the problems involved in 
developing an efficient and work­
able parallel terrace system that 
would conserve moisture as well 
as prevent water erosion, and yet 
permit Intensive use of the emp- 
land.

This Ivpe terrace system can and 
i- being designed to faciliate mul- 
tir >w equipment This particular 
illustrated system is designed to 
b<< farmed with either four, six 
and/or eight row equipment.

There will be the same niimlwr of 
rows between any two terraces 
from one end to the other with 
an even number of ''thr Highs" be­
tween each terrace. This system 
virtually eliminates "pnint-rows'’ 
as they are associated with conven­
tional terrace systems.

The cost of parallel terraces 
when built from the down grade 
side with the area between ter­
races virtually levell«-d. runs 
about to cents per linear foot or 
ti28 per mile. Ihe cost per 
acre ranges fnim about $21 per 
acre to as much as 154 per acre 
depending on the spacing of the 
terraces.

Cost share is available through 
the Agricultural Conservation Pro­
gram at S cents per foot (about V] 
the cost), and through the (ireat 
Plums Conservation Program at 
about 70 per cent of the cost.
