He continued I'hen one day, 1
was painting the house, and my
heart had a run-away spell. I knew
I had to lie down right away, be-
cause my heart was beating so
fast.”

Gladden paused,
head on the pillow, T could hear
my heart thumping away, and it
really got on my nerves. I remem-
ber 1 was pretty jumpy, and every
little noise seemed to distrub me.”

Gladden said that he was 30 at
the time of the incident, He said
that after his heart “ran away™
the first time, he repeatedly had
similar spells.

For the next eight vears Gladden
made the rounds of doctors. During

“When 1 put my

this period he was told that he did
not have heart trouble. One of the
things he was treated for was a
‘fallen stomach.”” He was told that
his stomach was putting pressure
on his heart, and was given a
brace to wear

Finally, in 1957, as the spells
grew worse, he was told he had
heart trouble. One of the things
that helped the doctors decide that
he had heart trouble was a blood
clot Gladden had in one hand

He said, "I got up one morning,
and rubbed the fingers on one
hand. When 1 did, they started
burning and hurting like fire. 1
told one of the doctors this, and
he made arrangements for me to
go to Dallas and enter the Baylor
Medical Hospital.”

In November of 1957 Gladden
was given a3 series of tests by
trained specialists. He was told at
dhis time that he had only six
months to live without a heart

S a

operation, Each of the specialists
gave a detailed report to the sur-
geon who was going to perform the
actual operation.

Gladden was told later that one
of these specialists told the surgeon
that *“this man will have a
heart block on the table.” A heart
block on the table causes the pa
tient's heart to stop beating, and
unless the doctors can revive i,
causes immediate death

From the tests it was decided
that Gladden was suffering from
mitral stenosis

In simplified terms, the human
heart is four chambered. Each side
of the heart has a top chamber
(auricle) and a bottom cham-
ber (ventricle).

I'he blood enters the right auri-
cle from the extremities, passes
through a mitral valve to the right
ventricle, and from the right ven-
tricle goes to the lungs.

A Treasury Devartment official recently stated that the
profit from minting silverless coins has already reduced the current
budget deficit by more than 2 billion dollars, and that in the next
two years those minting "profits" may qo as 2'/; billion. If this
is true, then instead of forbidding coin-hoarding by private citi-
zens, perhaps the Federal government should encourage it. The
more hoarding — the more minting — the more profit — the
less deficit. Seems like an appropriate way to finance the Great
Society.

Your parents are concerned and
interested in you and feel the res-
ponsibility as your protector.

If there
is difficulty in communication, put
forth every effort to tear down
the barrier. A parent might check
and see if he is substituting talking
to adults instead of talking over
problems with his children, and
liekwise, children may be substi-
tuting talking over matters with
their contemporaries instead of
talking to their parents. Parents
sometimes hesitate to approach a
topic, thinking maybe the problem
does not exist in their case.”

Student — “We have too much
responsibility.”

Panelist — “The training to ac-
cept responsibilities should begin
early in life. You will have respon-
sibilities all through life. Learn
early to accept them. Don't be
afraid to take them on as vour
parents direct them.” i

Student — “I like to make de-
cisions on my own, My parents
leave it to me to make all minor
decisions, but feel that they must
make the bigger ones.

that comes between them and their
food supply grain bags, paper
cartons and wooden containers =

and start fire by damaging wire

msulation

Poisoning 1s the most effective
way to kill rats, Use a good bait,
put it in a proper place and ser
vice the bait station regularly. Al
ways keep poisoned bait away from
children and animals

Most practical chemicalg are an-
ticoagulants which include products
such as fumarin, pival and war-
farin. 4-H boys have the bait at
the County Agent's office tor 30
cents a pound. See Betty Hudson.
These chemicals are usually mix-
ed with grain or meal and oil or
be purchased ready-mixed.

It is important that plenty of
bait be available at all times dur-
ing the baiting periods of 20 to 40
days. Do not run out of bait.
