Recharge well pump |
water into formation

A total of 636 acre-feet

- of run-
off water which includes

both tai
water and rainfa has been re
charged into the Ogallala formation

through the two mult
since 1959. The water recharged
the experimental research well re
corded during this eight-year per
iod was 352 acre feet. A second
well, which is the type that would
normally be used by a farmer
with no experimental equipment,
was installed in 1961. From 1961
through 1966, a total of 285 acre
feet of water have been recharged
through this well

T'his savings of 36 acre-feet (or
a little more than 207 million ga
lons) is enough water to complete
ly irrigate the 5 section farm at
Halfway for about 2 years. Ap
proximately 90%, of this same wat
er could have been lost to eva
poration if it had not been stored
underground

Two thousand four hundred five
acre-feet of underground water has
been pumped for irrigation at the
Research Foundation since 1959.
26.4% of this amount came from
the water which was recovered
by recharge.

Several grasses, hybrid sorghum
grazers, and rye were planted in
the playa lake at the experimental
récharge well site in 1966. Some
of the advantages of these crops
are: (1) cover ‘for the lake bed,
(2) partial filtering of run-off wat
er, (3) tolerance to flooding, and,
(4) a source of income from graz-
ing the lake bed
