As long as wc have been associated w ith  
newspapers, wc have been in te re s ted  in 
newspaper f i le s .  A new spaper’ s f ile s  are  
a liv in g  “ d ia r y "  of a com m un ity , and w ith ­
out them , much h is to r ic a l in fo rm a tio n  
would be lost.

It was because wc fee l that way about 
newspaper f ile s  that we u tte red  a groan 
when wc became e d ito r of the F rio na  Star 
in 1962. The only^bound f ile s  the new s­
paper had - -  and apparently  the only f ile s . 
- -  were fo r  the prev ious s ix  years - -  the 
tim e  represented  since the paper was p u r­
chased by Joe A. O sborn and W.H. G ra ­
ham. J r.

Our in fo rm a tio n  at the tim e  was that the 
S ta r's  o r ig in a l e d ito r , J.W . (Uncle John! 
W hite, had f ile s  of the years he served as 
e d ito r 1925-1950 in his possession. T h is  
proved e rron eou s. •— *

Thus, using the tw o f ile s , we have come 
up w ith  a lm ost e ve ry  issue fo r  the period 
covered. Papers used in th is  f i lm in g  are 
a lm ost equally  d iv ided  fro m  the two f ile s .
Many of the issues fro m  the old “ punch 
f i l e "  had to  be used, as they w ere the only 
ones ava ilab le , o r on occasion had stood the 
test of tim e  better than those which had been 
wrapped and m a iled  to  M rs . Cox.

In th is  lig h t, the fact that the papers were 
“ poked" ove r the b inde r posts, ra th e r than 
using a paper punch, was actua lly  a good 
th ing. These wadded s tr ip s  of paper could 
be, and w ere sm oothed out. and by the use 
of m agic m ending tape, re p a ir  the holes which 
had held them  in place fo r so many years.

In th is  m anner, many tim es not so much as 
a le ttc r-o f type was lost fro m  the le ft-hand  edi 
e d ito r 's  co lum n. However, some of the issues 
had not re ta ined th is  “ s c ra p "  of paper, so 
they have two sm a ll holes on the le ft hand 
side.

It has been a long and tedious procedure 
- -  th is  mending of the new sfiles . Some­
tim e s  we've run in to  a s tre tch  of issue in 
such bad re p a ir  that we would shelf the p ro ­
jec t and not w ork up the enthusiasm  to  " a t ­
ta c k "  it again fo r  many months.

A t ip  of the hat is a lso due our w ife  C a ro l, 
who has put up w ith  stacks of old newspapers 
on her d in ing tab le  - -  under the bed - -  o r  in 
the ha ll c lo se t, du ring  th is  p ro je c t when we 
would take the papers home fo r  a weekend o r  
holiday session.

If we knew at the beginning the amount of 
tim e  it would have taken, we m ight never 
have undertaken the p ro je c t.

However, co n s id e rin g  a ll the w ork and sweat 
that went in to  these e a rly  ed itions of the pa­
per - -  it  was su re ly  w orth  some add itiona l e f ­
fo r t  to  p reserve  them  fo r  h is to ry 's  sake.

When Joe^pur-ehrased Sonny G raham 's in ­
te re s t in the Star- Septem ber. 19631. anoth­
e r em ployee and m yse lf were asked to 
clean out an old shed out behind the Star 
and P la ins P ub lishe rs  bu ild ing . It was said 
to  conta in  some “ s tu ff belonging to  the 
S ta r ."

P art of the “ s tu f f "  tu rned out to  be most 
of the old volum es - -  but when I saw them ,
I bad another groan com ing. Many of the 
e a rly  vo lum es edited by “ Uncle Jo h n " had 
been ra t-e a te n : and the only f ile s  fo r  the 
years 1950-1955 consisted  of a crude w eek­
ly w ork ing  f i le  - -  whose copies had been 
pushed down over the f i le 's  two posts.

Many of these issues were to rn  o r m is ­
sing abused and yellow ed. And the e n tire  
bundle was tie d  c ro s s -w is e  w ith  a stout 
rope, w ith  a ta rp u lin  th row n over the heap.

It seem ­
ed hopeless sever al weeks a fte r the ad had 
been running. Only a s ing le  issue had been 
brought fo rw a rd .

But then came the bo lt fro m  the blue - -  the 
S ta r's  “ guard ian a n g e l" showed up. A le t­
te r  fro m  M rs . N.R. Cox of M id land the 
fo rm e r M a ry  K atherine  C ra w fo rd  of F rlo n a ) 
gave the news that she believed she had some 
of the m iss in g  issues, and requested a lis t 
of the m iss in g  dates.

C orrespondence proved that M rs . Cox 
did. indeed, have just about a ll of the copies 
m iss in g  fro m  the S ta r's  f i le ,  inc lud ing  a l­
most a ll of tlx? vacant 1949 volum e. In addi 
tio n . many of her copies w c i q  In much b e t­
te r  shape than those found in the old s tore  
house.
