It now seems likely that the end result
for cotton will be a melding of the
two efforts, hopefully into something that
can come out of committee with substan-
tial support from committee members, the
Administration and cotton producers
Without support from all three, obser-
vers are agreed it could not get through
the House

I'wo major rifts between the Adminis-
tration and producer representatives at
the moment revolve around minimum
producer returns and the levels at which
producers may be required to ‘‘set aside”
icreage

As reiterated by Secretary Clifford Har-
din before the Senate Agriculture Com-
mittee March 23, the Administration
seeks greater ”-\\‘l)‘:‘.ly In setung price
support loan levels on cotton and other
commodities as a means to expanding
U. S. exports

Producers, recognizing that the loan
level for cotton virtually determines mar-
ket prices both here and abroad, want
income protection written into law. As
PCG President Donnell Echols of Lame-
sa put it “Cotton exports are extremely
important to our industry and to the na-
tion as a whole, but U. S. cotton produc-
exports

ers are in no position to subsidize 3
and we are not interested in producing
cotton for export if the production will
not pay for itself

On the set-aside issue, Johnson noted
that the latest proposal from USDA asks
for authority to require that producers
set aside an acreage equivalent to 75 per-

cent of base cotton allotments

And this would be far above the maxi-
mum of 20 percent most often mentioned
In producer discussions,

“So it is obvious there is a lot of nego-
tiating to be done betore a cotton program
is written that will have the support need-
ed for passage,” Johnson concluded, *‘but
all factions are beginning to understand
each other a little better with each con-
ference, and there is still reason to hope
that a bill can come out of committee
by the end of April.”

As has been pointed out before, time
is running short. Congress will want to
adjourn as early as possible this year to
get home for election campaigns, per-
haps as early as mid-September and al-
most certainly no later than mid-October.

Senator Allen Ellender (D-La.), chair-
man of the Senate Committee on Agri-
culture, has said his committee will not
begin writing a Senate bill until the House
Committee acts. The bills reported by
House and Senate Committees will still
be faced with time-consuming debates it
both Houses. A conference cominittee will
be required to iron out differences in the
respective bills, then the conference re-
port will have to go back to House and
Senate for approval.

The time shortage was what Congress-
man Poage had in mind last month when
he said he would try to get a bill out of
the House Committee by Easter, He
