County population 
off 1,240, census 
figures indicate

Cochr.in county has lost a total of 1,240 
in population over the past decade accord­
ing to figures released by the Census 
Bureau this week.

Figures published by the bureau indi­
cate that the count for the county in the 
now<ompleted census for 1970 is 5,177 as 
against an official figure of 6,417 in the 
1960 census.

No figure is as yet available on Morton 
as the district office in Lubbock is not 
authorized to release the tabulations on 
towns of less than 10,000 population. No 
indication was given by .Millard Town­
send, Cochran and Yoakum county cen­
sus supervisor, as to when the release 
on the smaller towns will be made.

Townsend stated that he is not authoriz­
ed to quote any figures or close estimates 
due to government regulations, but did 
say that he expects the final count to 
show a substantial loss by Morton over

Post o ffice proposes postal ra te  increasi
The Post Office Department it propos­

ing parcel post and catalog rate increas­
es totaling $123 million to help meet the 
added costs of pay increases in recent 
years.

The proposed incresset —  which sver- 
age 15.4 percent for parcels and < per 
cent for catahigt —  must be approved 
by the Interstate Commerce Commission 
before adoption by the Department.

Facing a $2 5 billion revenue defici­

ency in the coming fiscal year, the Ad­
ministration recently asked the Congress 
to Increase postage rates for first and 
third class mail 33 percent and second- 
class by 48 percent.

Higher parcel post rates (zone-rated 
fuurth<lass mail) are also needed to 

comply with legal requirements that these 

sem ces pay at least 96 percent of their 

allocated costs.

A vegwabie will be canned, using the 
hot and cold pack methods of prepara­
tion and the important steps in process­
ing in the pressure cooker.

Tomatoes and one or two fruits will 
be canned using the Boiling Water Bath 
Method of processing. Emphasis will be 
given to this method and reasons why it 
should be used for fruits and tomatoes.

Other points to be discussed include the 
Open Kettle Method for jams, jelbes and 
pickles, a discussion on freezing methods, 
and a question and answer session.

Miss Kilgore is wi'lely known for her 
preservation demonstrations, as they 
are informative and practical as well as 
interesting and entertaining.

No increaae has been asked for educa­
tional materials (packai-es containing 
books and phonograph records).

Under the propoaali, minimum post­
age for parcels mailed for local delivery 
would be increased from 50 cents to 40 
cents.

For non-local deliveries, the minimum 
per parcel rate would go from 00 cents 
to 45 cents. This 5-cent increase would 
apply on 2-pound parcels going to non­
local zones 1 and 2 (distances up to 150 
miles).

Some typical proposed rate hikes are 
at follows: ■ 5-pound parcel from Chica­
go to New York or other Seaboard cities 
in the Middle Atlantic Slates, from $1 05 
to $1.20; an 8-pound parcel going from 
East Coast cities to West Coast points 
(zone 8). from $2 IS to $2 00; and 11-pound 
parcel for local delivery, from 45 cents 
to SO cents.

The Department estimates that for 46 
percent of its parcel post volume, the in­
creases would amount to 5 or 10 cents 
per package.

Catalog rates will be increased a flat 
2 cents per piece, both for individual- 
piece and bulk-rate mailings.

To compensate for the extra costs of 
hard-to-handle, parcels, the Department 
is requesting a 75-cent per-plece surchar­
ge on parcels more than 34 inches kmg, 
or ox’er 84 inches in combined length and 
girth. Thia would replace the 10-pound

minimum charge now in effect fof 
K »n "  parcels.

Mah>r expansion of the Food Stamp 
Program announced in January has af­
fected Texas Latest figures show that 
food stamps valuing mure than $2.5 mil­
lion are spent by Texas liimted-incume 
households monthly.

The program has been implemented in 
11 counties and 20 more are in the pro­
cess of establishing a food stamp pro­
gram.

The families buy a certain amount of 
federal fixid coupons (food stamps) each 
month. The L'.S. Depmment of Agricul­
ture then provides additional coupons to 
increase the family's food buying power. 
About 75 percent of the coupons are free.

