6.06, Election Code of the State of Texas,

That notice of the elec-
tion hereby ordered and called shall be
given: (a) by publication on the same
day of two successive weeks in a news-
paper of general circulation within said
City, the date of the first publication to
be at least twenty-one (21) days prior to
the date set herein for such election; and
(b) by posting of such notice at the polling
place in each of the election precincts
of the City not less than twenty (20) days
prior to the date set herein for such elec-
tion. It is hereby found and determined
that the Morton Tribune, Morton, Texas,
is a newspaper of general circulation with-
in the City of Whiteface, Texas.

SECTION 7. In case any section, para-
graph, sentence, clause, phrase, or word
of this Ordinance shall for any reason
be adjudged by any court of competent
jurisdiction to be invalid, such invalidity
shall not affect, impair, or invalidate the
remainder of this ordinance.
