The latter was not 
an official election and sought only to 
determine the actual wishes of the people 
of the county ccncerning the modification 
of the weather by cloud seeding. The vote 
was strongly against the cloud seeding by 
a mnrr than two to one vote of 174 against 
to 81 for.

1 .-It the poNs, with 264 total votes being 
cast.

Amendment One, dealing with the w- 
tablishment of an ethics committee and 
sotting the comiiensation for .state Legis­
lators, was solidly defeated here by a 
vote of 12 for and 177 against.

Amendment Two, which would have 
established an easier system for amend­
ing tiie state ennstitutionn was soundly 
trounced by a vote of 66 for and 193 
against.

Amendment Three, which would raise 
the ceiling on certain parts of the state 
welfare program went down to Cochran 
county defeat by the narrow margin of 
127 for and 136 against.

Amendment Four, which would allow 
the state to issue $100 million in bonds 
for water quality enhancement purposes.

Over-65 population 
segment b  important 
to county's economy
