Low Middling Light Spotted was the
predominant grade at Levelland last week
with 48 per cent of all cotton classed.
Strict Low Middling Light Spotted made
up 37 per cent and Low Middling Spotted
4 per cent.

Forty-four per cent of all cotton classed
at the Levelland office was reduced a
full grade because of bark.

Staple length averaged approximately
31/32. Seventy-four per cent stapled
31/32 and lower.

Only fifteen per cent of the cotton “mik-
ed” in the Levelland office was in the
premium range of 3.5 to 4.9, 29 per cent
“miked” 3.3 and 3.4, 41 per cent 3.0 throu
gh 3.2, 11 per cent was 2.7 through 2.9
and 4 per cent was 2.6 and below.

Prices offered for these early bales in-
dicate a strong demand for Levelland
area cotton. Prices ranged from 25 cents
for low grade, low micronaire cotton to
28 cents for the better grade, premium
micronaire cotton.

Prices quoted by the Lubbock Cotton
Exchange for the most predominant qua-
lities in the 3.5 to 4.9 micronaire range
