Rise, Operating Costs

Residents of Morton will feel a
stiff jolt when they receive their
gas bills for September.

Sitting in its regular council
meeting last week, the city
fathers declared an emergency
and raised the rate charged its
customers here by 40c per 1,000
cubic feet. The rise in local rates
was forced upon them, city
officials say, by a combination of
a recent 15¢ per 1,000 cu. Ft.
raise by El Paso Natural Gas
which supplies the city, higher
salaries for city employes and
the ever-increasing costs of
maintenance and operation of the
system.

The 15¢ raise by El Paso took
place within the last six weeks,
and they are planning another 5c¢
raise around the first of October,
one spokesman said.

‘“It was either raise the price
or allow the city to gobroke, ‘‘and
you know we are not going to let
that happen,’”’ one official who
wishes to remain anonymous
stated.

An emergency energy con-
servation program grant in
the amount of $30,000 has been
awarded the South Plains Com-
munity Action Association in
Levelland, it was announced
by Cong. George Mahon
Wednesday.

The grant will become ef-
fective October 1 and run for
12 months, Mahon stated. The
funds will be used to win-
terize some 200 dwelling units
for the aged and for low in-
come families.

The South Plains Associa-
tion services 13 counties on the

Plains, including
Cochran county.

out-of-pocket costs in the past
fiscal year came to approx-
imately $148 per capita, it is
estimated. This is exclusive
of their premium payments
for insurance.

By way of comparison, the
average was $149 per capita
in the United States as a
whole.

For specific individuals,
the health bills ranged from
well above average to well
below. They varied from area
to area and from family to
family.

Age makes a difference —
a big difference — in a per-
son’s health care bill. Dur-
ing the past year, the over-
65 population had out-of-pocket
expenses averagi $415 per
capita as against $117 for the
rest of the population.

The overall average, $149,
is broken down by HEW to
$34 for physicians, $25 for
dentists, $20 for hospital care,
$39 for drugs and sund-
ries and $31 for other require-
ments, such as home nursing
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care, eyeglasses and the like.

These averages lump to-
gether all people, including
those who had big expendi-
tures and those who had none
at all.

The total out-of-pocket cost
to Cochran County residents
for health services in the
past year, based upon the es-

timated regional figures,
comes w approximately
$681,000.

For the nation as a whole,
health care amounted to over
$104 billion in 1974, a 10.6
percent increase over 1973.

Ordinance 2-75 and are effective
beginning with the September
billing.

The last city gas rate hike was
passed July 8, 1974 and became
effective July 15, 1974. That
raise increased the rate by
approximately 35 percent.

City Secretary Elra Oden told
the Tribune that under the rate
structure inuse at the time of the
latest raise, that the city was
selling gas to its heaviest users
at substantially under cost, after
they pass the 100,000 cu. ft. level
in any billing period. He stated
that the city was paying 68, per
thousand and after the 100,000
level is reached the rate
structure called for selling it at
60c per thousand.

Oden said that the city council
took into consideration the
upcoming raise by El Paso in
October and made allowances in
