NFTW YORK. May 15 Residents of 
F'loyd County w'ill have more money to 
spend in the near future, thanks to 
checks that will be coming their way 
from Washington.

F'or the most part, the payments 
represent money due them because 
they overpaid on their Federal income 
taxes for 1975. A larger amount than 
necessary was taken from them in 
withholding taxes in the past year, via 
payroll deductions.

Also, many people paid too much on 
th e ir  re tu rn s  because they  w ere 
unaware or overlooked changes in the 
tax law, including one that permitted 
tax credits of $30 each for most of the 
exemptions claimed on the returns.

The result is that the government 
will be re fund ing  an estim ated  
$1,239,000 to F'loyd County taxpayers 
within a short time, based upon figures 
from the Treasury Department as to 
the size and the number of checks it 
expects to issue.

Nationally, it states, the refunds will 
total $30 billion, with checks going to 
more than 67 million taxpayers. Last 
year, by way of comparison. $26 billion 
was returned.

The individual refunds average $421, 
as against $391 in 1975. In some areas 
they run higher than this and, in 
others, lower.

.Additional m oney will also be 
reaching the local area, beginning in

July, for all persons who are receiving 
So<-ail Security checks each month.

Because of the rise in the cost of 
living between the first quarter of 1975 
and the first quarter of 1976, they will 
be getting 6.4 percent more. The boost 
is an automatic one, tied to the Labor 
Departm ent's consumer price index.

Nationwide, the hike amounts to $5 
billion a year in added benefits. In 1975 
the automatic cost of living adjustment 
was 8.0 percent and the cost, $5.7 
billion.

Together with the tax refunds, it 
means that some $35 billion will be 
pum ped into the economy in the 
months ahead.

The portion of it that will go to F'loyd 
C ounty re s id e n ts  figures out to 
approximately $1,4.50,000, based on the 
data for the local area.

The additional spending money is 
expected to give the Iwal economy, 
which is growing in strength month by 
month, a further upward push.

Flftii “A” 18 a special educational 
program which provides for the 
education of every child who is unable 
to profit from the regular school 
program under certain eligibility 
criteria. The Caprock Plan “A” 
Cooperative, which serves children in 
the Floydada, Lockney and Petersburg 
school districts, was formed to qualify 
for government funding under guide­
lines which call for a minimum 3,000 
Average Daily .Attendance.

Plan “A” was designed to serve 
individual needs of children age 3 to 21 
in 22 different categories, according to 
Ruth Lyde, educational diagnostician 
for the Caprock Co-Op. The categories 
include visually, orthopedically, audi­
torily, physically, and speech handicap­
ped children; emotionally disturbed 
and m entally  re ta rd ed  children; 
m inim ally brain dam aged s tu d en ts ; 
and “ LLD" s tu d e n ts  -those with 
specific Language Learning Disabili­
ties. Language Learning Disabilities 
include disorders known as dyslexia, 
dysnomia, dysgraphia, dyscalcula and 
many other term s used by different 
people who have studied this type of 
children.

The term “learning disabilities" does 
not indicate mental retardation. In fact, 
students with learning disabilities are 
usually of average or above intelligen­
ce. These children have difficulty 
taking in, sorting out and connecting 
information from the world around 
them. Often these disabilities affect 
just about everything the children do.

There have been rumors that Plan 
“A” programs all over the state were to 
be closed down. That’s not the case, 
accoiding to Mrs. Lyde, but “...there 
has been evidence that programs for 
LLD students may be cut out -they  
have already been cut back in some 
districts,” Mrs. Lyde said. “So far they 
have not been here. We're still funded 
at the same rate we have been, but we 
don't know about the future.”

F.liminating the LLD programs 
would affect 124 of the 307children 
now served by Caprock Plan “A” 
C^-Op, Mrs. Lyde said. “Some people 
call programs like this 'frills’ -but the 
parents ol these children know it’s 
necessary," Mrs. Lyde said.

So while the total Plan “A" program 
is not in danger, there is a chance that 
part of its services may be curtailed, 
something the Caprock Co-Op pers,..i 
nel don’t want. “We’re sold on what 
we’re doing. We believe in it because 
we’ve seen it help so many children," 
.Mrs. Lyde declared.

Parents of children who 
might stop receiving help under 
Plan “A" funding if services are 
cut back have been asked to 
contact their state represenU- 
tives and senators or wriU:

The Plan “A” concept stresses 
individual instruction for each child. 
Each receives special training and 
instruction (1) on his level, [2] at his 
pace, and 13] according to his needs.

There are 138 children in Plan A 
programs in Floydada, 95 in Lockney, 
and 74 in Petersburg. There are 23 
teachers, 10 teachers’ aides, and four 
supportive personnel in the Caprock 
Plan "A” Cooperative.

