Mr. Carthel
A  South Plains pioneer, 

Mr. Francis Carthel, 89, died 
qu ietly  in the Lockney 
General Hospital on Sunday, 
October 10, 1976. Born in 
Cleburne Texas in 1887, Mr. 
Carthel m oved to F loyd  
County in 1905, with his 
parents in a covered wagon 
with a group of other early 
settlers. In the early days 
Mr. Carthel frequ en tly  
hauled freight from Lockney 
and Happy to the railroad in 
Canyon using a fre igh t 
wagon and mule team. A fter 
breaking a quarter section of 
virgin prairie, he farmed it 
continously for 71 years, and 
threshed gra in  for area 
farmers using steam and 
horse power. In 1971, the 
midwest old settlers and 
Threshers Reunion in Mt. 
Pleasant, Iowa designated 
Mri Carthel the Thresher of 
the Year in recognition o f his 
contributions to the settling 
of the South Plains.

monopolistic power. Because 
of their political clout, the 
big unions usually resort to 
strikes or the threats of 
striking as their first move 
in collective bargaining.

S trikes against g o ve rn ­
ment at any le ve l are 
different from strikes again­
st the private sector. In the 
first place, the public gets 
hurt since th ere  are no 
corporate pro fits  against 
which to m easure the 
unions’ demands. Secondly, 
the taxpayer's wallet is the 
source of whatever addi­
tional cost is involved.

An independent research

r ° u p  has gathered figures 
from the Bureau of U b o r 
sta tis tics  on what has 
happened in the 34 States 
where governm ents are 
required by law to engage in 
collective bargaining. The 
report shows four interre­
lated trends over the last 
several years.

1. A dramatic increase in 
the number of state and local 
employees.

“ 2. An increase in 
unionization. Since 1956, the 
number of employees in the 
public sector has increased 
six-fold.

“ 3. A  trend tow ard 
legislation  g iv in g  these 
unions more power in 
dealing with governments

at all levels. During the 
period surveyed all but 7 of 
the 34 States which have 
such laws or executive 
orders outlawed strikes by 
public employees and even 
those 7 imposed some 
restrictions.

“4. A  sharp increase in the 
number of strikes against 
the public even in such 
states w here strikes are 
prohibited by law.”

“In every state except 
one," the Council says, 
"passage of a compulsory 
public sector bargaining law 
has resulted in increased 
strike activity.”  The figures 
show that the number of 
strikes in states with 
collective bargainint; laws

has been consistently great­
er than in those without.

Even if there were no 
strikes, there is a danger in 
allowing public employees to 
become putty in the hands of 
the big national unions 
which have no interest in the

local community but only for 
power brought about by the 
size of the union. I f  public 
sector collective bargaining 
proves to be the wave of the 
future then we are going to 
have to keep these dangers 
in mind or else like the 
horrible example of New 
York City-ordinary citizens 
w ill be working for the 
unions.

NOTE: Under the law, 
this type of mailing is 
prohibited 28 days before 
the election. It will, there­
fore, be necessary to 
suspend this letter.

B ingham ,
A c t in g  R eg ion a l C om m is­
sioner o f Customs, said the 
narcotic, o f very high purity, 
is the largest amount o f 
brown heroin ever seized in 
Texas.

The drug was seized early 
Friday evening. October 1.
An announcement was de­
layed while Federal narco­
tics agen ts  a llow ed  the 
smugglers to proceed and 
followed the drug to its 
destination-Chicago.

T w o  men have been 
arrested and are in Federal 
custody for attempting to 
smuggle the narcotic. A  29 
year old Mexican national, 
driver of the 1973 Pontiac 
Ventura in which the drug 
was hidden, was detained 
when the car was searched.
An accom plice, a lso a 
Mexican national, was ar­
rested after he used a taxi to 
transport luggage in the car 
to the U.S. side o f the 
border. This was done to 
make it appear that the 
smugglers car had not been 
to the interior o f Mexico.

