WASHINGTON (UPI) — Prices
farmers get for the crops and animals
they raise rallied in December but still
wound up lower than a year ago.

That report from the Agriculture
Department Thursday did nothing to
alter the department's forecast that
food prices will stabilize this winter,
rise in the spring and wind up in 1977
averaging 3 to 4 per cent above this
year's — a modest increase by recent
standards.

The department reported that raw
farm prices rose 3 per cent in the
month ending Dec. 15, breaking a five-
month slump which had brought
farmers’ prices down 12 per cent.

Nonetheless, the year-end price level
was 4 per cent below where it stood this
time in 1975.

The farm price report generally

serves as a rough indicator of coming-
trends in retail food prices but does not
always point to immediate changes
Supermarket prices are affected by
other factors such as marketing costs.

Government economists predict
retail food prices will be fairly stable
during the winter but will rise in the
spring

For 1977 as a whole, retail prices are
expected to average 3 to 4 per Cent
above this year — not quite as much as
the relatively moderate increase in
1976.

The 3 per cent rise in average farm
prices in December came after declines
in four of the previous five months.

The increase was led by prices for
hogs, cattle, corn, soybeans and eggs.
Those increases were partly offset by
lower prices for wheat. oranges. milk
and vegetables.

A comparison of farm prices with the

cost of things farmers buy also showed
farm product values rose from 66 per

cent of the “fair earning power’’ parity
level in November to 68 per cent of
parity.

The November level was the lowest
since 1933 and the cause of much farm
grumbling.

The 1976 average is the lowest since
1971

Many economists discount the value

of the parity ratio as an indicator of the
health of the farm economy because it
is based partly on economic
relationships going back more than half
a century.

But many farm leaders point to the
parity figures as a sign that farm com-
modity prices have been losing ground
to farm costs.
