Preston Smith 

Tosses Hat
Former Governor Preston 

Smith W ednesday an­
nounced that he is a candi­
date for the Democratic nom­
ination for Governor of the 
State of Texas.

Governor Smith’ s state­
ment follows;

"S ix years ago Texas stood 
at a crossroad. We had laid 
the groundwork that would 
lead to an equitable school 
finance system, a new prop­
erty tax structure and a 
statewide energy policy. Per­
sonal leadership by the Gov­
ernor’ s office, an enlight­
ened legislature and mean­
ingful board appointments, 
combines with citizen effort 
gave us a jump on the most 
important decade in the his­
tory of Texas.

"Today, however, after six 
unproductive years, three 
leg is la tive sessions, and 
countless board appoint­
ments we still stand at that 
same crossroad. The care­
taker Governor who has held 
office for nearly six years has 
not seen fit to provide or 
inspire the type of leadership 
that would move Texas for­
ward.

"Every Texan has a wide 
range of motivations. We can 
feel fear, doubt, insecurity, 
and prejudice when there is a 
leadership vacuum, but we 
have the capacity for cour­
age. hope, compassion, con­
fidence and understanding 
when our leadership is 
dynamic.

" A  governor can extract 
either group of these charac­
teristics from the people by 
his action or inaction. Our 
present caretaker Governor 
has chosen not to lead or 
inspire us at all but rather to 
leave us at that six-year-old 
crossroad with our head in 
the sand.

"W e  have no new state 
taxes, but find me a man or 
woman in Texas whose local 
taxes haven’t gone up be­
cause of inflation. The pre­
sent state pay-a-you-go bud­
get is running at an all-time 
high not because of sound 
management processes but 
because of windfall returns 
on Texas oil and inflation on 
gcHxls and services gener­
ated by the state. If the 
present governor wants to 
take credit for no new taxes 
he should also take credit for 
the financial devastation 
caused by inflation.

"During these years our 
caretaker Governor has 
adopted a "ge t tough" policy 
for criminals, so the crimin­
als have gotten tough and the 
crime rate is as high as it has 
ever been.

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Hale Seeks To Avoid
Seeding Cancellation

Despite the fact that the 
Texas Department o f Water 
Resources terminated the 
weather modification permits 
for two South Plains cloud 
seeding firms last Wednes­
day. the results o f overwhel­
ming opposition to cloud 
seeding voiced by the coun­
ties involved in recent vo­
ting, Plainview officials ap­
pear hellbent on defying the 
will o f the majority.

The TDWR cancelled the 

permits of Atmospherics, 
Inc., of Littlefield and Plains 
W e a th e r  Im p r o v e m e n t  
Association of Plainview.

The "p eop le 's " decision 
came last month when resi­
dents living within the seed­
ing area overwhelmingly de­

feated weather modification 
in the seven Panhandle coun­
ty elections 9340 to 1671.

The vote ranged from 123 
to 1 against hail suppression 
in two Randall Countv pre­
cincts to a 57 per cent margin 
in favor of cloud seeding in 
portions of Lamb County.

The Lamb County permit 
was included in the TDWR 
cancellation as was that of 
Hale County where both the 
Plainview City Council and 
Hale County Commissioners 
Court voted to allow weather 
modification.

The election, provided for 
by legislation passed last 
spring has given the oppor­
tunity to the people of the 
area to finally settle the 
long standing dispute over 
state regulation of hail sup­
pression. This would be the 
first time in seven years 
there w ill be no hail suppres­
sion programs in the High 
Plains area.

Proponents of cloud seed­
ing contend that cloud seed­
ing decreases hail and in­
creases rainfall. Opponents 
say weather modification lit­
erally "k ills "  a storm cloud, 
thus depriving farmers of 
rain that would have fallen.

An official of Plainview- 
based PW IA said that the 
group may take the DWR to 
court if they terminate hail 
suppression activities in Hale 
County. Hale County Com­
missioners Court refused to 
call an election after it was 
presented with an election 
petition , contending that 
"there 's  nothing to vote on ."

