Farmers, traditionally conservative

and reluctant to Join mast move­
ments, have decided th ^ ’U have to 
hang together or hang separately, 
French sald.“Pricc is running people 
off the farms,” he said, "and farmen 
involved in the movement have de­
cided it would be cheaper to let the 
land stay idle than to pour money into 
more crops to sell at Icaa than the 
price of production.”

French doubts whether a year’s 
production holiday would result in a 
wave of foreclosura on farm proper­
ty. "The collateral’s good, and o v «  
the past 40 or SO yean th en  have not 
been many foreclosures around here,” 
he said.

Meanwhile, at Waco, officials of the 
Texas Faim en Union issued a state­
ment applauding efforts of outof-state 
groups jo in l^  the protest 
movements. "We arc further encour­
aging all farmen to get involved In 
some phase of direct aetton," said Jay 
Naman, president of TFU."We 
welcome efforts of any group of 
farmen or farm wives seddng 100 per 
cent of parity,” Naman said.

Members of the group from the 
Texas Panhandle attending the Pueb­
lo protest meeting were active in a 
protest several weeks ago (the mail­
ing of boxes of wheat to President 
Carter) which w u  organized by local 
Farmen Union leaden, including 
Mn. Sheridan Hamly of Pampa.

Earlier this week, both Naman and 
Carroll Chaioupka of Dalhart, presi­
dent of the Texas Farm Bureau, said

neither organixatlon had experienced 
any loss of merobenhip because of the 
militant program of the American 
Agriculture organlatlon.

At that time, Chaioupka expressed 
hopes that prices of some of the things 
farmen must buy will come down 
when it becomes apparent they can’t 
buy at present prices.

He also said that not all provisions 
of the farm bill have been sj^Ued out, 
and said provisions (rf the bill may 
turn out to Include payments suf­
ficient to keep the farmer in business, 
although not at the scale to which he 
has become accustomed.

The "wait and see” position, how­
ever, had no audible takers among the 
hundreds of farmen, some of them ac­
companied by their families, who ate 
sack lunches at the fairgrounds at 
Rocky Ford before rollhig on to 
Pueblo to meet Bergland.

According to an Associated Press 
story, Beryl Tate, 47, a wheat farmer 
from Wal^ in southeast Colorado, 
said farmers are not worried about 
bank forecloaures

"The bank can finance us for a year 
of just living cheaper than they can 
wiOi us farming,” said Tate.

Lawrence Bitner of Springfield, one 
of the leaders of the movement, 
pointed out a major difficulty for or- 
ganizen. "It’s getting farm people to 
accept that word, ‘strike.'They’ve 
never believed in It But It’s time we 
took control of oitf lives,” he said.
