near the York river during the Civil 
War.

In 
addition to being a woman of great 
beauty Mary Washington aeemed to 
bare been a remarkable woman In 
many respects. “A silent, serious, 
woman, alio wna, self contained, self 
respecting, and reserved." says an 
Mrly writer. "During the forty alt 
gears of her widowhood she managed 
her household and farm without the 
assistance •* any adviser and reared 
her children to usefulness and honor, 
■nd saw them go forth Into the world 
equipped for Ita work and pain. That 
they each and all revered her. and 
■ought her council In every emergency 
la sufficient testimony of her worth 
and ability. Mrs. Washington's lack 
of personal ambition and her conatl 
tutlonal reserve were qualities which 
prevented her from becoming popu­
larly known to the public, even at s 
time when the people were eager for 
any opportunity to show her honor 
Dut no demonstration was ever made 
In her behalf and there Is but one In 
atnnce recorded when she appeared 
In public with her son “

Another tribute to Mary Waahlngton 
la contained In the statement of i.aw 
rem-e Waahlngton, of fhotank, who 
Wrote aa follows: “I was often here 
(at the home on the Rappahsnnoch) 
with George— his playmate, school

Of 
the mother I was more afraid thun 
of my own parents; she aived me In 
the midst of her kindness; and even 
now. when time has whitened my locks 
and I am the grandfather of a second 
generation. I could not behold that 
majestic Woman without feelings U Is 
ImiMisslbie to describe."

"Mother and son were much alike 
In character, personal appearance and 
conduct. Doth were wanting In hu 
niur and imagination, and both pos­
sessed In an extreme degree conscien 
tlousacss. gentleness and determina­
tion." says the writer previously re­
ferred to. More recent historians have 
shown that more than once during 
Washington's early life there was a 
clash of these two strong wills, hut 
there was a strong bond of affection 
between them, nevertheless.

At the outbreak of the Revolution 
Washington, realising the dangers 
which Ui« war would bring to Vir­
ginia. tried to Induce his mother to 
move Into town from her home on the 
Rappahannock opposite Fredericks' 
burg. She had previously declined the 
offer of a home with her daughter, 
Mrs. Hetty Washington Lewis, declaring 
that she preferred to rule her own 
home. Hut at last Washington's In­
sistence prevailed, and In March, 1775, 
he and bis slater moved her, still pro 
testing. Into a home In Fredericksburg, 
whl< h t t  ashlngton had bought from 
Michael and Kxther Robinson In 177Z 
it was a part of the original Kenmore 
estate. Hetty Lewis' home. The gar 
den was separated from the Kenmore 
garden by a fence and gate. Just as 
It was American women who erected 
the monument to Mary Washington, 
so It was s group of American worn 
en who have preserved the unpreten 
tlous cottage where Mary Washington 
lived from March, 1775, until August, 
178M

Although Mary Washington bad 
strenuously objected to leaving her 
plantation, site soon grew very fond 
of her little borne In Fredericksburg, 
and enjoyed being near her daughter 
and her church at which the was a 
constant and devoted attendant. It 
waa tn this home that she lived, far 
from the dangers her son was enrouu 
rering In the fight for liberty, but she 
waa In constant receipt from him of 
news of that struggle. Here she re­
ceived the courier to tell her of his 
splendid victory at Trenton, and It 
was hero that he came to her after 
the battle of Torktown. accompanied 
by French and American officers. It 
was on this occasion tbat for the one 
and only time she shared the honors 
that had come to her now famous son. 
A grand hall was given in his honor 
In Fredericksburg and the proad moth 
er, leaning on the arm of her son, waa 
the belle of tho evening.

It was here, too, that Marquis do

LaKa.vette came with Washington's 
nephew. Robert Lewis, to pay bis re­
spect* to the mother of the greatest 
American. She received the courtly 
Frenchman In her garden, met all his 
fine phrases with dignity and gave 
him her blessing when he bade her 
good by. As he left he said to a 
friend, "I have seen the only Roman 
matron of my duy."

