Tax Situation

Homesteaders living in
the Floydada Independent
School District are eligible
for a reduction in their school
taxes, but only if they apply
for it, according to Business
Manager Tom Cathey.

Notices to taxpayers resid-
ing within this school district
are anticipated ‘‘some time
in the future. We are waiting
to determine the legisla-
ture’s actions on exemptions.

‘“We certainly want all our
taxpayers to apply for the
exemption when the letters
are sent out,”’ Cathey notes.

The homestead exemption
was optional among Texas
taxing agencies until Jan. |
of this year. However, the
““tax relief amendment"’
(HJR-1) which voters in the
Lone Star State overwhelm-
ingly endorsed Nov. 7 pro-
vides that $5,000 be exempt-
ed from the market value of
the property in which the
owner lives.

Again Cathey emphasizes
that ““taxpayers will get the
exemption only if they
apply.”

$60 REDUCTION?

Based on last year's tax
rate in the Floydada In-
dependent School District,
““taxpayers would received a
$60 reduction in taxes’' un-
der the homestead exemp-
tion. This would be for
persons who own and reside
in a house.
