It was a dark night, cold and rainy. He
walks into a small neighborhood store run
by Mr. LLA. Goodperson, the father of three
children, ages four to eleven and the
husband of Mrs. Goodperson.

She had been very
compassionate with people, working as a
volunteer in the hospital and with old
people in homes. She was the only child of
Mr. and Mrs. Goodfellow.

The store manager, Mr. Goodperson,
was an orphan growing up, moving around
from home to home. He had worked very
hard to make a good home for his three
children and wife. He was a good father to
his children, served as a scoutmaster,
deacon of his church and a community
leader in charity groups for the orphan
children and other charity organizations.

In he walked, Mr. Im A. Sorry, he pulied
a gun from his coat and pointed it at Mr.
Goodperson and his two young friends that
he was talking with.

Mr. Im A. Sorry demands that Mr.
Goodperson give him all the money. Mr.
Goodperson, trying to avoid harm to
himself and his young friends, puts all the
money in a paper bag. The money totaling
$60.00 was given to Im A. Sorry and he was
then asked to leave and not harm Mr
Goodperson or the young friends.

Im A. Sorry looked at the three very
terrified people pleading with their eyes
not to harm them.

Mr. Im A. Sorry grinned and said,"'l
think you should die,”" and pulled the
trigger.

Mr. Im A. Sorry then fired two more
shots, both at the 19 year old boy. One
hitting Will Succeed in the chest, the other
in the head. He falls to the floor in a pool of
blood, dead, all life drained from his body.

The 17 year old girl was horrified at the
incident she had just witnessed.

Mr. Im A. Sorry grabbed the girl and
took her with him as he fled the store,
leaving behind him the hidious crime.

He drove the girl to a deserted farm
house where he forced her to submit to his
savage, brutal and perverted sex act.

Mr. Im A. Sorry carried out h|§
degrading and humiliating act on the 17
year old girl.

Afterwards he pulled his gun and shot
her three times,presumably dead.

The young girl lived long enough to
scratch her assailant’s license plate num-
ber on the floor before she bled to death.
She had also managed to scratch her
assailant while she fought him in the
attack.

Her body was found the next day by
hunters that notified the police. :

With all the evidence found along with
the murder weapon, Mr. Im A. Sorry was
convicted with three counts of capital
murder and sentenced to be executed for
his hidious actions. ¥

appealed the verdict and found that Mr.
Sorry's Constitutional Rights hl_d been
violated by a small technicality, his
attorney saying it was cruel and inhumane
for him to be executed for what he had
done.

Mr. Im A. Sorry got $60 in the robbery-
murder he committed, making the lives of
the three murdered victims worth only $20
a piece.

Wake up America, your lives depend on
it.

Gun legislation won't stop this kind of
crime. The only thing it will accomplish is
take away from you what little protection
you have against this kind of person. If
they know you don’t have a gun for self
protection, it will make their crime safer
and more appealing because you can bet
that they WILL have a gun.
