Earl and Lillie Bishop realize they have not
been married as long as some couples, but the 74
plus years they have lived together may be a
Floyd County record. \ A

"'I've heard that a preacher in Lubbock and his
wite have been married 80 years,” Bishop
explains. And, too, he has a neighbor who visited

with an Arkansas couple who had been married
80 vears

‘Isn’t it hard to live 74 years with the same
woman?"" the aiert Bishop was asked in jest.

“"We've just hardly had any trouble at all...
except tor that woman,” he replied teasingly,
pomnting to a daughter-in-law. Without doubt, the
Bishops are a close family

But there also is an independent streak in the
parents. Unknown to their five offspring, Earl
and Lillie Bishop recently sold the house they had

wned  since April 3, 1944, and purchased
another residence at 313 West Missouri.

SMALLER HOUSE

“"We got a chance to sell this house...a big
house and four lots are too much for a young
couple!™" said the good-natured Bishop, wearing
his customary smile. **When you move from a big
house to a small house, you've got problems,"" he

I'hat house at 600 East Virginia had been home
to the Bishops since they moved there 35 vyears
ago from Mount Blanco community, *‘two miles
over in Crosby County,** '

It was on that 200-acre Crosby County farm
that Earl and Lillie raised the last of their five
nidret

Within a month after their marriage
Tanuary 16, 190S in Franklin (Robertson County)

the voung couple were headed for West Texas
We landed February 14, 1905 in Haskell. Me
and three more boys rode on a freight car. Lillie
and her daddy came on a passenger car."’

I'he Bishops tarmed and ranched at Haskell 21
yvears before again heading west . . . to Blanco
Lcanvon

GOOD NEIGHBORS
l'here weren't too many people out here then,
but you knew evervbody,"" explains Bishop, who
makes friends easily. "It was different than it is
now. We have friends and neighbors far and near
all the way to Floydada, 25 miles away!"’

I'he slightly built Bishop worked his 200-acre
farm with horses and mules until **I traded for an

International '34 tractor. I swapped some
horses, mules, and sorghum seed for that tractor.

‘I used the tractor 11 years, then sold it for
more than I paid for it."”’

At this point, ‘I had to milk cows for a living
and to get money to buy gas to run that tractor
on."”

Like most of his neighbors, Bishop grew maize,
cotton, and wheat on his farm. He also raised
horses and mules.

‘I had 12 mother cows at the time of my farm
sale,”” he adds.

He was employed at an elevator seven years
“when we first came here (Floydada). 1 did
carpenter work, painted, and dug ditches .
anything to make a living."" Neither his pleasant
smile nor the zest in his voice disappeared as he
discussed those hard years.

GOOD LUCK WITH FAMILY
"1 guess we're the only couple living with
five generations five times."’

“Family'" is important to Earl Bishop.

“*Very few people, if any, have had such good
luck with their family,"" said the near-centenar-
ian. The couple's oldest son, Holt (Dink) Bishop
of Lakeview, "‘visited five grandmothers when he
was a baby."

T'heir oldest grandchild, Howard Gene Bishop
of Lakeview, ‘‘visited 13 grandmothers and
granddaddies as a baby.”" And one of the
Bishop's great-great-grandchildren has 13 gra-
ndparents, although *‘she hasn't visited all of
them."’

Bishop is from a family of 14 — **seven boys
and seven girls”’ — and his wife also came from a
family of 14 children — ‘‘five girls and nine
boys''. Eleven on each side lived to have their
own families, two to 11 children each.”

I'he 92-year-old Floydada man proudly ex-
plains that in the large families of his wife and
himself *'not a one has ever been tried in court . .
. that's something to proud of as a family.”

Three of the five Bishop offspring (or the
husband of one) followed in their father's
“ootsteps as a farmer: Holt of Lakeview, Lula
(Mrs. Riley) Teague of Floydada, and Davis
Bishop of Tahoka. The other two children are
Betty Howard of Lubbock and Tiny McGregor of
Marble Falls.

The Floydada couple also have 17 grandchild-
ren 38 great-grandchildrén, and five great-great
grandchildren.

“‘Flowers and yardwork have been her
hobby for years,'* Bishop noted of his wife. Their
yard reflects Mrs. Bishop’s green thumb talents.
They transplanted numerous flowers to “‘the new
house.”

They are
members of the Methodist Church, but *‘we
haven’t been able to go in so long I hope they
haven’'t kicked us out.”

Earl Bishop, 92, and his wife, who will be 91 in
July —— he was born September S, 1886, and
she was born July 14, 1888, both at Robertson —
will celebrate their 75th wedding anniversary
next Ja uary 16.

Treat Now To

Control Bagworms

Now is the time for homeowners to
start inspecting their trees for bag
worms. states County Extension Ento-
mologist Paul Treptow.

