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Council Closes Airport Wednesday
The Floydada city council in special 

session late Wednesday afternoon 
asked the Texas Aeronautics Commis­
sion to officially close the Roydada 
airport for safety reasons, city manager 
Bill Feuerbacher told the Hesperian 
Thursday.

A TAC representative that day con­
firmed that the airport was unsafe and 
had to be closed.

“ It’ s a real sad situation,”  Feuerba­
cher said, inspecting the damaged 
airport. “ But we had to close it down to 
protect the city taxpayers from lia­
bility.”

Moisture from the recent heavy rains 
apparently collected under the landing 
strip surface, weakening the soil base 
underneath The traffic on the runway 
then caused the asphalt to buckle and 
crumble.

While the airport remained open, the 
city would have been liable for damages 
and injuries to pilots or passengers if an 
accident had been caused because of 
the damage.

City crews kept busy Thursday plac­

ing wood-and-wire picket fencing in 
X-pattems on either end of the runway 
to warn pilots in the air that the field 
was closed.

“ Just because the airport is officially 
closed,”  Feuerbacher said, “ doesn’t 
mean that no one can use it. It just 
means that they do so at their own 
risk.”  At the time he spoke, crop 
dusting aircraft were refueling, appar­
ently disregarding the large crosses on 
the runway.

“ The first warning came when a 
£ravel spreader sank into the taxiway on 
the south end of the field a few years 
ago,”  Feuerbacher said. “ The bad 
winters we’ve had since just aggravated 
the problem.”

The city manager said that the hot 
mix originally put on the runway was 
the most likely culprit.

“ The strips of mix left seams as it 
cooled,”  he said. “ Then asthe land 
moved, and the rain came, the water 
funneled between the seams and into 
the base.”  As the base got wetter, it 
lost its strength.

“ Finally, a gravel spreader working 
at the airport this spring fell completely 
through,”  Feuerbacher said. “ W e’ ll 
have to get a lab to tell us how bad the 
subsurface damage really is, but I’d 
estimate that we’ ll have to dig out at 
least 18 inches.”

Feuerbacher added that he would 
guess the cost to repair the runway at 
somewhere between $200,000 and 
$300,000.

“ We have no local funds for the 
work,”  he said, “ so we’ ll have to go to 
outside sources.”

The outside sources the city manager 
had in mind were the federal and state 
government. Both have a stake in 
keeping the Roydada airport open in 
case a disaster or other emergency 
closed nearby metropolitan facilities.

“ The airport was built to Federal 
Avaiation Administration specifications 
so it could be used in an emergency,”  
Feuerbacher said. " I ’ ve talked to the 
FAA and the TAC and asked for 
emergency funds to rebuild.”  He said 
he hoped for 90 percent financing by

those two agencies.
“ If We can get that, hopefully the city 

council will go along with the rest,”  he 
said. “ All we can do is send in the 
paperwork and pray we get it.”

Sine, the new runway would have to 
be laid betw’een April and October of 
next year, Feuerbacher said he hoped 
the paperwork could be completeo 
during this coming winter.

“ The airport has been sealed only 
twice in the past 12 years,”  he added. 
“ Maybe if we’d spent the tax dollars we 
wouldn’t have this problem. In the 
future. I’ll push for a reseal every three 
years. And the government will watch it 
more closely, too, since they’ ll have an 
even bigger investment in it.”

The city manager was visibly dis­
tressed at the damage to the field.

“ It’ s kind o f like losing a child,”  he 
said. “ We all worked so long and hard 
to get the airport in the first place. And 
now we have to do it all over again. But 
it has to be done. We need an airport, 
there’ s no doubt about that.”

Floydada Withdraws Nomination In Favor Of FISD

Five Chosen For Appraisal Board
Representatives from the various 

taxing agencies in Royd County met in 
the county courthouse Friday morning 
to decide on five persons to sit on the 
Royd County Tax Appraisal Board.

The meeting was touch-and-go for a 
while, with the Roydada Independent 
School District threatening to withhold 
their resolution to participate, thus 
denying a quorum for business, unless 
they received more representation.

The RSD balked at the idea o f having 
only one member that they appointed to 
sit on the board when the school district 
share of the cost o f setting up the board 
would be more than 30 percent.

“ W e’re not trying to be selfish,”  said 
Adrian Helms, speaking for the FISD 
group, “ but we’ re responsible to the 
people we represent.”

“ I f  we pay 31 percent of the bill, we’ ll 
have to raise taxes tc pay it. W e have to 
go back and tell the people this, he said. 
“ There should be equal representation 
for equal payment. If everybody agrees 
tO' pay one-seventh o f the cost, then 
we’d agree to one member from each 
group.”

But we’ ll probably have to raise the 
county taxes, too,”  interjected county 
judge Choise Smith. Bill Feuerbacher, 
Roydada city manager, agreed with the 
judge.

But Helms refused to be mollified.
“ If  you don’t pay the bigger bils, you 

won’t have to raise the taxes as much,”  
he replied. “ O f course the same people 
are going to have to pay for it, it’ s just a 
case of where it’s channeled through.”

Without the FISD resolution, the 
meeting would have had to break up

without accomplishing their purpose, 
because the South Plains resolution 
meeting was not held formally, thus 
making it illegal. Six resolutions out of 
the seven were required to be approved 
to permit action.

Without a quorum, the question of 
board members would have been put 
through a complicated and costly elec­
tion procedure.

A  suggestion by Judge Smith that the 
representation be spread throughout 
the county by geographical boundaries 
was reflected by the gathering.

But peace was restored to the 
meeting when the Roydada delegation 
agreed to withdraw their one candidate, 
in favor of a Lockney man. The county 
then agreed to withdraw one of it’s two 
candidates in favor o f the FISD.

The final count showed the members

to the board to be Royd County 
commissioner Jack Lackey; Adrian 
Helms and Travis Jones, of the FISD; 
Eddie Teeter, from Lockney; and Tom 
Du vail, from the Lockney Independent 
School District.

The board will set up the tax 
appraisal district, as mandated by the 
tax relief amendment to the state 
Constitution, and hire an appraisal firm 
to reappraise the property in the county.

The board will have no power to set 
tax rates.

The county judge urged the members 
to be non-partisan in their delibera­
tions.

