Court Meets
The Royd County commissioners 

court met Monday, February 11 to 
conduct a routine slate of business.

Ed Hammonds met with the court to 
report that he has completed the 
insulation o f heating and air condition­
ing for the Royd County Courthouse.

The court was unanimous in accept­
ing the job.

The commissioners voted unanimous­
ly to raise the travel budget for the 
Royd County Extension Agents from 17 
cents to 20 cents, and telephone allot­
ment is to be set at SI ,200 per year.

Office supplies and printing budget is 
to be set at $1,500 per year for 1980.

Motion was made and seconded that 
the county give $500 to the soil 
conservation service. The $500 donated 
by the county is matched by the state in 
the same amount. The vote was
unanimous.

Three voted for and one against on 
the motion that the contract with KMK 
Enterprises, time share for the com­
puter for the County Tax Assessors 
Collectors office be cancelled. But that 
the report for October, November,

December, and January cost for this 
work will be $25.00 per receipt.

In another unanimous decision the 
court accepted the $1.88 increase per 
employee for a semi-private room under 
the major medical and basic policy of 
Blue Cross and Blue Shield Insurance.

The commissioners agreed unani- 
•mously that Royd County pay their 
advance o f $4,597.50 to the Central 
Appraisal Board o f Royd County for the 
re-appraisal of the personal property of 
Royd County.

The court unanimously agreed once 
again that the county accept the 
contract between Royd County and the 
City of Roydada concerning the R oy­
dada landfill.

A unanimous vote okayed a resolution 
to be endorsed by Royd County 
concerning the emergency medical ser­
vices system.

In final business the commissioners 
voted unanimously again that Royd 
County reinvest five Travis County 
water control and improvement district 
N-18 water works system tax and 
revenue bonds series 1965 total of 5,000 
for the permanent school fund.

Trustees Approve
Construction, Renovation
Roydada school district trustees 

voted unanimously Friday morning for 
expansion and renovation of athletic 
facilities for both boys and girls at 
Roydada High School.

The schom board awarded a contract 
for construction of a new athletic field 
house and appropriated $6,000 for 
expansion and renovation o f girls’ 
athletic facilities at FHS.

A Roydada firm, Walter Davis Con­
struction Co., submitted the low bid of 
$79,963.48 for turnkey construction of 
the field house, a 6.000-square-foot (100 
X 60) metal building to be erected on the 
southwest comer o f the FhS track and 
field area, near the high-school build­
ing

Superintendent Jerry Cannon cited 
the need to relieve crowded conditions 
in the FHS athletic department as a 
prime reason for the building and 
renovation program.

Davis’ s field house bid was the lowest

of six submitted to the school district. 
Three firms from Lubbock, one from 
Hereford and one from Amarillo sub­
mitted bids ranging from $86,916 to 
$103,844 for the building.

Field house construction is to start 
immediately. It is hoped that the 
building will be completed by June 1.

Under the planned renovation and 
expansion program, the downstairs area 
now used for boys’ dressing rooms will 
be converted to a girls’ athletic area. 
New lockers and carpet will be installed. 
Cannon said the girls’ athletic area 
would be at least doubled.

The upstairs area will be the boys 
physical education dressing room.

The new field house will contain 
dressing room s, show ers, o ffices , 
weight room and film-viewing room.

All school board members were 
present at the special called meeting 
Friday morning.

BORROWING INSURANCE

Before borrowing against a 
life insurance policy, con­
sider both the advantages 
and the disadvantages.

THE ADVANTAGES
1. The most obvious rea­

son to borrow from a life 
insurance policy is low inter­
est. Current interest rates 
are around five or six to eight 
percent.

Look at the insurance con­
tract to find the interest rate.

2. Once cash value is built 
up, you can borrow roughly 
92 to 95 percent of that 
amount. The cash value will 
continue to grow even 
though you have a loan.

3. Policy loans are lenient. 
Companies don't give you a 
timetable for paying back 
loans.

In fact, you don’t have to 
pay it back at all. The loan 
plus interest will simply be 
deducted from your p<^icy.

4. Since the company has 
cash value as collateral, 
loans are easy to obtain. You 
won’t be quizzed about why 
you want the money, nor will 
there be a credit check.

To arrange a loan, just get 
in touch with your agent, the 
company or the VA office if 
you have Gl insurance.

