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O f Grief.•••

The Face of Grief
We spend a good portion 

o f our lives working dili­
gently t o acquire those 
things that make iife rich and 
meaningful — friends, a wife 
or husband, ch ildren , a 
home, a job, material com­
forts, money (let’s face it), 
and security. What happens 
to us when we lose any of 
these persons or things 
which are so important to us?

The ten stages of grief 
described or listed here must 
be understood to be the 
normal process through 
which most people must go 
as they face up to their loss. 
Not every person goes 
through all these stages, nor 
does a person necessarily go 
through them in order. 
Sometimes it is impossible to 
differentiate clearly between 
each of these stages.

STAGE 1 — We are in a 
state of shock — a kind of 
buffer time. Sometimes lasts 
a few minutes, a few hours, 
or a few days. If it goes on for 
some weeks, probably it is 
unhealthy grief and profes­
sional help should be sought.

STAGE 2 — We express 
emotion — emotional release 
comes at about the time it 
begins to dawn upon us how 
dreadful this loss is. Some 
times without warning there 
wells up within us an uncon­
trollable urge to express our 
grief. And this is exactly 
what we ought to do; allow 
ourselves to express the 
emotions we actually feel.

STAGE 3 —  We feel 
depressed and very lonely — 
eventually there comes a 
feeling of utter depression 
and isolation. It is as if God is 
no longer in His heaven, as if 
God does not care. It is 
during these days we are 
sure that no one else has ever 
grieved as we are grieving.

It is true, no one has ever 
grieved exactly as we are 
grieving, because no two 
people face even the same 
kind of loss in the same way. 
But the awful experience of 
being utterly depressed and 
isolated is a universal phen­
omenon. When we find our­
selves in the depths of des­
pair. as some readers may be 
even at this moment, we 
should remind ourselves that 
this is to be expected follow­
ing any significant loss, and 
that such depression is nor­
mal and a part of good 
hcalthv grief.

STAGE 4 — We may 
experience physical symp­
toms of distress — many 
people become ill because of 
some unresolved grief situa­
tion. Some o f these people 
who have physical symptoms 
o f distress have stopped at 
one of the stages in people 
who have physical symptoms 
of distress have stopped at 
one o f the stages in the ten 
stage grief process. Unless 
someone can help them to 
work through the emotional 
problems involved in the 
stage in which they seem to 
be fixed, they will remain ill.

STAGE 5 — We may 
become panicky —  persons 
sometimes become panicky 
because they think of nothing 
but the loss. We try so hard 
to get our minds off the 
subject, and perhaps for a 
moment or two we can be 
distracted from our worries, 
but soon we are right back 
again where we started. Nat­
urally, this hinders our ef­
fectiveness in anything we 
are trying to do. We find that 
our work shows we are not 
producing the work of which 
we arc capable. We get to 
worrying about our mental 
health. When people ask us 
questions, we have to ask 
them to repeat so often that 
they wonder what is wrong 
with us. We simply cannot 
concentrate.

To help ourselves through 
such a period when we can 
think of nothing but our loss.

we must be open to new and 
different human relation­
ships.

STAGE 6 — We feel a 
sense of guilt about the loss
—  we should make the 
distinction between "nor­
m al" guilt and neurotic guilt. 
Generally speaking, normal 
guilt is the guilt we feel when 
we have done something or 
neglected to do something 
for which we ought, by the 
standards of our society, to 
fefl guilty. Neurotic guilt is 
feeling guilty all out of 
proportion to our own real 
involvement in this particular 
problem.

Unresolved guilt and mis­
understood emotions o f this 
type can make us miserable 
for years, or they might come 
out in a variety of physical 
symptoms of distress. It is 
important for us to face both 
our normal guilt and our 
neurotic guilt. We must not 
be afraid or embarrassed to 
talk about our feelings of 
guilt with those who have 
been trained to help us when 
the going gets rough.

