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Commissioners Approve Child 
Welfare Board By 3-2 Vote

A  full morning o f testi­
mony, with legal council 
representation debating 
the closing o f a street in 
South Hains, turned the 
regular Commissioners 
Court into an endurance 
test that ran until 4:30 
Monday afternoon.

Last item on the agenda 
was the discussion of 
forming a Child W elfare 
Board in Floyd County. 
Motion was made by 
Aaron Carthel that the 
county agree to adopt a 
Child W elfare Board and 
that the county put 
$300.00 into this coming 
budget with the under­
standing that the court 
can cancel the contract 
within 30 days notice. 
Grigsby Milton seconded 
the motion. Vote count 
showed Carthel and MU- 
ton voting for and Bob 
Jarrett and Jack Lackey 
voting against County 
Judge Choise Smith broke 
the tie with a vote for.

Smith said, " M y  per­
sonal thought is that it will 
be insurance to the coun­
ty. I f  he (an abused child) 
doesn’ t  qualify for other 
programs it is my under­
standing that with the 
board, they (Human Re­
sources) will take care o f 
the medical bills.”

Carthel said, “ Fd be 
willing to try it awhile, 
personally, and see if it 
works...if now we can get 
out from under i t ”

Jarrett expressed his 
usual suspicion o f govern­
ment programs. “ In my 
experience they always 
come back and want 
more,”  he said.

Lackey stood on his 
previously voiced opinion 
that the adult who abuses 
the child should be jailed 
and thus there would be 
no problem.

Milton said that, ” I 
think we ought to try it to 
see what happens.”

The court agreed that at 
the next session the con­
tract should be considered 
and all points cleariy de­
fined before signing.

The morning session 
involved LH . F’aiks peti­
tion to close Brown Street 
on the west side o f H igh­
way 207 in South Flains. 
Contesting the closing 
was M arble Brothers. 
Testimony revealed that 
Marble Brothers have re­
cently been using the 300 
f t  long street to move 
their large farming equip­
ment to their shop and lot 
located behind A e  Parks 
Droi

Marble Brothers lease 
the land adjacent to the 
F ^ks  property from C.W. 
Bond. Bond testified in 
support o f the contest and 
objected to closing the 
street leading from the 
highway to his property.

Another street can be 
used by the farming com­
pany, but it would mean 
pulling heavy equipment 
onto the highway for 
about a block to get back 
to the shop and mainten­
ance area.

Decision seemed to 
hinge on whether or not 
Brown had actually been 
used as a street in the 53 
years since it was dedica­
ted. Contesting attorney, 
Tom Hamilton, stated that 
if it had, the closing would 
require due process and 
notification before it could 
be so ordered.

Petition Attorney, Ben 
Ayres, conceeded that the 
street had been used as a 
parking area for stores 
since closed, but that 
“ there had never been a 
traffic jam in South Hains 
to my knowledge,”  and 
the street had not been 
used for through traffic.

Motion was made by 
Grigsby Milton that 
Brown Street be closed on 
the west side o f Highway 
207 (Main Street) South 
Hains. And that the fo l­
lowing order be fUed as 
record. Lackey seconded 
the motion. The vote was 
unanimous in favor o f the 
motion.

South Hains was dedi­
cated in 1927 and streets 
designated at that time.

On 
one other occassion a 
street was declared 
closed. Tbis is the first 
time that a street closing 
has been contested.

W e spent three happy 
days in Chicago going 
through the Field’ s Mu­
seum, the Ripley ‘ ‘ Believe 
It Or Not,”  seeing things 
that just couldn’ t happen 
but all was in front o f us. 
W e saw the movie Flying 
Down to Rio starring Paul 
Redform trying to make 
the non-stop flight but 
was never heard of.

When we left Chicago, 
it had rained and the pilot 
climbed above the clouds 
where we had good flying. 
When we arrived in Tulsa 
for supper, there was a 
call for me from the Fort 
Worth Star Telegram and 
they wanted to have a 
reporter at the airport to 
tell our story o f our trip 
because we were the first 
three from one family who 
had made such a trip on 
American Airlines. I told 
M r. Smith it would be 
after 12:00 a.m. when we 
arrived in Fort Worth and 
we were tired, hungry and 
broke.

A fter leaving Tulsa, the 
only guiding lights the 
pilot had were the stars 
and a lighting beacon 
about every 20 miles to 
g^uide us to Dallas and on 
to Fort Worth as there 
was no radio to go by.

Since 1934, I have rid­
den American on many 
trips. The only place my 
wife and I go now is to 
South Africa where our 
son and his family live. 
American Airlines does 
not go that route. W e 
went to South Africa in 
1973, 1976 and 1978 and 
we hope someday that we 
will be able to make the 
trip again.
