Public Hearing

Draws Crowd

Over 30 people jammed
into the city council meet-
ing room at City Hall
Tuesday night to attend a
public hearing on a re-
quest to operate a butane
station on Houston Street.

The request for council
waiver was made by Tip-
ton Oil Company located
at 119 E. Houston. They
have purchased the W.0.
Butane business that was
located on North Second
Street, and want to move
it to their business loca-
tion.

Those attending the
hearing were representa-
tives of Tipton Oil Com-
pany, homeowners whose
property is near the sta-
tion, and interested citi-
zens.

Residents of the area
around the station were
concerned about the dan-
gers involved in handling
the butane, whether or
not their insurance rates
would go up, and what
safety features would be
used.

Wayne Tipton ex-
plained the safety fea-
tures that will be used and
stated that within a week
he will be attending a
school in order to get a
license to handle LLP. gas.

He also stated that the
Railroad Commission has
very strict regulations and

guidelines that must be
ollowed before they will
give final approval. They
will conduct an on site
inspection before granting
the state waiver, and will
inspect the installation
once a year.

Bob Owens, former
owner of W.0. Butane,
said that it has no effect
on their insurance pre-
mium.

Final grant to install
the LLP. Gas service sta-
tion and bottle filling stor-
age containers rests with
the Railroad Commission.
First step is to obtain a
waiver from City Council
since the station is located
within city limits. Then
Tipton will apply for wai-
ver from Lge Railroad
Commission.

One of the main compli-
ances is that the butane
storage tank be the proper
distance from buildings
and right-a-ways. The dis-
tance requirements de-
pend on the size of the
storage tank. The tipton
tank is a 1400 gallon and
the legal distance is not
less than 12 feet. The tank
will be 16 feet from prop-
erty line and 41 feet from
the nearest building.

After the hearing was

over, council voted to
nt the waiver to Tipton
il Company.

Results Of Citizens Survey Presented

In August a group of Floydada r>sidents walked the
streets of their city to hand out a ¢i zen’s questionaire.
Later that same evening they retiaced their steps to
pick up the survey forms.

Why did these men and women willingly give of their
time? Why did an organization like the Women's
Division of the Chamber of Commerce, which usually
gives its busy membership the summer off, head this
project?

For one reason - to help make Floydada a better place
to live, raise a family and someday retire.

How to do this? Ask the citizens!

A total of 528 citizens questionaires and 42
community business questionaires were completed and
turned over to the South Plains Association of
Governments office in Lubbock for tabulation. Arlene
Miller, who works for SPAG as the director of regional
service, presented the results of the survey to the
Women's Division last week at their regular meeting.

The purpose of this article - and the others which will
follow - is to inform you, the citizens, of just what you
want to see happen in Floydada.

For some the questionaire was a sounding board to
vent their frustration at the rising cost of energy bills.
Others expressed their opinions, both good and bad, on
the city government and its leaders. Most had good
things to say about Floydada and why they live here.

The best thing about the survey is that you the
citizens had a chance to speak your mind, to express
your concerns for the future of your city and were
willing to spend some time thinking about what will
make Floydada a better Flace to live.

We will report the totals and also give you a few of
the comments concerning each question.

To organize the survey, the city was divided into 12
sections in addition to the business district and a
miscellaneous section was created for those who
returned the survey after the door-to-door canvas was
completed.

An example of the surveys ability to pinpoint
problem areas can be found in question four. Do you
feel the current tornado system is adequate?’’

Fifty-six percent of the city said yes, 36 percent
responded no and eight percent had no response. In
section seven, the area East and South of the (Y(;)wntown
area 68 percent said yes, 26 percent no and five no
response. In contrast section 10, which includes the
area around Duncan Elementry, said 43 percent yes, 51
percent no and six percent no response.

It is easy to see that the people in certain areas of the
city have more difficulty hearing the tornado alert and
will make it easier for the city to help correct this vital
warning system.

Of those answering the survey, 160 have lived in
Floydada one to 10 years, 104-11 to 20 years, 96-21 to 30
years, 72-31 to 40 years,36-41 to 50 years, 28-51 to 60
years and 21 persons have lived here 61 or more years.
There were 11 no responses.