The Texas State Nuiritiofl Council ask­
ed the Extension Serxice to act as county 
cuonknator of the educational programs 
in wise use of donated ftxxU and food 
stamps. Hume demonstration agents were 
asked to work with other agencies and 
groups on these programs.

Agents train leaders to work with the 
families, Mrs. Florence Low, asautant 
director for home economics, said. Lead­
ers learn to give food demonstrations, 
conduct workshops and group meetings 
and make home visits. The leaders then 
work with famikes in the two programs.

Food stamps are used hke cash in local 
stores authorized to accept them. They 
can be used only to purchase food.

Five Texas counties — Montgomery, 
Chambers, Parker, Wharton and Brazo­
ria — soon will establish the program. 
The Food Stamps Program now operates 
in areas of Houston. San Antonio, Bryan, 
Ft Worth, El Paso and Big Bend of West 
Texas.

In the commodity food program, low 
income persons receive about $14 s month 
wrorth of food such as flour, cornmeal, 
canned juice, cheese and canned meat.

According to existing pl-ns. the Food 
Stamp Program will replace donated 
foods, said E. W Kuykendall, assist­
ant director for Commodity Distribution 
Division, Austin.

Heart attack in auto 
can spell triple trouble

Tnple trouble may befall the person 
who suffers a hean attack while dnving 
hit car. His woes may include not only 
the heart attack itself, not only the acci­
dent that might follow, but even legal 
liability for any injunes he happens to 
inflict upon somebody else.

When will the law impose liability on 
such a person? Generally speaking, when 
he had reason to foresee the likelihood 
of a heart attack (or some other sudden 
disability). Anyone who takes the wheel 
under these circumstances is committing 
an affirmative act of negligence.

For example-
A MAN WENT fer a drive, even though 

he had a severe, chronic cardiac condi­
tion he did suffer a heart attack, did 
collide with another car, and did cause 
injury to the other rlrver. And. in due 
course, a court held him respons.ble for 
the injury. Reason; he should have avoid­
ed the accident by not driving in the first 
place.

On the other hand, courts usually tay 
that a iirst-ume disability, coming "out 
of the blue," is not grounds for liability.

Thus, in anot.her case, a court refused 
u impose liability fur an accident on a 
driver who had blacked out for the first 
time m his life. One court even classified 
as unavoidable an accident caused by a 
sneeze, when the man didn't have the 
slightest warning that the sneeze was 
coming.

In one unusual case, a man headed 
down a steep hill in spite of the fact that 
he knew his brakes were in bad condition. 
When the car began to roll out of con­
trol. he became so frightened that he 
fainted.

DID HIS SLDDEN fainting excuse him 
from responsibility for the collision that 
took place at the bottom of the hill?

No, ruled a court, holding him liable. 
The court pointed out that while the man 
could not be blamed for fainting, he could 
indeed be blamed tor starting downhill 
with bad brakes. It was that original act 
of negligence, said the judge, that set 
the stage for disaster.

A ccen t on health
"Caution" IS the word to remember 

when you or a member of your family 
encounter a poisonour snake. A person’s 
fear of snakes could well be his worst 
enemy in an actual encounter with any 
one the four pivisonous snakes found 
in Texas the rattlesnake, copperhead, 
coitonmouth. and coral snakes. The most 
prevalent in Texas is the rattlesnake.

Should you encounter a rattler, the saf­
est thing to do I t  to remain perfectly 
still or edge slowly away. The worst 
thing you could do s run, or shout, or 
make a quick motion. You only excite 
the snake, making it more apt to stnke 
in self defense.

Actually, more peogit die of insect bites 
in Texas than snake bites. Some 46 per­
sons died of insect bites over the past 
ten years, compared to only 31 deaths 
from snake bites. But snake bite deaths 
are most frequent among tlie young and 
old.

The wise outdoorsman will avoid places 
where a snake may moke a home. Walk­
ing in weedy areas with brush piles or 
thick undergrowth is asking a snake to 
lash out. Don't assume that a snake will 
shake its rattles as a signal of attack, 
or that it only strikes when coiled.