S upportive  personnel, who have 
offices at Della P la ins School in 
F loydada, are Plan “A" Director Jerry  
Cannon, Educational Supervisor Jo  Hal 
Brown, Counselor Mary Degge and 
Educational Diagnostician Ruth Lyde.

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7 6  Wheat Prospects Down 
As Harvest Begins in Texas

AUSTIN-The 1976 wheat 
harvest in Texas and the U.S. 
got underway recently with 
the first load being harvested 
in Frio County in South 
T e x a s ,  A g r i c u l t u r e  
Commissioner John C. White 
has announced.

The size of the Texas 
wheat crop as well as profit 
prospects are down, White 
reported.

A 70.2 million bushel 
crop is forecast for the state 
this year, half the size of last 
year’s record crop.

A drouth earlier in the 
season ruined dryland wheat 
fields in the Panhandle and 
other parts of the state, and 
recent rains throughout the 
wheat producing areas of the 
state came too late to help 
the winter crop.

Wheat prices at the 
producer level are in the 
$3.50 per bushel range, and 
some farm economists are 
looking for a price around 
$3.25 during the harvest 
season.

The lack of exports and 
good wheat crop conditions 
throughout the world are 
given as reasons for the 
softening wheat prices.

Stocks of wheat are up, 
both in Texas and the 
nation. State wheat stocks of 
51.4 million bushels are 
almost double what they 
were a year ago at this time.

Wheat stocks throughout 
the nation are 42 percent 
higher than a year ago and 
71 percent higher than two 
years ago.

The U S. Department of Agriculture recently fixed at 38.92 
cents per pound the base Commodity Credit Corporation (CCC) 
loan r^c for 1976-crop upland cotton at average U.S. location. 
Also revealed was the schedule of premiums and discounts 
that will apply to cotton in grades and staples above and be­
low the base, plus the discounts for cotton outside the tender- 
able micronaire range of 3.5 to 4.9.

Strict Low Middling 1-1/16 inch cotton is used by CCC as 
the base quality. Freight differentials for warehouse locations 
across the Belt were not announced, but PCG officials later 
learned there will be a .07 cents per pound location differen­
tial for Lubbock-area warehouses, giving the High Plains area 
an effective base loan of 38.85.

The High Plains loan rate for 1976 is 2.85 cents higher than 
the 36 cents in effect for the 1975 crop. However PCG calcula­
tions show that greater discounts for some qualities and micron­
aire readings, assuming an average High Plains crop, will re­
duce the net loan increase for area farmers from 2.85 cents to 
something like 2.7 cents.

For cottons stapling 15/16 of an inch or longer and grading 
Strict Low Middling White and better or in any of the Light 
Spotted categories, discounts either were left unchanged from 
1975 or were changed only slightly. Discounts on all staples of 
29/32 and below were made more severe, with increases rang­
ing from .05 cents per pound in the better grades to a maxi­
mum of .65 cents for the lower descriptions.

There are also greater discounts for all 1976 cottons grad­
ing Strict Good Ordinary and below, or Spotted, with increases 
in a range from .10 to .60 cents per pound.

The chart below shows physical 1975 and 1976 loan prices 
that will apply to 95 of the 261 cotton quality combinations 
that carry individual loan quotations in the CCC schedule. Also 
shown are micronaire discounts for both years.

Today, electric carts hum 
over golf courses. Tomor­
row, millions of non-poluting 
electric cars may buzz along 
the highways.

Soon after the turn of the 
century -in 1910 -there were 
nearly 100 electric car 
manufacturers in this coun­
try. But by the th irties 
electric buggies were re­
placed by larger, faster, 
gas-run cars. The trend in, 
England, though, is already 
reversing itself. There are 
70,000 electric cars and 
trucks already on the road 
there.

Although about a thou­
sand Americans commute to 
work in electric cars these 
day’s there are serious 

drawbacks. Most models 
have a limited travel range 
of 35 miles before recharing 
is necessary.

At a government’s Argon- 
ne National Laboratory, 
engineers have now develop­
ed a superbattery, made of 
lithium-based cells, which 
delivers five times the 
power of conventional lead- 
acid batteries. Recharging- 
after 120 to 150 miles -can

be done overnight by 
plugging the car’s “engine” 
into a 220-volt electrical 
outlet.

The new battery  has 
already been used success­
fully in at least one 1975 
model car. The battery is 
three feet long and weighs 
much less than the conven­
tional type.

C R O S B Y T O N  r e v i e w

Well, it’s that time of year . . . the 

time of year when the wind and sand 
blows; clouds are in the sky every 
other day; and lightning, thunder, and 
rain (I hope) are mixed in. And, if you 
are new to “ CBing” you may not know 
it but that lightning could cost you 
anywhere from $25 to thousands, not 
to mention your life, if it hits your 
antenna.