GRAIN STORAGE-Watch­
ing the moisture content of 
grain crops as well as taking 
simple precautions can in­
sure safe storage a fter 
harvesting, says an agricul­
tural engineer for the Texas 
Agricultural Extension Ser­
vice. Harvesting grain at a 
moisture content of 18 per 
cent or above can greatly 
increase harvesting e ff ic i­
ency. H ow ever, for safe 
storage, these moisture 
percentages are suggested:

corn, 13: flax, 8; rice, 12.5; 
sorghum, 12-14; soybeans. 
11-12; sunflowers, 8; and 
wheat, 12 14. The higher the 
grain temperature and moi­
sture content, the quicker 
the grain must be dried 
mechanically to prevent 
mold.

What One 
Person 
Can Do

Preserving the 15-miIlion- 
year-old species of Right 
Whale has become a 
full-time occupation for 
zoologist R oger Payne. 
Since 1970, supported by the 
New York Zoological Society 
and the National Geographic 
Society, he and his wife 
Kathy and their four young 
children have traveled the 
South Atlantic where the 
“ m agnificent monsters of 
the deep” still survive.

The “Right Whale,” ex­
plains Dr. Payne, got its 
name years ago for economic 
reasons. It was the “right 
whale to kill” . But now, 
whaling is “an unnecessary 
occupation," according to 
Dr. Payne. He says that 
there is an alternative to 
every product supplied by 
whales and these alternat­
ives, “ both natural and 
synthetic, are far more 
abundant than the products 
that come from whales.”

a species.”

Roger Payne urges citi­
zens to speak up for 
endangered species like the 
Right Whale. “As time goes 
on," he says, “ we are 
beginning to realize that we 
are not the star of the show.

When you study an animal 
like the whale, you begin to 
become a bit more humble.”

A JOINT 25<ounty High Plains cotton 
production estimate of 1,786,000 bales 
was issued here Monday by the Lubbock 
Cotton Exchange and the Plains Cotton 
Growers Inc. (PCG).

The October estimate, taking into ac­
count the effects of last week’s abnormal­
ly early freeze, is down about 11 per cent 
from the September forecast of 2,005,000 
bales.

But the prospective production still is 
up trom last year's short crop of 1,420.200 
l».tlts and the 10-year average annual out­
put of 1.647.087 bales.

In addition to last week's cold, hail last 
month cut into the crop potential, offi­
cials said

Many unopened bolls which are mature 
in size may be rather light in weight, an 
exchange-PCG spokesman said, as a re­
sult of the permanent interruption in the 
fiber maturation process in the freeze 
areas.

Acres for hanest, following adjust­
ments based on new reports on certifica­
tions of acres by farmers, are estimated 
at 2.507,500, This is up 4.500 acres from 
last month's estimate. The harvested 
acreage last year was 2.444,750 and the 
10-year average is 2.051.675.

Yield Drops .Slightly
Yield is projected at an average of .141 8 

pounds of lint per acre, against b>t 
month's estimate of .‘184.5 pounds and b 'l 
year's low 279 pounds

The production estimate is based "u

current conditions, officials said, not on 
the crop situation as of Oct. 1.

Warm, open weather could limit the 
damage to fiber quality as a result of last 
week's freezing and near freezing tern 
peratures, according to a cotton scientist 
with the Texas Agricultural Experiment 
Station.

Dr. Levon Ray of Lubbock. “ But tjiuliu 
of the mature cotton, except for a fi s\ 
small, late-set bolls at the top nf ihc 
plant, could be helped.”

He acknowMged. however, that there 

probably will be a slight overall reduction 
in quality across the High Plains cotton 
producing region.

Ray said that approximately 80 per cent 
of the crop already had been made and 
one-half or more of the plants in the re­
maining 20 per cent have “ enough leaves 
to make some fiber.”

For plants that do not have enough 
leaves to contribute to fiber develop­
ment, favorable weather the past three 
days should help bolls dry out and open, 
he added.

Verticillium wilt still is a problem 
throughout the area said the cotton scien­
tist. Because of the poor weather last 
week, it has become progressively worse.

“ This also will mean lower micronaire 
readings.”  Ray said, “ and it could reduce 
yields as much as 10 per cent.”  