" I f  they take away the 
Hale County permits, we will 
fight them with all ferocity." 
said Koyce Carthel. an officer 
o f PWI..\. " I f  necessary we 
will fight it all the way to the 
highest court because hail 
suppression was never voted 
down in Hale County."

Bruce B igelow , acting 
counsel for the DWR, said 
that as he interprets the 
weather modification statute, 
it would be two ycars-before 
operators could apply for 
another permit in the target 
are.is which voted against 
the operation.

Officials from PW lA  met 
Friday in Austin with the 
new commissioner of the 
DWR to point out ''flaw s'* in 
the commission's interpre­
tation of the law which 
resulted in the cancellation of 
the permits.

Tw o questions w ere 
raised, according to Carthel. 
The hail suppression pro­
ponents questioned the set­
ting o f varying election dates 
instead of one particular date 
for the vote. Also pointed out 
was that the permit o f PW IA  
was cancelled before a vote 
was taken in Hale County.

PW IA officials arc attemp­
ting to get the WRC to 
reinstate their 1977 permit 
for all of Hale County, the 
southwestern part of Floyd 
and the southeastern part of 
Castro counties.

Another m eeting is 
planned soon betw een  
PW IA . the full Department 
O f Water Resources Com­
mission and opponents of 
weather modification.

Opponents argue that in 
order for a particular area to 
participate in cloud seeding 
effectively, the cloud seeding 
must be done NOT just over 
the target area but also over 
adjacent areas that are op­
posed to cloud seeding. Op­
ponents also contend that if 
the ram cloud over a particu­
lar area is aborted, it conse­
quently affects the area dow n 
stream that might be due for 
a shower. Since most Swi­
sher ram comes from the 
southwest, if clouds are see­
ded over Hale. Lamb and 
Castro counties and dissi­
pated. Swisher's chances of 
rainfall are diminished.

The battle lines are drawn 
primarily between areas w ith 
giHxl underground water and 
dryland areas. The areas 
with underground water are 
said to be willing to forego 
ram m order to prevent hail 
since they can depend upon 
irrigation. The dryland areas 
must dcjiend upon rainfall 
even at the risk of hail

For a Texas farm er, dec 
iilinc what and how much to 
(iroduce is no simple deci 
sion.

Nowadays any farm er 
who wants to make a profit 
has to take a lot of thinKs 
into consideration before 
making any decisions. He 
must analyze not only the 
market situation in the U.S., 
but the market outliMik in 
the world and how it will 
a ffec t whatever erop or 
cro|)s he intents to produce.

For example, before a 
wheat producer plants his 
crop, he should look at the 
current and projected prices 
of i;rain in the U..S, and the 
world. What price can he 
expect at harvest time'.’ How 
much (jrain is bein(( consum 
ed in the U..S.? The world'.’ 
.•\r«‘ World Krain stocks hi((h 
or low'.’ W ill foreiKn countri 
es b«- (iroducing more or less

grain'.’ Is the export potent 
iai fo r  grain giKid or bad'.’

Other things producers 
should consider when mak 
ing production decisions in 
elude long range weather 
forecasts, the projected 
world birth rate and the 
possible e ffe c ts  of govern 
ment programs on market 
conditions.

Only when a producer has 
analyzed all relevant inf or 
mation ran he make wise 
management decisions on 
crop production. Then he 
can estimate how much it 
will cost to produce the crop 
and how much profit he ran 
exjiect.

I tensions must also be 
made on various cultural 
(iractices. such as the use of 
fertilizer and herbicides. 
w h»-n and how to market the 
crop, and whether or not to 
use forw ard or futures con

tracts.
To make the best deci 

sions in ail these cases, we 
point out the necessity fo r  
keeping g(M>d production and 
cash flow records.

Without giHtd records, 
farm ers are just 'shiMiting 
in the dark' in making man 
agement decisions. Kecords 
of past years will hopefully 
re flect whi’re ini[irovements 
can b<- made. .-Vnd cash flow- 
records are essential fo r 
establishing a giHwl credit 
rating. Credit agencies of 
ten t>laee a lot o f emphasis 
on accurate cash flow re 
cords when granting loans.