It was in this little home, too, that 
the lust scene In the association of the 
Washington mother and son took 
place. In the spring of 1781), Charles 
Thompson, secretary of congress, ar­
rived at .Mount Vernon to notify 
Washington that he had been elected 
the first I’resldent o* the new nation. 
After preparing to accompany Thomp­
son to New York, then the capital of 
the United Stales, Washington rode to 
Freilerlcksburg to say good by to hla 
mother, ltoth knew that this would 
probably be the last time they would 
ft-.* eu< h other, Tor M iry W. -dilngton 
was then past eighty years o f age and 
suffering from cancer. After an affec­
tionate greeting between mother and 
son, so says one account, Washington 
said. “The |>cople. Madam, have been 
pleased, with the most flattering nnan- 
Imlty to elect me to the chief magis­
tracy of the United States; but liefore 
I can assume the functions of that of­
fice 1 have come to hid you an affec­
tionate farewell. So soon as the pub­
lic business which must necessarily he 
encountered In arranging a new gov- 
eminent, ran he disposed of, I shall j 
hasten to Virginia—"

“You will sec me no more," she In j 
terrupted him, “rny great age. and the ! 
disease which la rapidly approaching 
my vitala, warned me that I ahall not 
tie long In thla world I trust tn Lind 
i ara somewhat prepared for a better. 
Hut go. George, fulfill the high deslI 
nles which llcaven appears to ssslgn 
you. Oo. my son. and may that Heav­
en's snd your Mother's blessing he 
with you always." She died on Au­
gust 27, 17X*. and was buried In a 
spot on the Kenmore estate which alia 
herself had selected.

For many years the Mary Washing 
ton home ticlongod to various owners. 
In I8SK» an effort was made to take 
It down and erect It again at the 
World's Columbian exposition In Chi­
cago. The protest which this plan 
aroused resulted In the purchase of 
the hoase by the Association for the 
Preservation of Virginian Antiquities. 
Since that time It has been tn charge 
of a Fredericksburg branch of the aa 
social Ion which has opened tt to the 
public. l-ast year It was the scene 
of a special observance of Mother's 
Day, and future years may see this 
atiot become ■ national shrlna on 
Mother's Day ea< h year, when all 
Americans Join the women of Virginia 
In honoring the mother of the Brut snd 
greatest American.

Owners Replacing 
Old Spark Plugs

May 9 to 11 has been designated 
[as National Change Week for 1029. 
I>urlng that time millions of motor 
car owners will replace the spark 
plugs In their cars with new sets, hav­
ing learned by experience that the 
practice has advantages In economy 
and Improved engine performance.

One reason why spark plugs should 
be changed at least once a year Is 
shown In the accompanying photomi­
crographs of a spark plug's electrodes 
after tlint length of service.

The center electrode Is burned away. 
The ground electrode Is likewise pit­
ted and burned and Its surface Is no 
longer parallel to that of the center 
electrode. This results In a small 
spurk, of no great Intensity, and a 
gap setting altogether too wide for 
the apnrk to Jump under load condi­
tions, heavy pulls and rapid accelera­
tion. Obviously, the corrosion means 
a weaker spark, a heavy loss o power 
and wnste of fuel.

Exhaustive laboratory testa have 
proved thnt each spark plug tires Its 
charge more than 20.000.000 times In 
driving a car 10,000 miles.

The Intense heat, the ravages of 
chemical reactions which are set up 
and the tremendous mechnnlcal shock 
to which spark plugs are subjected 
In such on ordeal Inevitably take their 
toll.

The Insulator becomes encrustel 
with bits of enrbon. In Mine and 
with the nld of Intense temperatures 
these carbon particles Impregnate the 
surface of the Insulator, causing a 
partial short circuit.

drought on the range, such us tnuy 
he expected from time to time As a 
forage crop It stores Itself, und the 
three or four-year-old sections of th* 
plants nre relished by euttle.

Variety of Cactus.
Tlie prickly pear* are varieties ot 

caetu«, and may be divided rough It j 
Into spiny and spinele** forms, ac 
cording to Farmers’ Rulletin 1072 F 
“Prickly Pear a* Stock Feed." Just 1* l 
sued In a revised edition by the Unit 
ed States Department of Agriculture 
The “spineless" varieties are not ’ 
smooth but are relatively froe fron 
spine* and cuttle cun eat them with 
out Inconvenience. The custom ts ti ! 
hum the spines off the splng varie 
ties with a gasoline blowtorch or to 
chop them hy machinery.

Although able to survive seven 
droughts for months at n time, tin 
prickly pears require good water sup 
piles at some time each year. Thev ] 
do not thrive under severe cold, and j 
the spineless varieties, as a rule. d< 
not thrive If the temperature falls Is* 
low 20 degrees at any time. The 
spiny varieties may tolerate tempera 
tures five degrees lower. The Iwst 
prickly penr region In the United 
State* Is III Texas southward from 
the Edwards plateau.