Bagworms feed on the foliage of

many trees, especially the evergreen
varieties. Many trees in the Floyd
County area were badly damaaged by
these 'pcsts last year. Small bagworms
hatch in late spring or early summer
from old bags left on the tree during the
winter. Young worms spin silken sacs
and attach small bits of leaves or twigs
to the outside. The bagworm carries this
sac wherever it goes. Later in the year,
full grown larva attach to the tree gnd
pupate within the bag. After some time
the male bagworm moths emerge a})d
mate with females which remain inside
the bag. The female then lays eggs
inside the bag to start the cycle over
ain.
ag,‘\pplicatinn of insecticides should be
made when small worms are first
observed. Chemical controls are not
effective on the nldg( and 'larger
pagworms. A few insecticides which are
available locally for ‘use on .bagworms
are malathion, sevin, diazinon, and
dipel. The homeowner sh(\lllld 'rcad the
label to insure proper application rates
and to be certain that the tree being

treated will not be damaged by the

insecticide.

that a volunteer, Joyce Williams, has
made an outstanding contribution to the
quality of life for nine children in her
community.

It came to Mrs. Williams' attention
that the mother of these children had
abandoned them. They ranged in age
from 12 years to 13 years, and their
father is a laborer who works long
hours. Mrs. Williams teaches Vocation-
al Home Economics at the Della Plains
Development Center in Floydada each
weekday, but she began to go on
Saturdays and help the children bring
some order to the house.

She helped them list the jobs most
essential to running a household. These
included meal preparation and laundry
which were assigned to the older girl
and a vounger helper. Other duties,
usually assigned to a pair including an
older and a younger child included
dishwashing, carrying out the trash,
sweeping, carrying in water, hanging
out clothes.

Mrs. Williams taught them all to sew
on buttons, can vegetables, organize
their clothing by putting each child’s
clothing in a separate wooden box under
the bed. She taught basic sanitation,
personal cleanliness and hygiene (to
take a bath regularly, even if several
had to use the same water and then to
wash their socks in the soapy water).

She helped with some homely and
practical things like patching rat holes
in the floor with flattened tin cans, how
to protect the new mattress from the
bare springs and increase warmth by
placing newspapers between the mat-
tress and springs.

Mrs. Williams and the children
painted the girls’ bedroom and put up
paneling in the kitchen. They also took
an inventory of school clothes and
planned wardrobe needs for the three
girls and were able to outfit them pretty
well for school for about $100.

Mrs. Williams taught them to keep a
photo album and a scrapbook of report
cards (some of them excel at school) and
school work and family records and to
value their family history. She also saw
that they had transportation to church
regularly.

In addition to all of this Mr. and Mrs.
Williams frequently take two or three of
the children at a time into their home on

weekends.

Her help, no doubt, has enabled
these children to stay together, with
their father and to learn many important
concepts that will help them throughout
their lives.

The value of this calibre of involve-
ment is priceless and cannot be estima-
ted. It appears that the case is about to
be closed.

Under unsafe processing
conditions, the bacteria can
survive.

Once that happens, the
bacteria is sealed into con-
tainers with the processed
food. There it grows —
without air — and produces a
deadly poison.

Needed: Conservation

More than half of the nation's
cropland, forests, pastures and range-
land need increased conservation treat-
ment to reduce soil erosion and improve
water quality, Assistant Secretary of
Agriculture M. Rupert Cutler said
today.

Announcing tne first results of a 1977
national inventory of land resources by
the department’'s Soil Conservation
Service (SCS), Cutler said nearly 900
million acres of non-federal land need
conservation work, about the same as a
decade ago.

““‘But there have been significant
changes in the kinds of land needing
treatment,'” he said.

Cropland acres that need
conservation treatment declined from
64 percent in 1967 to 58 percent in 1977,
he said. But forest lands needing
wreatment climbed from 62 to 67 percent
in the same period, and {he pasture and
range land needing treatment rose from
71 to 75 percent, Cutler said.

The SCS National Resource
Investories, which cover all non-federal
land in Puerto Rico, the Virgin Islands
and the United States except Alaska,
are being conducted in three phases

Phase 1 is now complete; phase 2 will be
completed later this year, and phase 3,
in 1980.

Data was collected by SCS field
employees at more than 200,000 sample
points.

Other highlights of phase 1:

—The amount of rural land available
for farming, ranching, and forestry
declined nearly 37 million acres
between 1967 and 1977, while the
proportion of good, fair and poor
agricultural land remained about the
same. Of the total rural nonfederal !and,
414 million acres are fairly level, while 1
billion acres have gentle to very steep
slopes. Nearly 270 million acres are wet,
while about 402 million acres are
droughty or lack enough water to grow
agricultural crops or trees. Many of
these conditions, singly or in combi-
nation, limit the use of land.

—Land available for grazing has
increased sharply since 1967, rising to
541 million acres in 1977. Today more
than half the non-federal agricultural
land is used for native pasture, pasture-
land or rangeland. There has been a
corresponding decline in non-fedgral

forestland

—Homes, businesses, roads and
ponds are swallowing rural land at the
rate of about 3 million acres a year.

Most of this irreversible change is
related to urban expansion. Nearly
one-thria of the rural land lost to

development is cropland. Small water
areas increased by more than 1 million
acres in the 1967-77 decade.

—Flood prone areas in the non-
federal land area of the United States
total 175 million acres. Nearly half this
land is farmland of good quality for
Crops.

—There are 42 million acres of
wetlands in the United States, of which
97 percent are in uses other than
cropland. Forested wetlands account for
half the total acreage.

—Average rates of soil erosion on
cropland range from less than one ton
per acre per year in some states to more
than 41 tons per acre in the Caribbean
area. Twenty-two states, mainly in the
midwest and east, have average annual
cropland erosion of 4 tons or more per
acre