“ I’m glad we could work this thing 
out,”  Judge Smith said. “ W e’re going 
to have to forget about the separate 
entities and treat this thing as a whole.”
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The preferred area for the new post 
office is bounded on the north by 
Virginia Street, on the south by Kentuc­
ky Street, on the west by Third Street 
and on the east by Eighth Street, 
Wester said.

“ W e ’ve been in the present location 
on California Street for almost 25 years, 
since 1955,”  Wester said. “ But i f  we 
don’t take the new building they’ ll give 
it to someone else.”

Further information and a copy o f the 
authorization to advertise for a site may 
be obtained from the post office. Wester 
said.

Fuel Smuggling 
From Mexico 
On The Rise

State Comptroller Bob Bullock Tues­
day said an alleged illegal fuel smuggl­
ing operation along the Texas-Mexico 
border has resulted in the arrest o f two 
El Paso men.

Bullock said the arrests, made under 
sealed indictments from the Travis 
County grand jury late Monday night in 
El Paso for violations o f the state’ s fuel 
tax laws, came after a year-long 
investigation by the Comptroller’ s office 
into the transportation o f untaxed diesel 
fuel.

He said the Travis County District 
Attorney’ s office, the Department of 
Public Safety, the ElPaso County She­
riff’ s office and the Comptroller’ s office 
participated in the arrests.

Charged with shipping fuel without a 
manifest was Santiago Barunda, 32. 
Gustavo Auilar was charged with selling 
fuel without a permit.

Both complaints are felony charges 
and carry maximum prison terms o f 10 
years and fines o f $5,000.

Other arrests are expected, according 
to Bullock.

“ W e’ve drained the tanks o f a couple 
of the biggest diesel bootleggers in El 
Paso,”  Bullock said, adding, “ we’ ll be 
working to round up others.”

Bullock said h i s investigations 
showed that untaxed fuel was being 
brought into Texas from Mexico for 
resale to large truck stops and truckers 
and the Comptroller’s office will investi­
gate this illegal activity.

State tax on diesel fuel is 6 ‘/i-cents a 
gallon.

County Commissioners 
Approve Building’s Sale, 
Tax Discounts And Budget

The Royd County Commissioners 
Monday approved authorization for the 
county auditor to advertise for the sale 
of the former Noxious Weed Building. 
Auditor Olin Watson was appointed 
special commissioner for the sale, on a 
motion by Bob Jarrett. The motion was 
seconded by Aaron Carthel.

The court also accepted a bid made by 
Collins Implement for a used 1466 
tractor with a cab and an air condition­
er. With the county’ s trade-in of the 
present tractor set at $2,000, the cost of 
the 1466 will be $10,00k). Jack Lackey 
made the motion to approve the bid, 
with Bob Jarrett seconding.

The commissioners approved a three 
percent discount for taxes paid in 
October, a two percent discount for 
taxes in by November and a one percent 
discount W  taxes paid by December. 
The motion was made by Grigsby 
Milton and seconded by Jack Lackey.

Aaron Carthel moved that the county 
transfer and divide between the four 
schools $6,106.34. Grigsby Milton sec­
onded and the motion passed unani­
mously.

On a motion by Aaron Carthel, the 
commissioners voted to strike a $2,600

addition to the county judge’s salary 
from the 1980 budget and accept the 
rest of the budget as read. Jack Lackey 
was the lone dissenter at the vote.

A motion was made by Bob Jarrett 
and seconded by Jack Lackey that the 
county allow the county attorney to 
remodel the county superintendent’ s 
office at an estimated cost o f $2,819.74.

The commissioners voted to accept 
the revenue sharing budget o f $376,700 
with some changes. The Central Rains 
Mental Health share was cut in half to 
$1,600, the Royd County Library Fund 
dropped from $2,000 to $500 and the 
money earlier allocated to the Senior 
Citizens was eliminated. The court 
voted to add a ramp for the agriculture 
building into the budget, at a cost of 
$2,199.

The court also authorized submission 
of an application for the Royd County 
Jail Life Safety Equipment grant.

The commissioners, along with Judge 
Smith and county tax assessor-collector 
Jonelle Fawver, signed an order of 
intent stating that they meant to 
contract with the appraisal district, for 
the purpose o f appraisal and equaliza­
tion.

Party Switch
A power shift o f another sort occurred 

last week when veteran Democrat Sen. 
Bill Braecklein of Dallas announced he 
is becoming a Republican. His reason is 
he can’ t support President Jimmy 
Carter and he believes Carter is too 
great a burden to carry in his district, 
which almost went Republican in the 
state senate race four years ago.

Dallas State Rep. David Cain and 
County Democratic Chairman Ron 
Kessler are both eyeing that party’ s slot 
for the race against Braecklein.

Creighton to Step Down 
State Sen. Tom Creighton, D-Mineral 

Wells, has announced he will retire, 
giving up his seat of 20 years to devote 
ftill time to law practice.

‘ ‘ I ’m tired,”  Creighton explained. 
‘ ‘ I ’ve had 20 years in the senate, plus 
another eight years public service as 
Palo Pinto County attorney. That ought 
to be enough, don’t you think?”

A staunch business supporter, 
Creighton chaired the economic devel­
opment committee. Supporters o f Gov. 
Bill Gements had tried in past weeks to 
get Creighton to switch parties, but he 
balked at that, saying he ran as a 
Democrat and would die a Democrat.

Creighton was the last “ admitted”  
tobacco chewer in tbe Senate, and an 
adept pilot who once had to crash land 
his plane in an emergency while en

route to a Colorado hunting tiip.
He IS also the only Texas senator to 

have been married on a radio show. He 
and his wife. Sue, were married in 1950 
on the “ Bride and Groom Show”  in 
Hollywood.

Marathon Suit Settlement
The Texas Railroad Commission ap­

proved final settlement o f the marathon 
natural gas contract dispute between 
Coastal States Gas Corp. and LoVaca 
Gathering Co. and some 400 customers.

The six-year legal battle is the longest 
and most complex in the commission’ s 
history.

The $1.6 billion breach o f contract 
suit began in 1970 when it became 
apparent Coastal LoVaca would be 
unable to meet long-term contract 
conditions to supply natural gas to 
Austin, San Antonio and other Texas 
cities.

Under the settlement, customers will 
drop their S I.6 billion damages suit, 
Lo-Vaca will be separated from Coastal 
States and transformed into a new 
company known as Valero Energy Co., 
Coastal States will spen S I80 million 
minimum over the next IS years 
exploring for gas for Valero, and 
Austin, San Antonio and the Lower 
Colorado River Authority will have the 
chance to buy extensive lignite leases 
now owned by Coastal in Bastrop, 
Fayette and Washington counties.