DISADVANTAGES
1. If the insurance was 

bought for protection, it’ s 
self-defeatin g  to borrow 
against it. You are not bor­
rowing against the company 
but against your benefi­
ciaries.

2. If you die before paying 
back the loan, you’ ll leave 
less for the people you want 
to protect. A borrowed- 
against policy may be de­
pleted and worth little.

3. Since companies aren’ t 
fussy about paying back the 
loan, people who borrow 
against policies often let 
them lapse.

4. Borrowing against a 
policy at six percent and 
reinvesting at a higher rate 
generally is not to the bor­
rower's advantage.

If there is a profit it is 
likely too small to bother 
risking insurance protection. 
The taxes assessed on profit 
often discounts any earnings.

Area City Pioneers Sewage For Irrigation
V  . . .  mart of the rese

A pioneer in use of sewage water for 
irrigation, the city of Lubbock will 
provide national leadership during the 
'80s in effective use of city waste for 
agricultural purposes.

Urban sewage, produced at a daily 
rate of 80 to 100 gallons per person, can 
provide valuable nutrients and water for 
farming, especially in the Southwest. If 
used for land application, the sewage 
needs limited treatment, which reduces 
municipal expenses.

But techniques of applying partially 
treated sewage on agricultural land 
need to be perfected, according to Dr. 
Robert M. Sweazy, director of Texas 
Tech University Water Resources Cen­
ter.

Sweazy heads a team of Texas Tech 
researchers who will provide informa­
tion on applying waste water for 
agricultural purposes. The research 
effort, which will be completed by the 
mid '80s, is being supervised by a 
national advisory committee.

Once completed, the project will 
provide guidelines for cost-effective, 
productive and environmentally safe 
use of sewage water for land applica­
tion.

The Texas Tech research effort is 
funded by the Environmental Protection 
Agency (EPA) through the Lubbock 
Christian College (LCC) Institute of 
Water Research.

The EPA-LCC contract calls for 
research and implementation of the 
sewage treatment project. Funded at 
9.S million, the projec represents one of 
the largest EPA contracts for research 
and development of sewage reuse, 
Sweazy said.

“ The use of municipal effluent for

agricultural purposes is becoming popu­
lar and with it has come the need for 
more information on the effects of 
sewage on crops, soils and groundwater 
reservoirs and the process,”  Sweazy 
said.

Lubbock can provide leadership in 
this endeavor because the city’s waste 
water has been used for irrigating a 
4,000 acre farm since 1939, Sweazy 
explained.

“ Using that farm and a similar farm 
which has never been irrigated with 
sewage — but will be during the next 
five years — we will be able to monitor 
the long- and short-term effects of 
applying sewage on land.”

Lubbock produces about 18 million 
gallons of waste water every day, 
“ which represents about 55 acre-feet of 
water,”  he added.

Most of that water has been used for 
irrigating the 4,000-acre Frank Gray 
farm on the southeast edge of town 
since 1939. About 2.5 million gallons of 
that water percolates into the under­
ground reservoir from which it is 
pumped into the Canyon Lakes Project 
for water-based recreation in Lubbock.

“ Because the Gray farm received 
more than it needs, some of the water 
will now be used to irrigate 4,000 acres 
of farmland operated by 13 tenant 
farmers in the small community of 
Wilson, population 380, near Lubbock,”  
Sweazy said.

Texas Tech research will generate 
baseline environmental data on the two 
irrigation sites, provide information on 
the effects of using effluent for irriga­
tion on the quality and quantity of 
groundwater and study the number and 
type of any viruses associated with 
sewage.

The research team, h e a d e d  by 
Sweazy, includes Drs. Billy J. Gaborn 
and R. Heyward Ramsey, both of the 
Civil Engineering Department, and Dr. 
Clarence L. Baugh of the Biological 
Sciences Department. More than 50 
undergraduate and graduate students 
will receive research assistantships 
through the project.

Most of the EPA money will be used 
for design and construction of pipelines 
to transfer the waste water from 
Lubbock to the Wilson farms and 
distribute it there.

Bergland selects cotton board 
members and okays 1980 budget

The Deparcment of Agriculture appears to be m ^ - 
ing a sincere effort m  improve the commodity 
statistics'and economics programs conducted by the 
Department’s Economics, Statistics and Cooperative 
Service (ESCS).