STATE 7 — We are filled 
with hostility and resentment
— gradually we move up out 
of the depression, and in so 
doing we may be more able 
to express some of the strong 
feelings of hostility and re­
sentment of which we may 
not even have been aware.

When we say hostility and 
resentment are a part of 
“ good grief,”  we probably 
whould qualify this to some 
extnet. We do not wish to 
leave the impression that a 
person in grief ought to be 
encouraged to be hostile or 
resentful. What we are say­
ing is that these feelings are 
normal for every human, and 
that even the most devout 
person can very well feel 
hostile and resentful, even 
though he tires very hard to 
sublimate these feelings. It 
would be most harmful to 
him, if he could not admit to 
himself, to God, and to his 
friends that he. being hu­
man. needs to confess his 
hostility and resentfulness 
and find strength to rise 
above it.

STAGE 8 — We are un­
able to return to usual activi­
ties — but though we may be 
quite well along in our grief 
work and trying to re-enter 
life again, for some unex­
plainable reason we are un­
able to return to our usual 
activities. Something holds 
us back. Why is this? I am 
sure there are many reasons, 
but among them is the fact 
that our American way of life 
makes it so difficult for us to 
grieve about any loss in the 
presence of other people. We 
are forced to carry all the 
grief within ourselves.

This is part of the task of 
friends — to help keep the 
memory of loved ones alive, 
to show concern for one 
another, and particularly 
when someone has suffered a 
great loss. Most people who 
are grieving are very con­
siderate of others. They do 
not wish to force their troub­
les on other people. The 
quality of our personal in­
terest in these people can 
demonstrate that we do want 
to share their burdens with 
them.

STAGE 9 — Gradually 
hope comes through — now 
and then we get a little 
glimpse of hope in one 
experience or another. This 
cloud which had been so dark 
begins to break up. and rays 
of light come through. We 
may be in deep grief any­
where from a few weeks to 
many months.

again. Says Liebman. "The 
melody that the loved one 
played upon the piano of 
your life will never be played 
quite that way again, but we 
must not close the keyboard 
and allow the instrument to 
gather dust. We must seek 
out other artists of the spirit, 
new friends who gradually 
will help us to find the road 
to life again, who will walk 
that road with us.”

STAGE 10 — We struggle 
to affirm reality — we finally 
begin t o affirm reality. 
Please note that we do not 
say that the final stage is, 
“ We become our old selves 
again.”  When we go through 
any significant grief exper­
ience we come out of it as 
different people. Depending 
upon the way we respond to 
this event we are either 
stronger people than we 
were before or weaker — 
either healthier in spirit or 
sicker.

As we begin to struggle to 
affirm reality we find that we 
need not be afraid of the real 

 ̂ world. We can live in it 
again. We can even love it 
again. For a time we thought 
there was nothing about life 
that we could affirm. Now 
the dark clouds are begin­
ning to break up and occa­
sionally for brief moments 
rays of t h e  sun come 
through.

YOU CAN SAVE 
Family savings pose a 

challenge, but it can be done.
During the last decade the 

average household managed 
to save about six percent of 
their disposable income, but 
during 1979, the level 
dropped. Many families are 
not saving at all.

There are tactics that lead 
to savings success, however, 
for families who want to save 
in safe, liquid, regulated 
ways. Some families have 
made saving a habit. They 
pay themselves first -  a 
portion of every paycheck 
goes into savings regardless 
of other expenses.

Other fam ilies need 
different tactics to force 
themselves to save. "Coin 
play”  is one. Coin savers set 
aside a jar or piggy bank or 
special drawer. Selected 
coins -  quarter, dimes -  are 
diverted into the jars. Some 
people empty their pockets at 
the end of every day and put 
all change into a jar. Family 
members may race to see 
who can fill a jar the fastest.

Sometimes labeling a jar, 
such as "Summer Vacation 
Money" or "Color TV Fund”  
helps the whole family join in 
the project.