CITY SERVICES

The services that the city provides were rated with
responses of adequate or inadequate.

The police department was rated as 68 percent
adequate, 24 percent inadequate and eight percent no
response. Section eight, northwest of downtown to the
Lockney highway, showed the largest response in
inadequate with 34 percent indicating the police
department needs improvement.

e main concern of many residents from all sections
was the seemingly lax attitude of the police concerning
speeders on the city streets and the amount of unsolved
burglary cases.

Several persons suggested the Floydada Police
Department and the County Sheriff's office should be

combined in order to work more effectively.

A large number answered that what they like about
Floydada is *‘it's nice not to have all the crime’’ and
“it's quiet.”

FIRE DEPARTMENT

The Fire Department received the largest approval of
any service with 87 percent adequate, five percent
inadequate and eight percent no response. One
respondent stated that volunteer firemen are not
appreciated by the community and suggested the
department be given more opportunities for training.

When it came to the question of streets the citizens
were not so kind. Even though 60 percent responded
adequate, 31 percent said inadequate and 9 percent no
response. The suggestions included a request for
gravel on one street and plea for *‘Dip"" signs on the
main highways through town.

Use of the term refuge instead of garbage may have
resulted in the 17 percent of no responses to this city
service. But the person who wrote that his trash goes
two and three weeks at a time without being emptied,
knew. He was one of 19 percent who marked
inadequate while 64 percent said adequate.

Health services received 73 percent adequate, 13
percent inadequate and 14 percent no response.

City parks showed 69 percent feel they are adequate,
21 percent inadequate and 10 percent no response.
Many expressed the need for the parks be up graded
and better maintained during the summer.

LIBRARY

Seventy-two percent responded that the library is
adequate, but many of these joined the 17 percent who
responded it as inadequate because of its location.

ne resident of 27 years feels that the city should
“help support the library by providing part of the
expense of building."’
en the need for more reference books was noted it
was interesting to see the suggestion by another that
the location of the library be moved closer to the high
school.

““No library is worth the investment unless it is
maintained in conjuction and in proximation to the high
school in this town."" A much better location ‘‘ would be
adjacent to the Massie Activity Center which is an
accessible and a convient location for the young, the
adults and the high school students.”” This location
would also provide plenty of available parking space.

““The library itself, with its branches, is a model of
excellence for Floyd County.”

Others commented that the library needs to be open
on Saturdays or in the evening for those who work and
would like to have the use of these facilities.

The city owned swimming pool is believed to be
adequate by 66 percent, inadequate by 20 percent and
14 percent did not respond. Of the comments made
some would like the present pool to be enlarged or
another larger pool built.

Twenty-six percent marked that their utility billing is
inadequate and 62 percent said adequate. The problem
of the increasing cost of energy was noted here.

When the residents looked at the water/sewer
services of the city they replied with 70 percent
adequate, 18 percent inadequate and 12 percent no
response.

““What services should be provided by the city but
are not a this time?’’ The most often mentioned by you
were animal control, street repair, clean up of alleys
and lots, supervised recreation, street cleaning, the
drainage system and the airport.

Next week a look at the school system.
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Rainfall in appreciable amounts
finally came to the northern part of
the county last weekend, but it fell
too late to be of any benefit to most
crops. It received a warm welcome
by many producers who had forgot-
ten what rain looked like and will
help soil moisture levels in fields to
be planted in wheat as well as help
green up some pastures in the area.

Corn harvest continues in the
county and was only temporarily
delayed by rains last weekend.
Sunflower desiccation and harvest
is picking up in the area, as is the
first picking of bell pepper fields in
the county. Soybean stands are
looking better everyday as insect
pressure decreases and chances for
rain increase.

Seed maize is being cut in the
southern part of the county and
commercial grain sorghum harvest
should be just around the corner.
Most of the sorghum fields are
mature enough to be free of any

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further threat of greenbug damage,
however, heads still need to be
checked for headworms. It appears
that many fields of dryland maize
will have to be baled or grazed out
due to poor grain development.

Cotton bolls continue to open
prematurely across the county and
desiccation of some dryland and
limited-irrigation fields is already
taking place in northern Crosby and
southern Floyd County.