In applying first aid for snakebite, 
make the victim lie down as soon as 
possible and apply a constneting bandage 
above the bite. The pulse in blood vessels 
below the bandage should not disappear, 
nor should the bandage produce a throb­
bing sensation. Looaen the bandage for 
a few seconds every 15 minutes. If possi­
ble, apply ice packs to the bite and get 
the victim to a physician or hospital.

If there is going to be a lengthy interv al 
until antivenin can be given, make cuts 
cautiously through the skin into ami just 
above the presumed venom deposit site.

Pestcide problems 
under state Krotiny

An intensiTied pesticide monitoring pro­
gram to define any existing problems in 
the State of Texas caused by the use of 
chemicals in agricultural production is 
being developed by the Texas Department 
of Agriculture, Commissioner John C. 
White reports.

Brooke Tidswell III, a graduate of the 
College of Agriculture and Environmen­
tal Science at Rutgers University, is help­
ing initiate the program.

In the program, TDA also began operat­
ing its new Pesticide Residue Laboratory 
in Rrenham in October, 1969, with the 
primary purpose of testing crops for harm­
ful residue. White’s agency also operat­
es a mobile pesticide residue testing la­
boratory seasonally in vegetable produc­
tion areas of Texas.

Other functions of the developing pro­
gram on agricultural-environmental mat­
ters. Commissiorwr White said, will in­
clude a study of ways to prevent and re­
duce pollution caused by animal wastes.

Tidswell, a native of Mount Holly, N.J., 
and a Navy veteran, came to TDA early 
this year as an administrative technician 
in environmental studies. He was dis­
charged from the Navy in 1969 as a lieu­
tenant (jg ).

Seven-Step Cotton Program 
objectives said still sound

Though there have been many changes 
in practices and methods over the 24-year 
period since the 7-Step Cotton Program 
was initiated by the Texas Agricultural 
Extension Service, its basic objectives are 
still very sound.

Last year, Fred C. Elliott, Extension 
cotton specialist, said that more than 
47,200 farmers used cotton in their balan­
ced farming program and followed other 
recommendations outlined in production 
guides and planned county programs.

Machines and chemicals continue to be 
vitally important to growers in cost-cut­
ting, Elliott said. Almost half of last 
year’s acreage was treated writh pre-emer­
gence chemicals for weed and grass con­
trol. After the crop was up and growing, 
were used to keep weeds and grass under 
control; thus largely eliminating hand hoe­
ing, he noted.

As harvest season approached, chemi­
cals again were used as defoliants or 
desiccants to get fields in condition for 
mechanical harvesting. More than 51,- 
OOO farmers, he noted, used harvest-aid 
rhem ira ls

Then came the army of strippers and 
mechanical pickers to do the harvesting 
job. An estimated 39,#75 strippers were 
used to harvest 73 percent of the state's 
1999 production while 5,762 mechanical 
pickers accounted for another 25 percent. 
Thus, 98 percent of last year’s produc­
tion was harvested with machines, he 
said.

Elliott took a backwards look at what 
has happened to per 8cr9 cotton lint yields

in Texas for the last 90 years. From 
1880 until the boll weevil hit in 1901, yield 
averaged over 200 pounds per acre. In 
1901 it dropped to 148 pounds and only 
twice from then until 1946, when the 7- 
Step Program started, did yearly averag­
es exceed 200 pounds per acre.

The all-time record yield was posted In 
1968 at 410 pounds per acre with a 408 
average in 1965. Over the last 20 years, 
he noted, yields have trended upward. 
This period, he also noted, has seen the 
most rapid advances made in using re­
search findings and demonstration re­
sults.

The veteran cotton specialist credits 
many changes for the improved yield 
picture. Soil testing and fertilizer use, ro­
tation systems, improved varieties, bet­
ter cultural practices, more effective in­
sect control programs, development of 
more effective chemicals for weed and 
grass control and larger and better ma­
chines and equipment to name a few. 
Irrigation has also been a heavy contribu­
tor in many areas.