Perhaps this article should have 
been entitled “ protecting radios from 
electrical discharges," because that is 
what lightning is the ultimate form of. 
But there are other forms of static 
discharges, as everyone who has ever 
drug his feet across the carpet then 
touched a door knob knows. Because 
of the nature of its structure, co-axial 
transmission line (RG 8-V and RG 
58-V) will accumulate static electricity 
along its length.

Although this type of charge is 
usually low in ampherage, in your coax 
it can build up and become quite a 
spark when it discharges. This buildup 
usually occurs during sand storms and 
thunder storms. (When lightning does 
not strike your antenna. We will get 
into what happens when it does in a 
minute.) If your antenna is connected 
to your radio when this discharge 
occurs the soark will try to jump the
smallest gap possible. This would be 
in the R.F.O. or “ final" stage of the 
transmitter -  usually inside of a 
transistor or a diode. These usually 
cost about $10, plus labor, which goes 
up every day.

However, most mobile and some 
base antennas have apparatices which 
dissipate static charges back into the 
atmosphere. Fiberglass antennas 
dissipate static along their whole 
length while steel antennas have a ball 
on their tip for this purpose. Under no 
circumstances should this ball be cut 
off. If an antenna must be shortened, 
always cut or grind off the base of the 
whip or stinger.

NO LIGHTNING CB DAMAGE IN
CAR
For the same reasons, lightning will 

not strike a car, lightning will not 
strike a CB in a car (although static can 
build up in mobile coax.) Lightning 
travels the path of least resistance (as 
all electricity will) and therefore 
strikes the tallest object that is a better 
conductor than the o-zone through 
which it is traveling (at 186,000 miles a 
second). And what could a lightning 
bolt like better than a solid aluminum 
antenna sixty feet in the air? (Answer: 
a solid aluminum antenna seventy feet 
in the air within a few feet of the 
other.)

Two of the easiest, most essential 
methods of lightning protection are: 1. 
Always, always use a steel or alum­
inum tower or mast and ground it with 
a five-foot copper, aluminum, or steel 
rod driven into the ground. Never 
mount an antenna on wood or plastic. 
This would cause the lightning to arc 
through your house. 2. Unhook your 
coax from your radio BEFORE the 
lightning reaches your area and place 
it in a thick walled glass jar. If you 
must unhook your coax during a storm, 
always use a long pair of cardboard 
fuse pullers and never touch the metal 
of the PL-259 (UHF) connector. Better 
still, if it is already lightning in your 
area leave it alone -  don’t even touch 
the radio to turn it off. Your life is 
worth more than your radio.

WHEN LIGHTNING STRIKES
W hat happens when lightning 

strikes a CB antenna that does not 
have DC ground? (A few omni’s and 
most beams have D.C. ground, a 
worthwhile investment that provides a 
direct connection between the radiator 
of the antenna and the mast or tower 
so lightning and static will not travel 
through the coax.) Answer: The light­
ning travels through the radiator into 
the core conductor of the coax and 
down to the U.H.F. connector. If the 
coax is unhooked from the radio, the 
air gap at the end of the connector 
offers less resistance than the foam 
inside the coax so the lightning will arc 
here and travel back up the copper 
braid, which is invariably grounded to 
the mast in the construction of the 
antenna, and down the mast or tower 
into the ground. If the coax still is 
connected to the radio the lightning 
will arc through the compact circuitry 
inside the radio. This probably will 
ruin the radio and may even catch your 
house afire.

If you want to keep your radio on 
during bad weather so you can listen

for the tornado watch on channel 5, 
there is something you can do to 
prevent lightning damage. And that is 
to install — correctly -  a lightning 
arrestor in you co-axial line. There are 
two types of lightning arrestors avail­
able for CB radios.

The first type is the common four or 
five dollar job which has a SO-239 
(female) connector at one end and a 
PL-259 (male) at the other with a 
grounding screw in the middle. This 
screw must be connected with heavy 
copper or aluminum wire to a rod 
driven into the ground. This arrestor is 
often •called the “ Blitz Bug’’ type. 
Concerning it, I once read that “ in 
case of direct strike, prayer is better.” 
This is usually true; however, they are

unbeatable for draining static charges 
out of co-axial and when used in 
conjunction with a D C . ground 
antenna provide satisfactory lightning 
protection. The “ Blitz Bug” may be 
installed at the antenna connector or in 
the co-axial line by using two PL-259s 
and a PL-258.

The other and best type CB light­
ning arrestor is the LA-1, which retails 
for around $40 to $45 for one. The LA-1 
can safely pass over 10 consecutive 
direct lightning strikes to the ground. 
This arrestor is similar to the ones 
used by commercial broadcasting 
stations. The LA-1 has two SO-239 
connectors so that it can be installed in 
the co-axial line at the point where it 
enters your house for added safety.

Both of these type lightning 
arrestors can probably be found locally 
from B&B CB Sales or from other local 
or area dealers.

So keep on modulating and keep a 
watchful eye on the sky.