Micronaire. a measure of fiber fine­
ness. Is an important lint quality factor

which is directly affected by cotton matu­
rity.

On the bright side, prices are well 
above year-earlier levels.

Market QuoUtions Up 
Spot market quotations, which 

marched steadily higher during the 
spring and summer months, closed last 
week at a national average of 79.36 cents 
per pound on the base quality.

This was up about 28 cents per pound, 
or 1140 per bale, from the year-earlier 
levels.

Harvesting of com on the High Plains 
has passed the halfway mark, but sorgh­
um cutting has just begun.

Grain farmers have concentrated on 
getting the com crop out of the field be­
cause of falling plants due to stalk rot and 
damage by the southwestern com borer.

Grain sorghum officials estimated that 
volume harvest activity will begin some­
time this weekend for milo.

“ Tests farmers and ranchers 
«te  deeply concerned about low 
^>ricet and the bleak outlook for 
nest year.”  T es ts  Farmers 
Union President Jay Nanun of 
Waco said today.

According to the sUte farm 
leader. Tests fanners recognize 
that their problems relating to 
wheat, feed gram  and rice 
prices are a direct result of the 
policies of the Ford administra­
tion and Secretary of 
Agriculture Butz.

“ Farmers see President Ford 
as the man who embargoed 
their grain esports and drove 
the price down at a time when 
there was an adequate supply

for the American consumer. The 
labor unions never had the 
opportunity to make good on 
their threat not to load ships, 
because the Administration 
announced its refusal to sell 
grain,”  Naman said.

process for treating cotton 
makes denim wrinkle-proof 
and shrink-resistant.

The process, w ith the 
trademark “Sanforset," has 
met with such good con­
sumer response that already 
there is a shortage of the 
material.

Cotton Incorporated, the 
fiber company o f U. S. 
cotton producers, is adverti­
sing and promoting products 
made with the "Sanforset” 
process to help secure more 
markets for cotton produc­
ers.

"The ‘Sanforset’ process 
also has great potential for 
helping cotton regain other 
-----1" ' ‘ ~ " says James P.markets,"

Hangley, Cotton Incorpora­
ted director o f apparel mill 
marketing.

“A  successful process for 
im parting durable press 
finish to 100 percent cotton 
products could probably 
create a total market for 
more than 2 billion yards of 
cotton  goods-enou gh  to 
requ ire  an ex tra  m illion 
bales o f co tton ," says 
Hangley.

"O f  course that's  not 
feasible right now, but that 
is the potential."

Fabrics treated by the 
“ S an fo rse t" process are 
cu rren tly  ava ilab le  only 
from Burlington Mills. The 
Blue Bell Corporation  is 
buying the fabric and using

it in its jeans, which are 
marketed under its Wran­
gler “ No Fault" label and its 
S ed ge fie ld  "D o  N o th in g ”  
label. The H. D. L e e  
Company is using the fabric 
for its “ Lee-Set" garments.

The new process is 
esp ecia lly  im press ive  b e­
cause it leaves the fabric 
with a soft feeling, or a good 
“ hand,”  comments Hangley.

The treated fabric also 
fades faster than regular 
denim to achieve the faded 
look that many young 
buyers want in jeans, says 
Hangley.

Burlington  is in sta llin g  
new line o f equipment to 
meet demand for the fabric 
and Riegel and Graniteville 
are purchasing the equip­
ment, Hangley says.

Potential for use of the 
new treatment could run as 
high as 90 million yards, or 
48 million garments, accord­
ing to Hangley.

ness and fading.”

This is only the second 
year that “ Sanforset”  fabrics 
have been available, says 
Hangley.

Th e process in vo lv es  
applying cold liquid ammo­
nia to cotton  fabrics, 
followed by compression o f 
the fabric to reduce shrink­
age and remove wrinkles.

The process was develop­
ed by a Norwegian company 
and licensed to  C luett, 
Peabody & Co. in the United 
States. The Sanforized Co. is 
a subsid iary o f C lu ett, 
Peabody.

Textile mills will probably 
use it next on corduroys, but 
in the future it could be used 
on sheets and dress shirts, 
he says.