(cotton) prices until well 
after harvest of the North 
Hemisphere crops."

In the meantime, they 
say, U..S. prwiucers will 
probably commit much of 
their 1977 78 crop to the 
government loan, "a useful 
device to carry an inventory 
and space out sales."

Ix'cause of the tremendous 
acreage of cotton in the late 
maturing and late harvest 
ing regions of W est Texas. 
Th«- amount of cotton stored 
in modules will also be 
substantial, and gins in Tex 
as, California and Arizona 
will be operating well into 
1978. making it difficult to 
pinpoint pr«*cise production 
levels until much later than 
normal."

Most major 
foreign producing countries 
have continued to report 
favorable conditions since 
the crop was planted, in­
dicating that a total world 
crop of 64.6 million bales is 
still a likely target, and 
could even be surpassed.

IxM)king at the cotton 
consumption picture, the 
Cotton Incorporated econo 
mists say that U.S. consum 
ption of 6.8 million bales is 
forecast for 1977 78, a slight 
increase over 1976 77 con 
sumption o f 6.7 million bales.

On the world scene, they 
say. the combination o f low 
textile industry profits in 
foreign countries, high cot 
ton prices in the previous 
season, and unsettled gen­
eral economic conditions is 
expected to restrict cotton 
consumption to 54.7 million 
bales, down slightly from 
the earlier prediction of 55.1 
million bales, but 400.000 
bales higher than in the 
1976 77 cotton year just 
ended.

This means. Cox (M>ints 
out, that export levels of 
U..S. cotton above 4 million 
bales will depimd on stock 
rebuilding in foreign import 
ing countries.

"F'oreign importing count 
ries will rebuild stocks and 
increase purchases from the 
United .States if they p«*r 
ceive improved textile bus 
iness and or low world cot 
ton planting in 1978 79," he 
adds.

"In  any case, nothing is 
likely to b«* certain until 
early 1978, and the course of 
events affecting the cotton 
market over the next 12 
months is highly defK*ndent 
on 1978 79 crop loan rates 
and government p«>licies. If 
loans are high enough to 
insure relatively strong U.S. 
plantings in 1978 79. foreign 
sli>ck rebuilding during the 
1977 78 season will b«‘ delay 
ed."

Debate Over The Panam a Canal

Editor's note: The Floyd Philosopher on 
his J ohnson grass farm joins the squabble 
over the Panama Canal, from a safe distance.

Dear editor;
Because everybody needs something to 

talk about till the regular football season 
starts, the month of August was devoted to 
talking about the Panama Canal. Fans with 
losing teams will probably continue talking 
about it all Fall.

The canal is not one of my major worries. 
I ’ve never been through it and have no plans 
to. Yet it generates a lot of hot debate.

People in favor of keeping it say we built it, 
we paid for it and it's ours. Others say so 
what, if the Panamanians want it, let them 
have it; our big oil tankers and war ships 
can’t squeeze through it anyway.

But in all the discussion I've not heard 
anybody get to the main point; is it making 
any money? Do we charge ship owners 
enough to pay for the upkeep? How many hot

checks are we holding from Kussian ships 
going through it? I f  there are a good many, 
have we thought of making it coin-operated?

J ust because we bought and paid for the 
canal is not necessarily an argument for 
keeping it. There are ranchers in this 
country who bought and paid for cattle three 
years ago they wish they could get their 
money back on now. There are city people 
who bought certain stocks they’d now like to 
unload on somebody else.

Before I make up my mind on the Panama 
Canal I'd like to see an operating statement 
on it

But if the Panamanians insist they’ve got 
to have the thing, that they’re fully capable of 
operating it, I ’ve figured out a deal. They can 
have it if they’ll take over Amtrak in this 
country too. If that doesn’t seem quite fair, 
we could maybe throw in the Postal Service 
also.