Valuable as Feed.
In times of drought the prickly pear 

hns proved a great value in currying 
herds of entile until pasturage ts re­
vived hy rain. Prickly pear la grow­
ing In favor as a succulent forage 
that may take the place of silage In 
the ration, usually with a dry forage 
und a concentrate added In case of 
dairy cow*. In Texas some varieties 
of prickly i»ear will produce without I 
cultivation, tint cultivation la likely 
to prove profitable In developing s 
greater tonnage of econoinh-nl fi'cd. 
Prickly penr is propagated from cut 
tings, and the euttlngs are so bulky 
that freight costs are likely to prove

May Be Greatly Reduced

The thdiuna pxpertmeiit station and 
the United Staten lH*partinent of Airrl 
culture have shown that the condition j 

of the Roll has a clone relation to the 
dnuui^e from corn rot*. If the noil In 
uninfected and Itn fertility is Increased 
hy the Addition of lime and phon- 
phoru* where needed, the extent of 
the damage will he greatly reduced.

Crop rotation la generally heneflciml 
In cheeking the dnimige from disease 
Where corn rot* nre prevalent, clover i 
or ii legume crop nhould he grown In 
th#* rot*ith»n once every four yearn, 
und corn should not follow either corn j 
or wheat.

The Illinois and Indliinn experiment • 
stations have found that mine Mroin* i 
of corn nre damtiged far less than oth j 
cm hy the corn rota. Beginning with 
a strain which ha* j>os*lbillllea for Im 
provcm# nt, the continuous selection of 
mini from healthy plants may he c\ 
peeled eventually to produeo strains 
strongly resistant to these diseases.

Will Hail Braille as
Benefactor of Blind

Every blind person has reason to he 
thankful that. 117 years ago, a little 
boy of three beenme blind. For this 
year, says nn article In I-ondon An­
swers, Is the centenary of the Inven­
tion, by this same hoy, of the Braille 
sysem, which enables the blind to 
rend and write.

Lewis Braille was only twenty when 
he Invented hls famous system by 
which combinations of six dots form 
letters, numerals, punctuation marks, 
and musical signs. It Is now In gen­
eral use among the blind, and hooka 
on Ilrnllle can be obtnlned on all sorts 
of subject*.

But that does not exhaust the mnr- 
vet* of Rrnlllp. A blind shorthand 
writer, using the Braille system of 
shorthand, can “tnke down” ISO words 
n minute. And the most complicated 
mathematical problems run be worked 
out by means of the Braille numerals.

Yet It was not until 40 years nfter 
Its Invention that Braille was gen­
erally adopted among the blind In this 
country. Now, however. It* value la 
fully recognized, and the National In­
stitute for the Blind Is planning to 
celebrate the centenary of I-ewls 
Braille's great system.

Will Hail Braille as-
Benefactor of Blind

Every blind person has reason to he 
thankful that, 117 years ago. a little 
boy of three became blind. For this 
year, says an article In London An­
swers, Is the centenary of the Inven­
tion. by this same boy, of the Braille 
sysem, which enables the blind to 
read and write.

Lewis Braille was only twenty when 
he Invented his famous system by 
which combinations of six dots form 
letters, numerals, punctuation marks, 
and musical signs. It Is now In gen­
eral nse among the Wind, and hooks 
on Braille can be obtained on all sorts 
of subjects.

But thnt does not exhaust the mar­
vels of Braille. A blind shorthand 
writer, using the Braille system of 
shorthand, can "take down” 1 * '  words 
a minute, And the most complicated 
mathematical problems ran be worked 
out by means of the Braille numerals.

Yet It was not until 40 years after 
Its Invention that Braille was gen­
erally adopted among the blind In this 
country. Now, however, Its value ts 
fully recognized, and the National In­
stitute for the Blind Is planning to 
celebrate the centenary of Lewis 
Braille's great system.

I r e l a n d  R e v i v i n g  t h e  H a r p

Musicians of Ireland are trying to 
revive Ihe harp, once a favorite In 
(hat country, but waning In popularity 
In the last few years. The Royal Dub­
lin society recently gave a reellal to 
show the use of the harp in chamber 
music. The concerto by Bach was In- 
eluded In the program, and lending 
Irish musicians roundly welcomed the 
playing of the Instrument that haa 
long been considered essentially Irish. 
Among the younger generation the 
harp Is considered old fashioned. At 
the Eels Oeoll, the great musical 
event, harp entries are dwindling and 
advocates of the Instrument hope to 
bring It back to a recognition at least 
ns great as In other parts of the mu­
sical world.

M osquito  B i t s  C o res
After many years of disrepute ns a 

carrier of contagion, the mosquito Is 
beginning to emerge a# a friend of 
man. J .  F. Marshall, director of the 
British Mosquito Control Institute, de­
clares that a certain type of mosquito 
has recently been used In cases of 
general paralysis with considerable 
success. It was found that the fever 
resulting from s mosquito bite lessened 
paralysis, and some complete cures 
were effected.