Petersburg Woman Uses 
Paints And Brushes 
To Keep Her Past Alive

While much o f the past heritage has 
been lost as Floydada changed, a 
Petersburg woman has taken to her 
brushes and paints to keep alive her 
memories o f earlier years.

Mrs. Cecil Taylor recently completed 
a portrait of the house and grounds in 
the canyon south ot town that she and 
her family lived in several times in the 
past 50 years.

” 1 wanted to get it on canvas before it 
decayed completely,”  Mrs. Taylor said 
this week. “ I have a lot o f memories of 
it from childhood and I wanted to 
remember it as it was.”

Mrs. Taylor's father, George Jenkins, 
worked for the house’ s owner, W .M . 
Massie, through the years from 1928 
undl the last time the family lived there 
in the early 1960s.

“ My father took other jobs and we 
would move away, she remembered. 
“ But we always wound up coming back 
to Floydada to work for Mr. Massie and 
to live at Canyon Ranch. My sister 
Juanita was born there in 1933.”

“ It’ s just about gone,”  she said. “ I 
painted it as it was in the 30s.”

She worked using the house itself, as 
a model for the grounds layout, and old 
photographs taken in the 1930s, ’40s 
and ’^ s .

Today, the house stands boarded up 
and silent. The trees have turned to 
scrub and the grass is yellowing 
stubble.

But on Mrs. Taylor’ s canvas, at least, 
the house lives on as in the best o f 
times.

Disputing the validity o f recent farm 
groups’ attacks on the Federal Crop 
Insurance Corp., district director for 
FCIC Jakie Harris claimed that the 
reason farmers don’ t like the program is 
they haven’ t tried it.

“ What we offer is not a chance to 
make money even If the crops fa il,”  
Harris told the Hesperian last week, 
“ but protection on the farmer’ s invest­
ment so he can get a crop in the next 
year.”

"A s  a government program. It 
not designed to make money, 
private companies, but to assist 
farmer in case o f a bad crop.’

FCIC, he said, insures only selected 
crops but it insures them against 
loss whatever. In Floyd County, 
program offers protection against 
o f cotton, wheat, grain sorghum 
corn.

“ The covered farmers are h ap p y ,__
said. “ Those who understand what they 
have when they but It are satisfied

But farmers aren’ t flocking to 
FCIC offices to sign up.

"A n y  time the government , 
involved in anything,”  Harris said 
way o f explanation, “ it turns people off. 
There is a general distrust o f govern­
ment these days.”

But many farmers say they fear the 
loss o f the Federal disaster payments if 
the FCIC program expands. And legis­
lation has passed the House and Senate 
committees in favor of the crop insur­
ance bill.

Harris acknowledged that the disas­
ter payments may be in their last days.

A  major factor behind the success in 
Congress for the bill has been the abuse 
o f the program and the fact that disaster 
payments were not available to all 
segments o f agriculture —  Only wheat.

W E H AV E N ’T  ALW AYS HAD ,  
problem In this country with over-regu- 
lation by government. But we sure have 
one today.

The first regulatory law wasn’t enact­
ed by Congress until 1887, the 100th 
anniversary o f our Constitution — and 
111 years after the Declaration of 
Independence was signed.

That law, the Act to regulate Com­
merce, created the Interstate Com­
merce Commission which was the first 
and for 27 years the only independent 
regulatory agency in the Federal Gov­
ernment.

The Federal Trade Commission was 
next, established in 1914. Then came 
other regulatory agencies: The Federal 
Power Commission, 1920; the Food and 
Drug Administration, 1930; the Securi­
ties and Exchange Commission, 1934; 
the Federal Communications Commis­
sion, 1934; and the Civil Aeronautics 
Board. 1938.

For more than 80 years, from the time 
o f the first federal regulatory law in 
1887 until this decade, government was 
coucerned primarily with economic 
regulation.

Most o f the mechanism for economic 
regulation was in place by the begin­
ning o f World War 11.

But a wholly new type of government 
regulation came with the beginning of 
the 1970s; social regulation Establish­
ment o f such agencies as the Environ­
mental Protection Agency, 1970; the 
Consumer Product Safety Commission, 
1972; and the Occupational Safety and 
Health Administration, 1973, have 
made it a whole new ballgame.

THE CAB. FOR EXAMPLE, has 
jurisdiction over a few hundred firms. 
The ICC over a few thousand. But EPA, 
CPSC and OSHA have an impact on 
hundreds o f thousands o f firms, non­
profit organizations and state and local 
governments.

Le me show you the impact of this 
new field o f regulation.

The Federal Register is the book in 
which new government regulations are 
published.

In 1955 some ten-thousand pages 
were published each year in the Federal 
Reglnter. By 1970, 15 years later, that 
number had grown to 20,000. Seven

Texas Banks Maiol 
Leadership In Ag Ci

Texas banks maintained their leader­
ship in agricultural credit services, with 
2.7 billion outstanding in loans to Texas 
farmers on January 1, 1979, reports the 
president o f the Texas Bankers Associa­
tion, R.M. Duffey, Jr.

Duffey, who is also president of the 
Pan American Bank in Brownsville, said 
that Texas banks provided S2.2 billion 
in non-real estate loans - a 15 percent 
increase over 1978, and S500 million in 
farm real estate loans, an 11 percent 
increase over the previous year.

By comparison. Production Credit 
Associations provided S756 million and 
the Farmers Home Administration S397 
million in non-real estate farm loans to 
Texas farmers on January 1, 1979.

In real estate farm loans to Texas 
farmers. Federal Land Banks provided 
S I.4 billion; life insurance companies 
S842 million; and the Farmers Home 
Administration S192 million.

Under the disaster program, the farmer 
paid nothing and the taxpayer footed 
the bill.”

"T h e  administration’ s thinking ap. 
pears to be that the people are tired o f 
paying out money for disaster re lie f," 
he said.

One reason for the lack o f success in 
selling the insurance, Harris said, was 
thst private agents did not actively 
promote it.

During the year, they sold 
only four contracts, covering 16.000 
acres.

upon the advice o f represen­
tative church groups, recom­
ment the person or organiza­

tion to whom the chapel will 
be sold. Normally, this deci­
sion will be made on or about 
October 9, 1979.