This was the comment of Donald Johnson, Ex­
ecutive Vice President of Plains Cotton Growers, Inc., 
Lubbock, on returning from an Agricultural 
Economics and Statistics Data Users Workshop in 
Dallas February 4. “ Of course the results,”  Johnson 
added, “ are yet to be seen.”

ESCS staged the workshop to obtain input from 
users of ESCS information and statistics for use in the 
development of future ESCS budget and program 
needs. Johnson was invited to represent cotton pro­
ducers.

Also attending from Lubbock was Elbert Harp, Ex­
ecutive Director of Grain Sorghum Producers Associa­
tion. Wheat, rice, sheep and goats, cattle and citrus 
fruits were other commodities participating in discus­
sions. The Texas Federation of Cooperatives, Texas

Five members, six alternates, and 
two consumer advisors were named by 
Agriculture Secretary Bob Bergland this 
week to a board which administers a 
national cotton research and promotion 
program.

At the same time, Bergland said the 
1980 budget for that program will be 
S21.7 million.

The cotton research and promotion 
program, designed to strengthen the 
competitive position of cotton and 
expand its uses, is funded entirely by 
producer assessments of approximately 
$2 per bale. Projects and budgets are 
developed and carried out by Cotton 
Incorporated under contract with the 
Cotton Board. The U.S. Department of 
Agriculture monitors the program and 
reviews budgets, plans, and projects to 
assure that the program operates 
according to law and in the public 
interest. The Cotton Board is composed 
of 19 members and their alternates who 
represent the cotton producing states.

3-year terms ending Dec. 31, 1982:

Texas — Billy Golden, Seymour; and 
Earl Jalufka, Robstown. Jack Young of 
Stamford was named an alternate to fill 
the 2-year term ending Dec. 31, 1981.

Arizona — Charles Youngker (mem­
ber), Buckeye; and Russell Schlitten- 
hart (alternate), (alternate) Eloy.

Arkansas — Lon Mann, Marianna; 
and William Currie, Osceola.

Georgia — Dolan Brown. Twin City;

and John Harris, Cordele.
Mississippi — Robert Carson, Marks; 

and J. Tol Thomas, Cruger.

B eeferendum  registration

figures released M onday

Registration figures for the Beeferen­
dum were released Monday and, ac­
cording to ASCS, 40,320 Texas cattle­
men have registered. Voting is slated 
for Feb. 19-22.

Only cattlemen who registered Jan. 
28 through Feb. 6 are qualified to vote.

Passage of the Beeferendum requires 
voting by at least 50 percent of the 
cattlemen who registered, than appro­
val by a majority of those voting.

Department of Agriculture and Texas Crop and 
Livestock Reporting Service were also represented.

The most visible of ESCS activities hinge around 
production and demand estimates, prices received by 
farmers and prices paid for production inputs.

One of the major points made by Johnson in the in­
formal discussion was to the effect that ESCS should 
upgrade the accuracy of its in-season cotton acreage 
and production estimates. William Kibler, Deputy 
ESCS Administrator for Statistics, respond^.

Noting that cotton is one of the most difficult com­
modities on which to make accurate estimates, Kibler 
admitted that ESCS hasn’t done as well with cotton as 
with some of the other commodities, then pointedly 
remarked that much of the problem in cotton 
forecasting stems from the huge acreage and extreme 
variability and unpredictability of growing conditions 
on the High Plains.

Kibler did say however that attempts to make 
changes in ESCS sampling procedures, at least one of 
which will require legislation, if successful should 
prove beneficial to future results.

ESCS personnel also told those at the workshop that 
efforts are being made to expand the educational pro­
gram on how producers can better use ESCS data and 
analysis in the development of production and 
marketing plans.

Under questioning. Kenneth Farrell. ESCS ad- 
^ s t r a t o r .  stressed that the confidentiality of in- 
dividu^ producer replies to ESCS questionnaires has 
never been violated, and that every precaution is taken 
to preserve that record.

will soon be moving to Mexico under an 
agreement reached between Santa Fe 
Railway, the National Railways of 
Mexico, and Conasupo, the Mexican 
grain company.

trains of grain to move each week from 
points in West Texas, Oklahoma and 
Kansas. The trains will leave the United 
States at Presidio, Tex., and most will 
move to Torreon. Mexico, where the 
grain will be unloaded and re-shipped to 
consumption points by other means of 
transport. Some of the trains will go 
through to Mexico City.