H ere’ s another idea; 
change a debit to a credit — 
or a debt to a savings. With 
this method, when a debt is 
finished, use the now-freed 
money for saving instead of 
spending. For exam ple, 
when the refrigerator is paid 
off, save the amount that had 
gone for its monthly 
payment.

"Crash Saving”  is another 
tactic. Pick a time period

during which nothing 
spent that isn’t absolutely 
necessary. Be sure to set 
limits to the time -• say two 
months -  and mark it off on a 
calendar. During this time, 
cut out movies, "eating 
o u t ,’ ’ babysitters, sales, 
beer, cigarettes -• and feel 
like a hero for the time 
involved. You can learn 
about yourself during this 
tim*., and probably you’ ll 
save a great deal. One 
advantage to this plan is that 
you may like the new lifestyle 
and make savings a 
permanent habit.

Finally, there’ s the kick-a- 
habit savings idea. Save all 
the money you spend for 
coffee breaks or cigarettes or 
desserts or telephone calls, 
for example.

In general, remember, it is 
possible to save •• even in 
inflationary times — if saving 
is your goal.

Bentsen, in testim ony 
submitted to the Senate Sub­
committee on Surface Trans­
portation, lent his strong 
support to the proposed Long 
amendment on the Rail Re­
gulation bill. The amend­
ment would require railroads 
to justify any rate increase by 
standards to be set by the 
Interstate Commerce Com­
mission. Bentsen is a co­
sponsor.

Bentsen said he believes 
the steps are necessary to 
protect areas of captive cus­
tomers and to ensure that 
they're treated fairly.

"Take the case o f San 
Antonio, a city that began in 
1977 to generate electricity 
by burning coal. This step

interest at heart, with the 
consumers’ interest in mind. 
But it didn't work out that 
way. Three years ago the ICC 
established a coal shipping 
rate of S10.93 per ton San 
Antonio. Today it it S19.2S 
per ton, an increase of 75 
percent over three years, an 
increase averaging 25 per­
cent a year!”

As provided in the amend­
ment, the ICC must weigh 
the rail carriers* legitimate 
revenue needs against the 
legitimate needs ^  the cap 
tive customers. The ICC 
would also evaluate the im­
pact of such an increase on 
national energy policy, in­
cluding coal conversion 
policies.

Unfair shipping rates have 
im posed an "ou trageou s  
burden on hard-pressed con­
sumers," Bentsen stressed. 
"W e  found that because of 
skyrocketing coal shipping 
rates at least one Texas city 
has found it more advanta­
geous to bring coal into the 
United States from Poland 
and South Africa, than to 
ship it by rail from Colorado 
and Wyoming."

Bentsen said that high coal 
transportation costs have 
stood as a roadblock to 
national interest at a time 
when the United States is so 
dangerously dependent on 
foreign energy sources.

" I  believe that the analysis 
mandated by the Long 
amendment is long over­
due... it would ensure that 
comoetitive traffic would pay 
its fair share before addition­
al costs are placed on the 
captive consumer. It would 
ensure that our national 
energy needs are fully consi­
dered in setting coal ship­
ping rates, and that we stop 
pursuing policies that fly in 
the face of our national 
energy n e e d s ,"  Senator 
Bentsen said.

(R-Texas) has become co­
sponsor o f legislation to help 
senior citizens cope with 
inflation and add productive 
workers to the ecomony.