Dryland fields continue to be
plowed under, particularly in the
eastern half of the county. Bollworm
activity is all but over in many parts
of the county, and where eggs and
small worms are being sighted,
chances of their survival are mini-
mal due to the cooler nights and
increased beneficial insect popula-
tions. However, bollworm activity
will not completely cease until
nighttime temperatures dip well
into the fifties, so don't count them
out yet if your cotton is still lush and
loaded with tender green bolls.

Citizens For Natural Weather

Group Meets In Plainview

Representatives of Citizens for
Natural Weather from eight Pan-
handle and South Plains counties
met in Plainview recently to review
the status of cloud seeding and
weather modification attempts and
to map plans for opposing future
attempts to seed clouds in attempts
to modify weather.

The group also discussed plans to
confer with elected officials, parti-
cularly those currently seeking re-
election, and those seeking election
to office to ascertain their views on
weather modification efforts.

Citizens for Natural Weather
indicated they will continue to
oppose efforts to interfere with the
natural formation of weather sys-
tems until there is scientific evi-

COTTON

Bollworm problems appear to be
coming to an end for the season in
the area. With cotton terminating
its growth and many open and
mature bolls present in most fields,
no new problems should develop.
Decisions to treat bollworms from
this time on should be based on how
many immature bolls that will be
harvested are present on the plant.
With the cooler weather we are
experiencing now, egg and worm
development will be slower. Many
eggs are already being found that
are not hatching and small worms
that have not survived more than a
couple of days. Increased beneficial
activity has helped reduce bollworm
survival in many fields. Heavy
populations of minute pirate bugs
and lacewing larvae are present in
fields not treated recently with
harsh insecticides.

Scouting activity is revealing
some new activity in recently irriga-
ted and late cotton. Egg counts of
up to 40 and bollworms numbering
12 per 100 plants have been
reported. Control decisions in such
cases will be difficult. ‘Most fields
should not be treated just because
they have eggs and small worms. If
small worms are found re-check the
field in a day or two to determine the
effects of cooler weather and bene-
ficial insect activity.

Aphids can be found in many
cotton fields. Heavy numbers can

premature boll opening. Most fields
are far enough along that no
economic problems will develop. A
few spider mites can also be found
in most fields but these can be
placed in the same category with
the aphids.

SORGHUM
Sorghum midge have been found
in the area. Any late planted fields
that are blooming at this time
should be checked carefully for this
small orange gnat. If 25 - 30% of the
heads are blooming (yellow anthers
present) and midge number at least
1 per head, treatment is recom-
mended.

Sorghum that is still developing
can also be damaged by head-
WOrms.

containing one hybrid cot-
ton variety is located.

The tour will also in-
clude a stop between
Dougherty and Provi-

dence to view the Soil
Conservation  Services'
new Mini-Lab which will
be used for irrigation effi-
ciency studies in Floyd
County.

Those wishing to attend
the tour will meet at the
County Extension Office
located on the east side of
the Courthouse Square
and travel by personal
vehicle to Dougherty. The
group will leave at 1:30
p.m., but those wishing to
join the group at either of
the field day sites can
show up at the James
Hinton Farm at 2:00 p.m.
or at the Ronnie Thornton
Farm located on the south
side of FM 788 just one-
half mile west of the FM
378 intersection at 3:30

p.m.

Now is the time to repair . . .
if your home has attractive
stucco walls but unat-
tractive cracks. Time before
the cold weather gets here.
Using a chisel, remove all
loose stucco to get a smooth
base for patching. Widen the
crack to nearly twice its
width and undercut to
provide a ledge to hold
patching cement. Wet the
crack thoroughly with a
brush or soaked cf;th. Using
a putty knife, fill the crack.
Be sure the cement fills the
crack thoroughly and
overlaps each side about 1
inch. If your stucco is
colored, a colored stucco
(sandfinish) can be applied
over the crack by dapping a
wet sponge into the stucco
and working the wet
material in a circular motion
to blend with the older
stucco. After amply filling
the crack with cement, use
the putty knife to smooth
out the filler into the
surrounding stucco.