But. he added, it 'nas been the cotton 
farmer's acceptance of the new ideas 
which have been of utmost importance. 
We're doing the production job a great 
deal differently from just a few years ago 
and the pace of change is not expected 
to slow much in the future, he predicted.

Often termed the largest North Ameri­
can land bird, the California Condor is 
facing extention.

Production analysis indicates 
future for swine on Plains

Recent developments in swine produc­
tion have resulted in a rapid expansion 
of the swine industry in certain sections 
of le x a i, especially in the Plaint area.

Advances in production technology and 
favorable prices have caused many farm 
operators to consider swine as a possible 
supplemental enterprise in their farming 
operation, according to research and ex­
tension economists at Texas Ai.M Uni­
versity.

A study just released as PR-2756 by 
the Texas Agricultural Experiment Sta­
tu n analyzes the economics of swine en­
terprises in the i’ lains area of Texas, 
dealing principally with partial confine­
ment systems. Graduate Students W. R. 
Masch and J. M. Sprott in A&M's De­
partment of Agricultural Economics and 
Sociology made the study.

They point out if a farm operator has 
the management ability and available capi­
tal, the addition of a swine enterprise 
ran provide a means for maintaining 
or perhaps increasing his net income.

The researchers have provided in the 
publication detailed budgets on invest­
ment costs and returns under different 
conditions, emphasizing the importance 
of good management in the operation of 
a hog business. They conclude that an 
‘ ‘above average" manager can profita­
bly produce hogs in the F’ lains areas as 
long as the price of Number I and 2 
barrew* and gilts exceed 18 cent* per 
pound and milo prices an* below $2.06 
per hundredweight. On the other hand, 
"average”  management as defined in the 
study would need a price cf three cent* 
per pound more for h" is marketed to 
show a profit under the s ime system.

They IcHiked at hog prices over a per­
iod of 16 year* and found that the price 
of 18 cents r *r  pound occurred 94 per­
cent of the time over a recent four year 
period, but only about 50 percent of the 
time over the 16 year* studied.

The author* estimate that a total in­

vestment of $000 or more per sow is re­
quired for a partial confinement farrow 

to finish system in the Plains are.T*. For 
a 120-sow system, fixed cost is estrmated 
at $2.13 and variable cost at $15.28 for 
a total of $17.41 per hundred weight of 
hogs marketed. This should yield, they 
say, an estimated annual return to mana­
gement of $7,600. basing the price of 
Number 1 and 2 hog* at $18 75 per hun­

dredweight.

Comments on Conservation
By W a y n e  W ilc o x

The livestock auctions on the plains 
were busy last week. Cattle pulled off 
small grain fields, were sold by the 
thousands. The cattle ended up in feed 
lots, slaughter houses, and on native and 
improved pastures. How do the small 
grain fields look? They vary all the way 
from being grazed into the ground to 
having 3,000 to 4,000 pounds of growth 
not used. Which is best? For continued 
production, leaving 3,000 to 4,000 pounds 
is best. This amount will help feed the 
soil and keep the land productive. Too, 
if the small grain is hanclled to leave the 
stubble on the surface of the land, it 
will protect the land from th« forces of 
the wind and water. Winged sweeps can 
be used to contrr>l weeds and fracture 
the surface of the land. Chisels can also 
be used to break up the hoof-pan created 
in grazing the land. The results of such 
treatments are: the stubble breaks up 
the raindrops and the rain water is able 
to trickle info the ground easier where 
packed areas have been fractured and 
shattered.

OYSTERING — Parks and Wildlife and 
State Health Department officials report 
that tests on oysters, shrimp and fish 
from state-approved Gulf Coast waters 
show no significant contamination from 
mercury or other heavy material.

One sample from San Antonio Bay dur­
ing a period when it was closed to oyster- 
ing revealed a trace of mercury. But 
samples from Chocolate Bay — also clos­
ed to commercial oyster harvesting — 
have shown no trace of mercury although 
borderline amounts of heavy metals were 
found.