The most outstanding re­
striction is that the purchas­
er, whether he be a person, 
group, or organization, must 
agree to maintain the chapel 
as a shrine, a memorial, or 
for other religious purposes. 
It may not be used for any 
com m ercial, industrial or 
other secular use.

Other restrictions and the 
explanation o f information 
that must be included in each 
application may be obtained 
from the GSA office in Fort 
Worih by asking for “ Invita­
tion for Application Number 
GSA-R-954."

These objectives are not 
new in Texas. First de­
veloped during a series of 
statew ide workshops in 
1973-74, the reading and 
math objectives formed the 
basis for the Texas Assess­
ment Project, last year’s 
sample statewide test prog­
ram. However, one of the 
grade levels has changed 
under the new plan man­
dated under Senate Bill 350, 
the public school finance law 
passed by the 66th Texas 
Legislature.

The reading and math 
tests for ninth grade or 
“exit level” students de­
veloped as a part of T A P  will 
be used again under the new 
test program, Bowen says.

Educational Testing Ser­
vice under its four-month 
contract will build new ex­
ams for fifth grade students. 
(The Texas Assessment 
Project tested sixth graders 
based on sixth grade object­
ives last year.)

“ We will be able to build 
on the sixth grade object­
ives, but there will naturally 
be some change in the 
questions," Bowen adds.

The nationally-known 
testing firm will also build 
brand new writing exams 
for fifth and ninth grade or 
“exit level” students.

“This is a difficult test 
area because a good letter 
or other piece of writing has 
been hard to judge in purely 
objective terms,”  Bowen 
points out.

“However, Educational 
Testing Service has De­
veloped procedures for 
training people to do the

scoring in other states. The 
secret, of course, is to make 
sure the person scoring the 
test is able to make valid 
judgements about a piece of 
writing.”

Months o f prelim inary 
work necessary to building 
the tests and setting guide­
lines for the contract have 
been completed by both 
curriculum and assessment 
specialists at the Texas Ed­
ucation Agency.

More than 40 public school 
♦eachers, curriculum di­
rectors, and principals have 
worked with Texas Ed­
ucation Agency staff mem­
bers to decide precisely 
what should be measured at 
each grade level and how the 
test questions should be 
constructed.

The exams will be field- 
tested wilth some 8,000 fifth 
and ninth grade students in 
75 school districts during 
October, 1979. Once these 
results are in. the final test 
models will be fine-tuned for 
statewide use next March 
and .. ___  A p r i l .

Specific test questions will 
will change each year while, 
at the same time, the test 
designers work to maintain 
the same level of difficulty, 
Bowen points out.

The annual Examinations 
will be admilnistered by 
specially-trained personnel 
in each school district under 
the guidelines and super­
vision of the Texas Educa­
tion Agency, Bowen adds.

The second T e  xas Assess­
ment of Basic Skills contract 
will be submitted to the 
State Board of Education at 
its January, 1980, meeting.

Billing Errors -  Know Rights, Steps

B IL L IN G  E R R O R S — 
KNOW RIGHTS, STEPS

Correct billing errors Dy 
knowing your rights and 
what steps to take.

If  you think your Lill is 
wrong — or if you just want 
more information about it, 
follow these steps;

1, Notify the creditor in 
writing — w'thin 60 days 
after the bill was mailed.

Tell the creditor your 
name and account number. 
Explain that you think the 
bill is wrong and why you 
think so.

Be sure to tell the creditor 
the actual amount in ques­
tion—or describe the item 
you want explained.

2. Pay all parts of the bill 
that are not in dispute, but 
you don’t have to pay the 
part in question, called the 
“disputed amount,”  or any 
minimum payments or fin­
ance charges that apply to it 
—until the dispute is settled. 

IF  IT S  ‘TH EIR ’ ERROR
If the creditor made the 

mistake, you do not have to 
pay any finance charges on 
the disputed amount. Also,

the creditor must correct 
your ac''ount and send you 
an explanation of any am­
ount you still owe — so you 
will have time to pay any 
balance.

IF i r S ’YOUR ’ ERROR
However, if you made the 

mistake, the creditor must 
promptly send you a state­
ment for what you owe — 
a.id the creditor may include 
any finance charges that 
accumulated while you were 
questioning the bill.

TIM E LIM ITS 
A creditor must ack­

nowledge your letter within 
30 days unless your bill can 
be corrected sooner.

Within two billing periods 
— and no longer than 90 
days, creditors must correct 
your account or explain why 
they think the bill is correct.

Small Claims Court Costs $5
Have a grievance about 

“ small”  money?
For $5, you can file a claim 

in a small claims court, 
reminds Linda McCormack, 
a family resource manage­
ment specialist.

Small claims courts pro­
vide a forum for swift, inex­
pensive justice —  over any­
thing from rose bushes des­
troyed by neighborhood dogs 
to “ bad”  checks, she says.

Mrs. McCormack is with 
the Texas Agricultural Ex­
tension Service, The Texas 
,\&M University System.

Anyone over age 18 can 
sue —  and anyone can be 
sued — in a small claims 
court.

You can sue another per­
son or any business.

It doesn’ t matter under 
what legal form the business 
operates, either. You can sue 
a man in business for him­
self, a partnership or a large 
corporation.
HOW SMALL IS ‘SMALL’

For the $5 fee, you can ask 
for a judgement on any 
problem involving $150 or 
less.

Also, if wages or labor are 
the issue, you can sue for up 
to $200.

WHERE IT IS 
Each Texas county has a 

small claims court. Call the 
county courthouse for more 
information about the small 
claims court in your county.

HUW IT WORKS
There are no complicated 

papers to file in a small 
claims court.

Hearings are informal —  
with each person involved in 
the dispute standing face-to- 
face before a judge.

Since no formal pleadings 
are required, you don’t need 
a lawyer, although lawyers 
are allowed.

Judges in small claims 
courts are justices of the 
peace, and they decide each 
case, unless either party 
requests a jury.

Each person involved in 
ihe dispute must speak for 
himself.

There are no technical 
legal rules about what evi­
dence the judge can hear.

He decides the case on the 
basis of what he hears in 
court.

BEFORE FILING
Before filing for a decision 

in a small claims court, try to 
resolve yout problem with 
the person, business or or­
ganization involved in the 
dispute.