Wiese Compares Equipment Efficiency
A spring-tooth harrow or 

field cultivator is a better 
implement than a tandem 
disk to incorporate preplant 
herbicides for cotton on 
sandy soil. In two years of 
study. Dr. A.F. Wiese, Texas 
Agricultural Experiment Sta­
tion researcher, showed that 
incorporating preplant herbi­
cides with a spring-tooth 
harrow decreased the hazard 
of erosion, gave equivalent 
weed control and equal or 
better yield of cotton than 
incorporating with a tandem 
disk. Wiese conducted the 
research on the Duane Scott 
farm near Wellington, Texas 
on fine sandy loam soil.

l\ ing preplant herbicides 
that must be incorporated is 
a standard operation in cot­
ton production in the South­
ern Great Plains. Incorpora­
ting with a tandem disk give 
good weed control but leaves 
the soil subject to severe 
wind and water erosion. 
Field cultivators do not des­
troy as many soil clods or 
cover as much crop residue 
as disks. Using cultivators to 
incorporate preplant herbi­
cides would reduce the ha­
zard or erosion. With this 
information at hand, Wiese 
conducted a two-year study 
to compare weed control and 
cotton yield when preplant 
herbicides were incorporated 
with the two implements.

Five different incorpora­
tion methods and no incor­

poration were tested on ten 
different preplant herbicide 
treatments. Incorporations 
were tandem disk once, tan­
dem disk twice, field culti­
vate once, field cultivate 
twice and tandem disk fol­
lowed by one field cultiva­
tion. Herbicides used at one 
or more rates were Treflan,

ly, thorough incorporation 
increased herbicide persist­
ence in the soil. The first 
vear, lint yields were about

Planavin, Tolban, Am ex, 
Basalin and Cobex. Herbi­
cides were applied and in­
corporated in late April to 
land that was bedded in 
May. Cotton was planted 
in early June. Weed control 
and cotton vigor were evalu­
ated about one month after 
planting. Plots were then 
cultivated and hoed.

450 pounds per acre for all 
methods of incorporation. 
Without incorporation, weed 
control was poor and lint 
yield dropped to 350 pounds 
per acre. Herbicides did not 
affect yield.

According to Wiese, stand 
and vigor of small cotton 
were not affected by incor­
poration method. The first 
year, type o f incorporation 
did not affect control except 
when herbicides were not 
incorporated. Control of car-

The second year, control of 
pigweed and crabgrass was 
the same with all incorpora­
tion methods. Yield of lint 
was reduced about 40 pounds 
per acre where a disk was 
used for incorporation. Ave­
raging all incorporation me­
thods. yield was highest with 
Amex at 1.5 pounds per acre. 
Yields were less with a 0.75 
pound per acre rates of 
Planavin, Tolban and Basa­
lin.

petweed and pigweed with 
Treflan was reduced the 
most when incorporation was 
not used. Weed control a 
month after planting was the 
same for all herbicides when 
rates were appropriate for 
the sandy loam soil. Weed 
control at harvest was best 
with two incorporations with 
either implement. Apparent-

Wiese said, “ Spring-tooth 
harrows or field cultivators 
do an excellent job o f incorp­
orating preplant h erb i­
cides.’ ’ Weed control is as 
good and yield of cotton as 
good or better than when a 
disk is used for incorpora­
tion. “ In addition, reducing 
the hazard of erosion gives 
spring-tooth harrows a big 
edge over disks for incorp­
orating preplant herbicides 
for cotton on sandy land." 
Wiese concluded.

“ Employers all over the 
country are frustrated 
because workers must quit 
after only part of a year to 
keep from  jeopardizing 
Social Security benefits,”  he 
noted.

The phase-out bill would 
reduce the age at which a 
worker could earn an 
unlimited amount o f m oney- 
without losing benefits-from 
72 to 70 in 1980, and then 
lower the age by one year 
each through 1984.

“ We must end the practice 
o f  putting valuable 
contributors to our economy 
and our society as a whole 
out to pasture, just because 
they’ve celebrated their 65th 
birthday,”  Tower said.

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Disease resistance in crops 
costs nothing more than ex­
ercising concern when buy­
ing seed.

All major seed companies 
have a vast array of hybrids 
that produce top yields and 
have resistance to many 
major diseases. The produ­
cer still has the responsibi­
lity, however, to determine 
just which diseases represent 
a threat on his farm. For 
instance, if downy mildew is 
a potential problem, the 
grower needs to express that 
concern to his seedsman.