Ko e
crossed over the [Inp
River, we saw the Alps for
the first time before we
reached the German/ Ays.

very relaxed and easy as
they checked out pass-
ports. We stopped at
Moondsee Lake to change
our money into schillings.
It takes 12 schillings to
make $1.00. This is where
we ate our first (but not
our last) tortes. We
passed by the little church
where the wedding was
filmed for *‘ The Sound Of
Music.”  Churches are
dotted all over the moun-
tain sides, in the valleys,
villages, and cities. 90%
of all the churches we saw
are Catholic, then the
Lutheran, followed by the
rest of the Protestant
faiths. Some of the chur-
ches show the eastern
influence with the onion
domes.

The Monestary of Melk
was built in 900 A.D.,
burned and finally fin-
ished in 1703, with a large
cathedral in the center. It
is still a place of education
and boarding school and it
was the capitol in the 11th
century.

From Melk, we took a
two hour boat ride down
the Danube River to
Krems. Grapes were
growing on both sides of
the river. Krems has a
reputation of having the
best wine in Austria.
Signs above the doors of
the cafes or taverns are
wreaths of evergreen or
wheels of straw with straw
spokes to tell that they
have new white wine. We
ate lunch on the boat and
had our first confusing
experience of paying with
foreign money, it was
expensive. A second glass
of tea cost $2.25. After
that we were careful about
seconds.

Vineyards are grown all
up and down the rolling
hills along the Danube,
which is also lined with
old castles and garrisons.
One of the castles was
where Richard the Lion
Hearted was held. We
drove through the Vienna
woods into the beautiful
old city of Vienna. We
went up to the top of a
lookout mountain to get a
panoramic view of the city
of 1.4 million people.
Vienna was the capitol
during the 12th century
and one could not help

feeling the power of the
Holy Roman Empire as we
looked down on that an-
cient city, which at one
time had a population of
2.1 million. sl

QOur first sightseeing 1n

Vienna was the Schon-
brunn Castle. Leopold
built this palace in 1696 as
a summer home at.th.e
edge of the city but it 1s
now in the center of
Vienna. It was later to be
the summer palace of

4
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Maria Theresa, which she
had enlarged and redone
in the style it is today.
§chonbrunn means
beautiful spring’* and is
crystal clear Slat still
flows from the spring
today. It has 1,400 rooms
and we toured 18 rooms at
the rear, overlooking the
most beautiful garden
that we were to see at any
of the castles or on the
entire trip. The palace
was heated with porcelain
wood stoves in the corner
of each room. They were
vase shaped and stood 7'
or 8 tall. We saw the
triumphal arch called
Gloriette in the garden
and sculptured fountains,
trees, and hedges. Since
the Halsburg family once
occupied this palace, the
native Viennitians are still
fond of coming here.

kg We toured around the

‘Ring” which really is a
ring around the center of
town on which are located
many of the historical and
ornate buildings. Here we
saw the statue of a Rus-
sian hero which was made
by Russia as a part of the
treaty and must remain
there. The people of Vien-
na have erected a fountain
in front of the statue
which sprays water higher
than the Russian hero
thus hiding him from the
front view.

Vienna is so filled with
history it would take a
lifetime to see and hear it
all. We drove through
Hofburg or Imperial Cas-

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Floyd County Towns That Preceeded Floydada And Lock,

Out in the west it is a
rare town that is standin
on the original site, an
with the same name as it
began. The railroad loca-
tion and other factors
often made the difference.

Floydada is no exce
tion. According to an early
history of Floyd County
written by Claude V. Hall,
founder and first editor of
the Hesperian, Della Plain
was the first town in Floyd
County.

It was named in honor
of Della, daughter of a
real pioneer settler, J.S.
Mclain, who later settled
in the Sandhill communi-
ty. Its location was five
miles north and one mile
east of the present site of
Floydada.

In 1886, seeking to es-
cape a severe drouth, T.J.
Braidfoot, of Baylor Coun-
ty, drove his herd of cattle
in early summer to this
county. Seeking to found a
new town, he formed a
partnership with J.S. Mc-
Lain of Seymour, being
joined in the town promo-
tion venture by two other
Seymour men, Dr. LT.
Wilson and Judge LR
Darnell.