Also, don’t overlook other 
ways to solve the problem if 
they offer advantages —  
consumer protection agen­
cies, news media spots. Bet­
ter Business Bureaus, indus­
try-sponsored panels and 
local industry mediation 
groups.

New Gin Cleaner Removes
70% O f Trash From  Cotton
Cotton can be a cleaner product 

when it reaches the textile mills, thanks 
to a new discovery made by engineers at 
Texas A&M  University and Cotton 
Incorporated.

While watching a high-speed movie 
o f cotton modules being fed into a 
module feeder at the gin, the engineers 
notices something unusual. The dis­
persing cylinders were actually separat­
ing the cotton and the trash that’s 
common with stripper type harvesting.

From this observation came a new 
machine called a feeder/cleaner. it 
removes up to 70% of the dirt and trash 
from seed cotton before it ever enters 
the gin. This increases gin efficiency 
and, in some cases, saves producers 
20-25%of the total per bale processing 
costs. Just as important, it can improve 
the grade of cotton by as much as $10 a 
bale, according to one farmer.

The movie-going engineers were 
Lambert H. Wilkes and Gary Under­
brink o f Texas A&M  and J.K. “ Far­
mer”  Jones o f Cotton Incorporated, the 
research and marketing arm o f cotton 
producers.

Jones explains how the feeder/clean­
er works.

"Actually, the cleaner is nothing but 
channel saw-type cylinders. They act- 
tually catch the cotton in mid-air and let 
the already separated trash go over the 
grid bar.”

An oversimplification, perhaps, since 
it took over two years to perfect the 
feeder/cleaner, which was field tested 
in the Texas High Plains and in the 
Coastal Bend area o f Texas.

Wilkes, professor o f agricultural en­
gineering at the Texas Agricultural 
Experiment Station in College Station, 
Tex., and Underbrink, research asso­
ciate, worked out the design in coopera­
tion with Jones, Cotton Incorporated 
vice president and director for process­
ing and handling research. This is the 
same team that developed the module 
builder and gin feeder system.

The project was funded jointly by 
Cotton Incorporated and the Texas 
Agricultural Experiment Station and is 
another example o f the producer’ s per 
bale checkoff at work.

The feeder/cleaner has potential 
especially for stripper-harvested cotton, 
which is gaining wider acceptance 
across the belt, even though the 
stripper means more trash in seed 
cotton. For instance, in West Texas, it 
commonly takes 2,200 or more pounds 
of seed cotton to produce a bale o f lint. 
O f that 2,200 pounds, the smallest 
portion is lint, with seed about 925 
pounds, trash about 775 pounds, and 
the lint about 500 pounds. In the 
Lubbock test, the feeder/cleaner re­
moved 400 to 550 pounds o f trash per 
bale from the cotton before it entered 
the gin.

“ This increases the amount of cotton 
you can process in a given unit o f time,”  
said Underbrink, "s in ce  overhead 
cleaning capacity is a limiting factor in 
many gins.”

Adds Wilkes: “ It also reduces the 
amount of energy required to handle the 
trash. You are looking at 700 to 1,500 
pounds of trash per bale in some 
stripped cotton and it takes a tremen­
dous amount of energy just to move it 
from one place to another.”

“ The feeder/cleaner will work in high

moisture cotton,”  he said. “ This has 
been one of our concerns. This becomes 
increasingly important as stripper har­
vesting moves into the high rainfall 
areas.”

According to Wilkes, it removed 40% 
to 42% of the trash in the Corpus Christi 
test.

“ The feeder/cleaner will work in high 
moisture cotton,”  he said. "Th is has 
been one o f our concerns. This becomes 
increasingly important as stripper har­
vesting moves into the high rainfall 
areas.”

Depending on how trashy your cotton 
is, the feeder/cleaner can improve 
cotton by as much as two graded, says 
Lloyd Morris, operator o f the Victory 
Gin in Corpus Christi, where the test 
was held.

“ You could go from zero to maybe 
$20 a bale, depending on how rough 
your cotton is,”  said Morris.

“ W e like the part o f keeping the trash 
and dirt out o f the gin plant,”  he added. 
“ It was very noticeable that the dust 
went down and we probably picked up 
two grades at the press. But we had 
some very rough cotton.”

Morris’ cotton had a 15% moister

Whereas, with stripper harvesting, it 
may take from 2,000 to 3,000 pounds to 
produce that same 500 pounds o f lint. 
Most picker-adapted gins can’t handle 
that much trash.

content.
“ If it’ s any worse than this we will 

just have to quit,”  he quipped. “ So if 
the feeder/cleaner did any good in this 
country, it should work like a charm 
anywhere else.”

Approximately 90% of the Texas and 
Oklahoma cotton was harvested with 
strippers last year.

Underbrink explains why: “ The strip­
per is a cheaper method o f harvesting 
than the picker. It’ s faster, more 
economical and there is less loss o f seed 
cotton. However, on the negative side, 
it takes 1,600 pounds o f seed cotton to 
make a bale o f cotton in picker areas.

“ The feeder/cleaner, however, o ff­
sets the disadvantages o f having ^more 
trash in your cotton,*’ he added. * With 
the feeder/cleaner it’ s not necessary to 
modify the complete gin plan when 
converting from picker to s ^ p ^ r  
cotton. And you don’ t lose capacity.

Another advantage o f the feeder/ 
cleaner is that it removes trash with 
very little seed cotton loss.

“ I think, we have got to put one in a 
gin and run it for a year under all 
conditions to really advise the farmers 
and ginners on the total economics 
involved,’ concluded Jones.

Cotton Council InternationaPs
Hong Kong Office To Open October 9

Cotton Council International (CCI) 
President G. Frederick Deans o f Mem­
phis today announced that CCI’ s Hong 
Kong office will officially open on Oct. 
9.

“ Having a base for operations in the 
Far East,”  said Deans, “ demonstrates 
our commitment to improved service 
and future development in these impor­
tant U.S. cotton markets.”

As the overseas arm of the National 
Cotton Council, CCI actively builds and 
maintains export markets for U.S. 
cotton by arranging government credit 
for foreign customers, cooperative ad­
vertising, and technical assistance. CCI 
also sponsors trade teams abroad, U.S. 
Cotton Belt visits for foreign mill 
customers, and the Maid o f Cotton 
overseas tour.