In some crops, hybrids or 
varieties are advertised as 
being disease-resistant. This 
actually is a non-specific 
term and means little. No 
hybrid is resistant to all 
diseases, and unless specific 
diseases are mentioned, one 
has no way of knowing which 
diseases might be involved. 
In some cases, such as head 
smut and downy mildew, 
new races have developed, 
and a producer needs to be 
concerned about which race 
of the disease-causing orga­
nism is involved.

Seed comapanies that take 
a professional approach go to 
great lengths to see that 
growers are sold hybrids that 
will perform well under their 
specific conditions. These 
com panies are concerned 
that growers select hybrids 
with resistance to diseases 
that occur in the area. For 
example, if their hybrids are 
severly affected, their repu­
tation becomes tarnished, 
and future sales are in jeop­
ardy.

Congressional Comment

WASHIMGTON, D.C. -
“ Burn down your cities and 
leave our farms and your cities 
will spring up again as if by 
magic; but destroy our farms 
and grass will grow in the 
streets o f every city in this 
country.”

That quote by William Jen­
n ings Bryan has been 
something o f a motto for the 
American Agriculture Move­
ment (AAM ) and certainly it 
contains a great deal o f 
wisdom.

It also reflects the sense o f 
desperation that a large 
number o f  farmers, primarily 
from Texas and other grain- 
producing states, have felt dur­
ing the past few years. That 
sense o f  desperation, frustra­
tion and alienation held the 
beginnings o f the Movement 
during late summer o f  1977. 
During the most recent visit of 
AAM  farmers to Washington 
this month, many o f the feel­
ings are unchanged, even 
though there have been some 
price improvements since they 
began.

There is no question that 
our farm economy, particular­
ly the grain industry, has been 
a topsy-turvy roller coaster 
that has taken it to the heights 
o f prosperity during the early 
70’s, only to drop to the bot­
tom by 1977. Net farm income 
in 1979 was up S5 billion above 
the previous year’ s level, but 
that $33 billion-plus figure 
doesn’t tell the full story. In 
terms o f "real dollars,”  or in­
come after inflation, the in­
crease was only $1 billion or 
about 7 percent and USDA 
estimates for 1980 net farm in­
com e are even gloomier. 
USDA is predicting a U.S. 
total in the mid $20 billion 
range, a drop o f some $13 
billion.

At this point, many might 
question the effectiveness o f 
AAM  during their brief history 
and wonder if the continuing 
trips to Washington have been 
worth the time, expense and e f­
fort.

There is no way that 
anyone can say AAM has 
failed in their objectives. 
Members o f AAM have made 
great strides since their begin-

nings in 1977 and have learned, 
the hard way, how to become 
politically effective. They have 
learned a lot about how to 
"sell”  agriculture, not just as a 
commodity, but as a political 
viewpoint and vital concern 
not only for rural areas, but 
for the nation as a whole.

The problems faced by our 
farmers are ones that should be 
shared with the rest o f  the 
population, for as a " fo o d  
problem”  it effects all o f  us. 
There is no doubt that these 
problems are real, especially 
when one compares returns on 
equity in agriculture and other 
industries in this country, in 
1977, that return was 3.5 per­
cent; 1978 it rose to 4,6 percent

1979. Compare those figures 
with the 17 percent return to 
manufacturing corporations, 
13 to 23 percent to oil com­
panies and some 11.7 percent 
to textile manufacturers.

Even with improved prices, 
there are still long-range prob­
lems to be faced. In particular, 
the problem o f ever increasing 
costs for fuel and other pro­
duction inputs is squeezing the 
American farmer hard. Last 
year diesel fuel prices increased 
99 percent and gasoline prices 
increased 60 percent. And in­
creases in 1980 are expected to 
be even larger. Fertilizer prices, 
after a few years o f relative 
stability, are climbing steadily 
upward.