[Lumber and other ma-
terials were hauled from
Wichita Falls by ox wa-

gons, 175 miles, and
though intended for a
store, floor lumber and

shingles being as yet un-
obtainable, the unfinished
building served as an
all-around community
center. Mclain induced
his uncle, J.R. Mclain of
Seymour, to move, as well
as Paris Cox, founder of
Estacado and Crosby
County clerk up to 1888.

Surveyor Seg Bradford
located a quarter section
in the homestead strip
just north of Della Plain
near the close of 1887, and
in 1890 located school
lands for the Floyd County

rmanent school fund, in

iley county.

Early storekeepers
were Dr. Wilson, the
Davis Bros., A.J. Sams
and A.D. White, the latter
using the old store build-
ing on the north side of
the square as a residence,
store, and post office in
1893. The Mclain family
took care of the mail in the
early years, Estacado be-
ing the originating point.

The Mclain name has
meant much to Floyd
County, particularly in the
eastern and southern sec-
tion. J.S. Mclain came
from Randolph County in
Arkansas to Baylor Coun-
ty, Seymour being the
county seat, and remained
but a few years before
moving back to Floyd
County in 1887.

His uncle, J.R. Mclain,
and Paris Cox, the found-
er of Estacado, were the
men chiefly responsible in
influencing him to move.
According to Claude V.
Hall, long-time Hesperian
editor who narrated the
early history of the county
for the Panhandle-Plains
Historcial Society (p. 88)
“*Cox spent some time in
the winter of 1886-1887 at
Seymour transcribing the
records of Baylor County
pertaining to Crosby
County.

Cox lost no opportunity
to set forth the resources
and advantages of the
"Staked Plains.”” ‘‘The
most pretentious building
of the first year or two was
occupied as a hotel by T.J.
Braidfoot. In all directions
from Della Plain habita-
tions were fast provided,
and most of them were
dugouts and sod houses.
The settlers in general
were not well supplied
with funds, but they had
ample time to devote to
the construction of homes
which cost nothing save
muscular exertion on the
part of the owners."
D.R Wilson put in a
small stock of merchan-
dise in the fall of 1888, in
the first building erected
at Della Plain, consistin
mostly of tobacco, cann
gods. and small wares.

is totaled only about
$100.

Davis Bros. bought him
out in the spring of 1889,
and en the stock of
goods; ey were Ssuc-

ceeded by A.J. Sams,
though they remained in
the general section as
homesteaders, near the
gesent site of Lockney.

ms moved his store to
Mayshaw in 1895, staying
there until the founding of
the rival town of Lockney
in 1895, when he moved
there.

RE.L. Mclain found
the first weekly newspa-
per, The Della Plain Re-
view, in January 1889, but
it ceased to publish in
August 1891, and moved
to Silverton.

Roads were poor, but
there was a trail to Plain-

view runninf; about one
mile south of present-day
Lockney.

In 1888 J.C. White set
up a blacksmith shop, but
moved the next year to
Lockney.

The first public dance in
Della Plain was held on
Christmas Eve in 1888,
with most inhabitants pre-
sent. J.C. White and
daughter furnished the
music. They used violins
of his own handiwork.

A four month school
term with salary at $30
monthly was held in 1888-
1889, with 15 pupils. Miss
Emma Lewis of Estacado
taught the school, and
trustees were T.J. Braid-
foot, J.S. Meclain, and
A.V. McCracken. Private
subscriptions  increased
the teacher's pay. The roll
jumped to 20 the following
year, with William Massie
holding a four-month term
at $40 monthly. Half his
pay was in cedar post and
wood. Two sons of W. A
Merrill of Blanco Canyon
traveled a distance of
twelve miles to attend.

R.T. Miller was super-
intendent of the first Sun-
day School, organized in
1889, with keen interest
on the people’s part. Oc-
casionally a worship ser-
vice was held. The store
building was sometimes
the site; some meetings
were conducted in dug-
outs. Anson Cox, of Esta-
cado, joined with O.A.
Shook, J.H. Stegall, and
Thomas Duncan in these
pioneer sermons.