Deans said, “ Asia is the major 
market for U.S. cotton overseas. The 
potential for increasing our share of the 
market makes a Hong Kong office a 
top priority for CCI.

“ in 1978-79, we shipped more than 
5,000.000 bales (480-lbs.) to the Far 
East. That’s almost half the cotton 
imported by these countries. Korea and 
Japan are perennially strong buyers. 
Each purchased over 1,300,000 bales 
last year.”

Other large U.S. cotton exports to the 
Far East in 1978-79 included People’ s 
Republic o f China (PRC), 612,000 bales; 
Hong Kong, 493,(X)0; Taiwan, 457,000; 
Indonesia, 252,(X)0; Thailand, 247,0(X); 
The Philippines, 119,000; and Bangla­
desh, 142,000.

A.John Maguire is director o f CCI’ s 
Asian office. Maguire, a textile engi­
neer from Georgia, said, “ From Hong 
Kong, we will maintain personal con­
tacts with textile leaders and govern­
ment officials throughout Asia.

“ The United States has the varieties 
of cotton that customers want and has 
built a reputation for dependability and 
quality. But the Far East is a highly 
competitive market. By locating here, 
we can concentrate on even better

service to maintain this market for U.S. 
cotton.”

Deans will travel to Hong Kong for 
the opening, as will C. Hoke Leggett, 
president o f the National Cotton Council 
(NCC); Earl W. Sears. NCC executive 
vice presiden; and David C. Hull. CCI 
executive director. The four men also

will visit customers, potential custo­
mers, and government officials in the 
leading market nations o f Japan, Korea, 
and the PRC.

In addition to Hong Kong, CCI has 
offices in Brussels; Washington, D.C., 
and Memphis, Tenn.

The potential for greater U.S. exports 
to the Philippines. Indonesia and Thai­
land are excellent; trade teams are an 
important part o f overall marketing 
strategy for U.S. cotton, and the mix of 
participants on cotton trade teams is 
effective and should not be altered.

These three statements were used 
September 6 by Donald Johnson. Exe­
cutive Vice President o f Plains Cotton 
Growers, Inc., Lubbock, to summarize 
his report to the National Cotton Council 
Board o f Directors on a five country 
trade mission completed in June.

Johnson served as NCC’s Producer 
Steering Committee representative on 
the six-man team. Others included Bert 
Kyle o f Lubbock, representing coopera­
tives, two representatives o f the Ameri­
can Cotton Shippers Association and 
one member each from USD A and the 
sponsoring organization. Cotton Council 
International.

O f the three Asian countries, Johnson 
said U.S. cotton should capture an 
increasing share o f a growing market in 
all three, adding that “ this is one o f the 
few areas o f the world where a well 
developed technical service and educa­
tion program could pay big dividends.”

Bangladesh and India, the other two 
countries visited, fall in another cate­
gory, he reported. “ In Bangladesh, 
increased sales o f U.S. cotton for the

near future will depend largely if  not 
entirely on U.S. aid and credit pro­
grams. while increased U.S. sales to 
India will hinge almost totally on India’ s 
own cotton crop from year to year.”  

Johnson’s comments on trade team 
participants apparently came as a 
response to recent criticism to the effect 
that producer representatives on such 
trade teams do no more than “ dilute”  
the effort.

Such knowledge, he continued, can 
be used to good advantage “ in the 
development o f U.S. policy regarding 
credit, P.L. 480 programs, market 
development and promotion activities 
and the U.S. farm program itself.”  

Johnson conceded that most o f the 
discussions in the various countries 
centered on merchandising subjects, 
but said there also was a keen interest 
in U.S. farm policy, production prac­
tices and other matters not related 
directly to merchandising.

SUMMARYi Thla document proposes 
to amend certain requirements reliulng 
to the Importation of certain animals 
Into the United States from Mexico. 
This action Is needed to darlfy the 
requirements of the regulations and to 
relieve certaiin restrictions, which may 
no longer he necessary, governing the 
importation of such animals. The In­
tended effect of this action Is to ciarify 
the regulations relating to the importa­
tion of poultry from Mexico for slaugh­
ter, and those relating to the importa­
tion of swine which are Ineligible to 
enter the United States from Mexico. 
Additionally, the proposal would pro­
vide for cattle, otherwise qualified for 
entry, to be imported Into the United 
States from any area of Mexico in lien of 
restricting such imports to specific 
States of origin In Mexico, and would 
provide for horses to be imported Into 
the United States from Mexico for 
slaughter without detention at the port 
of entry and testing for specific diseases 
aa is required for all other horses 
imperted in the United States from 
Mexico.

The Departmeut is inviting written 
comments on or before October 29, 
1979. Comments should be addressed to 
Deputy Administrator, USDA, APHIS, 
VS. Room 815, Federal Building, Hyatt- 
sville, Maryland 20782. Copies of the 
proposal are available in this office.

The program is a part o f a six-year, $W2 
million state energy program that plans 
spending o f S252 million on coal-repro­
cessing technology.

LAND DIVERSION AND 
CATTLE  NUMBERS 

Land diversion programs began in 
the 1930’ s in an effort to limit farm 
output by keeping land out of produc­
tion. These programs provided pay­
ments to producers for taking cropland 
out o f production and diverting it to 
conservation use. The only difficulty 
with this program is that practically all 
o f the land going to conservation use 
was used for the production of cattle or 
livestock. It is true that most of the 
program limited in some way the use of 
these acres but the ultimate use was 
grassland. Some crop allotment pro­
grams were reinstated in 1954. It is also 
true that land forced out o f row crop 
production because o f crop allotments 
was utilized either for grassland or 
crops not under an allotment program- 
For example in 1954 when there was a

New Gin Cleaner Removes
70% O f Trash From  Cotton
Cotton can be a cleaner product 

when it reaches the textile mills, thanks 
lo a new discovery made by engineers at 
Texas A<&M University and Cotton 
Incorporated.

While watching a high-speed movie 
o f cotton modules being fed into a 
module feeder at the gin, the engineers 
notices something unusual. The dis­
persing cylinders were actually separat­
ing the cotton and the trash that’ s 
common with stripper type harvesting.

From this observation came a new 
machine called a feeder/cleaner. it 
removes up to 70% of the dirt and trash 
from seed cotton before it ever enters 
the gin. This increases gin efficiency 
and, in some cases, saves producers 
20-25%of the total per bale processing 
costs. Just as important, it can improve 
the grade of cotton by as much as SIO a 
bale, according to one farmer.