That is the story farmers 
have been telling their con­
gressmen and the public in 
Washington this week. That is 
the story that they must con­
tinue to tell. It is well past the 
time that Washington and 
every consumer in this country 
realized one fact: There is no 
such thing as a free lunch. And 
it’s time the American farmer 
stopped picking up the ticket.

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Wind Machine Installed At Plainvt^
For ages the wind has 

swept across the Plains of 
West Texas, generating little 
but dust storms, bent trees 
and precious little water. 
Indeed, settlers on the High 
Plains claimed that West 
Texas "was the country 
where the wind makes the 
water and the cows make the 
wood." But today, techno­
logy and the high costs of 
energy have prompted a 
group of West Texans to look 
toward the seemingly perpe­
tual wind as a source of 
energy previously untapped 
and allowed to go to waste.

New Dawn Energy Con­
cepts, Inc. is a new company 
dealing in alternative energy 
devices such as solar panels 
and wind generators. Today, 
New Dawn Energy Concepts 
announced the installation of

the largest known wind 
energy conversion system to 
be erected within the muni­
cipal city limits of any city in 
America. Located on the 
comer of 11th and Austin, 
within two block of down­
town Plainview, Texas, the 
Wind Energy Conversion 
System (W.E.C.S.) owned by 
New Dawn Energy Concepts 
looms 80 feet above the city 
streets. Its three bladed rotor 
spans a 38 feet diameter arc 
as the blades spin on their 
strut supported axis. This 
windmill is very different 
from the familiar farm wind­
mill used to pump water for 
cows. The new design, called 
a WINDGEN 25 by its manu­
facturer, is created to utilize 
the principles of aerodyna­
mics to develop lift from the 
winds, much as an aircraft

wing generates lift sufficient 
to fly through the air. The 
use of lift, rather than the 
simple force of the air ag­
ainst the surface of the 
blade, allows the WINDGEN 
25 to operate at great effi­
ciency and permits the wind­
mill to produce greater po­
wer in relation to surface
area.

Erected over a four month 
period, the WINDGEN 25 is 
an advanced windmill design 
which has evolved over the 
last fiver years. The three 
rotor blades are each 19 feet 
in length and 21 inches wide. 
Each blade is aerodynamical- 
ly shaped as a wing, similar 
to the wing of an aircraft. 
Infact, the production pro­
cess in the manufacture of 
the WINDGEN 25 closely 
follows aircraft industry pro­

cedures.

controlled by a "mini-com­
puter”  which “ senses”  the 
available wind and sets the 
blade “ pitch”  by way of a 
control rod connected ex­
ternally to each blade.

At wind speeds 
exceeding 45 mph, the 
blades will “ feather”  into 
the wind, and thus reduce 
the rotor speed to a safe 
speed.

Using the constant RPM

Small businesses, homes 
and institutions such as 
churches, schools and hospi­
tals may be powered by the 
wind energy conversion sys­
tem. "The attractive thing 
about owning your own 
power source is that you not 
only produce power which 
reduces your utility bill, but 
you also obtain the right to 
deduct the cost of the energy 
system from your state and 
federal tax bill. At the pre­
sent time, when the wind 
machine is used in a business 
application, the after tax cost 
of the installed system is 
reduced by at least half 
simply because of the tax 
incentives offered by the 
state and federal govern­
ment. For example, these 
devices are exempt from 
property taxes and they also 
entitle you to a 10% refund­
able tax credit on the federal 
level.”  claimed Gary Garri­
son, Treasurer o f New Dawn 
Energy Concepts. At the 
present time, the WINDGEN 
25 is capable of competitive 
energy costs with the utility 
power, each system pro­
ducing energy at approxi­
mately four cents per kilo 
watt hour. However, as en­
ergy costs continue to rise for