As was quite typical of
pioneers in their rough
surroundings and often
hazardous contacts with
nature, a longing for
higher forms of education

was soon manifested, and
so there was a sympathe-
tic hearing when Rev.
B.F. Fronabarger, pro-
prietor of a large private
school at Springtown,
Parker County, delivered
an address at Seymour
relating to his educational
work.

Since there were many
associations by now bet-
ween Della Plain and Sey-
mour, it was not a mere-
happenstance that J.R
Mclain should contact
him at the close of his
address relating to the
possibility of locating a
school at Della Plain.

After a visit there, he
entered into a contract
with Mclain and seven
others to erect a school
building, maintain and
supervise a school for five
years, and then receive
title to the building and
some town lots.

DEILLA PLAIN
INSTTIUTE

Called Della Plain Male
and Female Institute, the
school endured only a few
months, in 1890-91. A
graduate of Fronabarger's
school at Springtown,
C.W. Hutcherson, served
as principal, with Miss
Anna Bedecarrax as as-
sistant  principal. Al
though much vigor was
axpended by the founder
at first, he soon resigned,
and Fayette Copeland
took his place.

Then it ran as a public
school for six months and

closed. Though a
““failure’” in a sense, the
school was at least the

product of great dreams:
Its advertisements stated
that it had primary, pre
paratory, and -collegiate
departments, the latter
offering these subjects:
General History, Compo-
sition and Rhetoric, Me
taphysics and logic,
High Algebra, Geometry,
Trigonometry, Surveying,

Greek, latin, French,
German, Hebrew, Span
ish, Natural Science,

Commercial Law, and Art.

A glimpse of the high
hopes of at least one
person for life at Della
Plain can be seen in the
letter published in the
Della  Plain  Review:
“Come to the beautiful
little Della Plain, in the
county of Floyd. Send

your children. They will
find board cheap but
good; tuition reasonable;
instruction thorough; dis-
cipline kind, but rigid.
Send your sons that they
may get the advantage of
a college course without
having to leave their
homes to get it. Send your
daughters that they may
become skilled in the finer
arts, as well as being
equipped for the sterner
duties of life.”’

In 1895 the building
from this school was con-
verted into an additional
room of the Floydada
public school.

Despite the initial high
hopes, Della Plain’s popu-
lation ebbed away in 1891-
92. Briscoe County to the
norta was  organized
March 15, 1892, and
Braidfoot, Briscoe, and
others, having lost faith in
the future at Della Plain
moved to Silverton and
became numbered among
its founders. A.D. White,
upon the discontinuance
of the postoffice at his
home in 1893, in the
autumn, settled on a
homestead of a quarter
section nine miles west of
Floydada. In 1900 twenty
acres of the townsite were
planted in cotton, and six
bales were harvested and
ginned at Childress.

The relationship of
Floyd County people to
other towns is interesting-
ly displaved by Claude V.
Hall. **Meanwhile the Ft.
Worth and Denver City
Railway extended its
train service to Childress,
which was thenceforth,
for a few months, the
trading point for Floyd
County settlers. From the
latter part of 1887 to the
summer of 1898 Amarillo
was the principal trading
point during the warm
seasons while Childress
was the market for cold
seasons. Estacado was
about thirty miles south-
west of the new town in
Floyd County settlers for
mail facilities, for land
and legal business, and
for trading in small wares.

Young people had the
opportunity to take part in
a group aside from most
of their elders. In Feb
ruary of 1893 the Zephyr
reported: ‘‘The Christian
Endeavor Society gave
their regular monthly so
cial on Wednesday night
of last week at the Resi
dence of A.F. Dodson. On
account of the unusually
cold weather the attend
ance was smaller than had
been expected, but the
seven or eight couples
present seemed to have
quite a nice time and the
social was pronounced a
success.

Miss Rosa Ewing,
daughter of J.A. Ewing,
taught the first session for
the Mayshaw school dist
rict, which was created by
the county commission
er's court on May 19,
1892.

The social graces were
not neglected, for on May
2 in 1892 ‘‘a number of
the youth and beauty of
Floyd County’’ went to
celebrate the finishing of
a business house owned
by J.B. Anthony.