The movie-going engineers were 
Lambert H. Wilkes and Gary Under­
brink of Texas A<&M and J.K. “ Far­
mer”  Jones o f Cotton Incorporated, the 
research and marketing arm of cotton 
producers.

Jones explains how the feeder/clean­
er works.

“ Actually, the cleaner is nothing but 
channel saw-type cylinders. They act- 
tually catch the cotton in mid-air and let 
the already separated trash go over the 
grid bar.”

An oversimplification, perhaps, since 
it took over two years to perfect the 
feeder/cleaner, which was field tested 
in the Texas High Plains and in the 
Coastal Bend area o f Texas.

Wilkes, professor o f agricultural en­
gineering at the Texas Agricultural 
Experiment Station in College Station, 
Tex., and Underbrink, research asso­
ciate, worked out the design in coopera­
tion with Jones, Cotton Incorporated 
vice president and director for process­
ing and handling research. This is the 
same team that developed the module 
builder and gin feeder system.

The project was funded jointly by 
Cotton Incorporated and the Texas 
Agricultural Experiment Station and is 
another example o f the producer’ s per 
bale checkoff at work.

The feeder/cleaner has potential 
especially for stripper-harvested cotton, 
which is gaining wider acceptance 
across the belt, even though the 
stripper means more trash in seed 
cotton. For instance, in West Texas, it 
commonly takes 2,200 or more pounds 
o f seed cotton to produce a bale of lint. 
Of that 2,200 pounds, the smallest 
portion is lint, with seed about 925 
pounds, trash about 775 pounds, and 
the lint about 500 pounds. In the 
Lubbock test, the feeder/cleaner re­
moved 400 to 550 pounds o f trash per 
bale from the cotton before it entered 
the gin.

“ This increases the amount o f cotton 
you can process in a given unit of time,’ ’ 
said Underbrink, “ since overhead 
cleaning capacity is a limiting factor in 
many gins.”

Adds Wilkes: “ It also reduces the 
amount o f energy required to handle the 
trash. You are looking at 700 to 1,500 
pounds of trash per bale in some 
stripped cotton and it takes a tremen­
dous amount o f energy just to move it 
from one place to another.”

“ The feeder/cleaner will work in high

moisture cotton,’ ’ he said. “ This has 
been one of our concerns. This becomes 
increasingly important as stripper har­
vesting moves into the high rainfall 
areas.’ ’

According to Wilkes, it removed 40% 
to 42% of the trash in the Corpus Christi 
test.

“ The feeder/cleaner will work in high 
moisture cotton,”  he said. “ This has 
been one o f our concerns. This becomes 
increasingly important as stripper har­
vesting moves into the high rainfall 
areas.”

Depending on how trashy your cotton 
is, the feeder/cleaner can jmpruve 
cotton by as much as two graded, says 
Lloyd Morris, operator o f the Victory 
Gin in Corpus Christi, where the test 
was held.

“ You could go from zero to maybe 
S20 a bale, depending on how rough 
your cotton is ,"  said Morris.

“ W e like the part o f keeping the trash 
and dirt out o f the gin plant,”  he added. 
“ It was very noticeable that the dust 
went down and we probably picked up 
two grades at the press. But we had 
some very rough cotton.”

Morris’ cotton had a 15% moister 
content.

“ If it’ s any worse thar this we will 
just have to quit,”  he quipped. “ So if 
the feeder/cleaner did any good in this 
country, it should work like a charm 
anywhere else.”

Approximately 90% of the Texas and 
Oklahoma cotton was harvested with 
strippers last year.

Underbrink explains why: “ The strip­
per is a cheaper method o f harvesting 
than the picker. It’ s faster, more 
economical and there is less loss o f seed 
cotton. However, on the negative side, 
it takes 1,600 pounds o f seed cotton to 
make a bale o f cotton in picker areas.

Whereas, with stripper harvesting, it 
may take from 2,000 to 3,000 pounds to 
produce that same 500 pounds o f lint. 
Most picker-adapted gins can’t handle 
that much trash.

‘ The feeder/cleaner, however, o ff­
sets the disadvantages o f having more 
trash in your cotton,”  he added. “ With
the feeder/cleaner it’ s not necessary to 
modify the complete gin plan when 
converting from picker to stripper 
cotton. And you don’ t lose capacity.”

Another advantage o f the feeder/ 
cleaner is that it removes trash with 
very little seed cotton loss.

“ 1 think, we have got to put one in a 
gin and run it for a year under all 
conditions to really advise the farmers 
and ginners on the total economics 
involved,* concluded Jones.

Cotton Council InternationaPs 

Hong Kong Office To Open October 9
Cotton Council International (CCI) 

President G. Frederick Deans o f Mem­
phis today announced that CCl’ s Hong 
Kong office will officially open on Oct. 
9.

“ Having a base for operations in the 
Far East,”  said Deans, "demonstrates 
our commitment to improved service 
and future development in these impor­
tant U.S. cotton markets.”

As the overseas arm o f the National 
Cotton Council, CCI actively builds and 
maintains export markets for U.S. 
cotton by arranging government credit 
for foreign customers, cooperative ad­
vertising, and technical assistance. CCI 
also sponsors trade teams abroad, U.S. 
Cotton Belt visits for foreign mill 
customers, and the Maid o f Cotton 
overseas tour.

Deans said, “ Asia is the major 
market for U.S. cotton overseas. The 
potential for increasing our share o f the 
market makes a Hong Kong office a 
top priority for CCI.

“ In 1978-79, we shipped more than 
5,000,000 bales (480-lbs.) to the Far 
East. That’ s almost half the cotton 
imported by these countries. Korea and 
Japan are perennially strong buyers. 
Each purchased over 1,300,000 bales 
last year.”

Other large U.S. cotton exports to the 
Far East in 1978-79 included People’ s 
Republic o f China (PRC), 612,000 bales; 
Hong Kong, 493,(X)0; Taiwan, 457,000; 
Indonesia, 252,000; Thailand, 247,000; 
The Philippines, 119,000; and Bangla­
desh, 142,000.

A.John Maguire is director o f CCI’ s 
Asian office. Maguire, a textile engi­
neer from Georgia, said, "From  Hong 
Kong, we will maintain personal con­
tacts with textile leaders and govern­
ment officials throughout Asia.

“ The United States has the varieties 
of cotton that customers want and has 
built a reputation for dependability and 
quality. But the Far East is a highly 
competitive market. By locating here, 
we can concentrate on even better

service to maintain this market for U.S. 
cotton.”

Deans will travel to Hong Kong for 
the opening, as will C. Hoke Leggett, 
president of the National Cotton Council 
(NCC); Earl W. Sears, NCC executive 
vice presiden; and David C. Hull. CCI 
executive director. The four men also

will visit customers, potential custo­
mers, and government officials in the 
leading market nations o f Japan, Korea, 
and the PRC.

In )>dditio:i to Hong Kong, CCI has 
offices in Brussels; Washington. D.C.; 
and Memphis, Tenn.

COTTON TALKS
F K O M  f t a i a lS

The potential for greater U.S. exports 
to the Philippines, Indonesia and Thai­
land are excellent; trade teams are an 
important part o f overall marketing 
strategy for U.S. cotton, and the mix of 
participants on cotton trade teams is 
effective and should not be altered.

These three statements were used 
September 6 by Donald Johnson, Exe­
cutive Vice President o f Plains Cotton 
Growers, Inc., Lubbock, to summarize 
his report to the National Cotton Council 
Board o f Directors on a five country 
trade mission completed in June.

Johnson served as NCC’s Producer 
Steering Committee representative on 
the six-man team. Others included Bert 
Kyle o f Lubbock, representing coopera­
tives, two representatives o f the Ameri­
can Cotton Shippers Association and 
one member each from USDA and the 
sponsoring organization. Cotton Council 
International.

O f the three Asian countries, Johnson 
said U.S. cotton should capture an 
increasing share o f a growing market in 
all three, adding that “ this is one o f the 
few areas o f the world where a well 
developed technical service and educa­
tion program could pay big dividends.”

Bangladesh and India, the other two 
countries visited, fall in another cate­
gory, he reported. “ In Bangladesh, 
increased sales o f U.S. cotton for the
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near future will depend largely if not 
entirely on U.S. aid and credit pro­
grams, while increased U.S. sales to 
India will hinge almost totally on India’s 
own cotton crop from year to year.”  

Johnson’s comments on trade team 
participants apparently came as a 
response to recent criticism to the effect 
that producer representatives on such 
trade teams do no more than “ dilute”  
the effort.

"Trade teams should not be looked 
upon as sales teams per se,”  Johnson 
stated. Instead, primary benefits should 
come from all segments o f the U.S. 
cotton industry gaining knowledge o f 
business conditions, government p o li^ . 
textile development and other aspects 
affecting cotton purchase decisions in 
the countries visited, he said.

Such knowledge, he continued, can 
be used to good advantage “ in the 
development o f U.S. policy regarding 
credit, P.L. 480 programs, market 
development and promotion activities 
and the U.S. farm program itself.”  

Johnson conceded that most o f the 
discussions in the various countries 
centered on merchandising subjects, 
but said there also was a keen interest 
in U.S. farm policy, production prac­
tices and other matters not related 
directly to merchandising.

a n i m a l s  F'ROM MEXICO
Tlie United States Department of 

Agriculture has released its proposed 
rules regulating tue importation of 
animals from Mexico. The Department 
released the following summary o f the 
document.

SUMMARYi TWa document ptopoaea 
to amend certain reqolremenU relating 
to the Importation of certain animals 
Into the United States from Mexico. 
This action Is needed to clarify the 
reqolremenU of the regulations and to 
relieve certain restrictions, which may 
no longer he necessary, governing the 
importation of such animals. The In­
tended effect of this action Is lo clarify 
the regulations relating to the luporU- 
tlon of poultry from Mexico for slaugh­
ter, and those relating to the Importa­
tion of swine which are ineliglMe to 
enter the United States from Mexico. 
Addlthmally, the proposal would pro­
vide for cattle, ot^rw ise qualified for 
entry, to be Imported Into the United 
States from any area of Mexico In lien of 
restricting such Imports to spedfle 
States of origin in Mexico, and would 
provide for horses to be Imported Into 
the United States from Mexico for 
slaughter without detention at th: pon 
of entry and testing for specific diseases 
as Is required for all other horses 
Imported in the United States from 
Mexico.

The Department is inviting written 
comments on or before October 29, 
1979. Comments should be addressed to 
Deputy Administrator, USDA, APHIS, 
VS, Room 815, Federal Building, Hyatt- 
sville, Maryland 20782. Copies o f the 
proposal are available in this office.

ENERGY NOTES
The American Society for Agricul­

ture Engineers’ publication AGRICUL­
TURAL ENGINEERING, July 1979, 
reported the following interesting facts 
regarding energy:

1. There are 48 grades o f oil in the 
world and expensive refinery adjust­
ments are necessary when different 
grades o f oil are changed.

2. Government permits U.S. oil 
producers to sell their oil found before 
1973 at $5 per barrel, found after 1973 
SIO a barrel and $16 a barrel for that 
which is flushed out with flooding.

3. Hydrogen is the cleanest and 
lightest fuel available and one gram 
contains about 3 times as much energy 
as a gram of gasoline. Hydrogen mainly 
occurs in combination with oxygen as 
water or with carbon as hydrocarbon 
such as crude oil or natural gas.

4. The Environmental Protection 
Agency has waivered all prohibitions 
and limitations under the Cean Air Act 
for gasohol.

ALCOHOL AS A  FUEL 
The Ford Motor Company plans to 

make substantial outlays in Brazil 
during the next several years to produce 
vehicles that will run on 100% alcohol. 
The company plans to spend $3(X) 
million over the next five years to bring 
out new vehicles and to add capacity.

September 4, 1979, reported that the 
United Farm Workers Union h a d  
reached an agreement on a new contract 
that is expected to bring an end to an 
eight month old strike.

SYNTHETIC OIL
West Germany’s State o f Rhine- 

land-Westfalia reported an award of 
$3.1 million for preliminary studies on 
mass production o f synthetic oil from 
coal. The study is expected to take 14 
months and will consider questions of 
product range, siting and technology. 
The program is a part o f a six-year, $822 
million state energy program that plans 
spending o f $252 million on coal-repro­
cessing technology.

Some crop allotment pro­
grams were reinstated in 1954. It is also 
true that land forced out o f row crop 
production because o f crop allotments 
was utilized either for grassland or 
crops not under an allotment program-
